NEW KID ON THE BLOCK: New right-handed Friday night arm Miguel Mendez is filling the
ace role well. In three outings, Mendez holds a 3.65 ERA (5 ER) across 12 1/3 innings pitched.
Last time out, the 22-year-old tied a career-high with nine strikeouts in 4 1/3 innings. In Fort
Wayne, the Dominican Republic native has struck out 21 of the 52 batters faced. The 40.4%
K% is second behind Tyson Neighbors amongst MWL arms with 10+ innings. In his first start
with the ‘Caps on May 9, Mendez gave up three hits without allowing one walk, striking out
sevenhFrom the second to fifth innings, he retired nine in a row, at one point striking out five
straight.

NIGHT, NIGHT FROM NEIGHBORS: For active pitchers who've thrown at least 10 innings,
Tyson Neighbors'46.1% strikeout rate is 8th in Minor League Baseball. Leading the Midwest
league, it is the highest in franchise history with data available back to 2006. The No. 15
Padres prospect also leads the league in K/9 (16.6), and swinging strike% (22.6%), and ranks
8th in K-BB ratio (5.58). Neighbors is tied for 5th in strikeouts (35?among relievers. The
righthander holds a 1.42 ERA across 19.0 IP with four saves.

EYEING IT LIKE A HAWK(INS): Fort Wayne reliever Garrett Hawkins has not allowed a
single run in his last nine outings. Across 11 2/3 cwiet innings, Hawkins has struck out 19,
with his fastball topping 98 mph. He is tied for 4th in the league with four wins and for 8th
amongst Midwest League relievers with 33 strikeouts. After 702 days without a professional
appearance, Hawkins moved to the TinCaps bullpen after beginning his career as a starter.

EVERYONE KNOWS, IT’S BUTTERS: After driving in Fort Wayne's lone run on Wednesday,
Brandon Butterworth smacked a two-run triple on Thursday. The TinCaps infielder is tied for
the Ieague lead with four triples and is 5th with 30 runs scored. Butterworth is also second in
the Midwest League in hitting .417 (15-for-36) with runners in scoring position, with six extra-
base hits and 17 RBI. The NC State grad is on a five-game hitting streak, going 6-for-18 on the
stretch with a trio of triples and nine RBI.

FISHING FOR KARP: On Thursday, outfielder Braedon Karpathios went 3-for-4 with a walk,
RBI single and later a two-run double in the ninth. It is his seventh multi-hit and fourth multi-
RBI performance. Karpathios is tied for 5th in the MWL with 31 walks and is 6th with an 18.7%
BB%. His six home runs are tied for 9th.

THROUGH SIX INNINGS: The TinCaps are undefeated when leading after six innings this
se(?goEr&.

Newly turned 20-year-old Josue De Paula (No. 33 overall prospect) is 5-for-9 this series with
five walks and his eighth home run of the season, matching fellow 20-year-old, Padres No. 24
prospect Rosman Verdugo for the Midwest League lead. De Paula and Zyhir Hope (No. 45
overall prospect) are No. T and No. 2 in total bases, while No. 13 Dodgers prospect Kendall
George is second in the league with 21 stolen bases.

PUNCHY PROWESS: This week's series will showcase all four top Midwest League arms in K% amongst
arms with 10+ innings. Neighbors leads the league ahead of TinCap Friday starter Miguel Mendez at
40.4% after a career-high nine strikeouts last Friday. Loons Saturday starter Patrick Copen leads the
Midwest League with 77 strikeouts (25 more than anyone else) and is third in K% at 39.7%. Ranking
eighth, Garrett Hawkins has struck out 37.5% of the batters he has faced.

SHUTDOWN MAL: Down three on Tuesday, TinCaps reliever Josh Mallitz played the stopper role once
again with three shutout innings in relief. Mallitz gave up two hits while tying a career-high with five
strikeouts. The Ole Miss grad has recorded 10 consecutive shutout innings across his last four outings,
striking out 17. Since April 30, Mallitz has made six straight appearances of at least two innings, holding
a 1.14 ERA with 21 strikeouts.

MAJOR LEAGUE MORGAN: Former TinCaps right-handed pitcher David Morgan made his Major
League debut Monday in the Padres’4-3 walk-off win in 11 innings. Morgan made three appearances
in Fort Wayne in 2023 before being in the closer role to begin 2024. He struck out 40 in 31 1/3 innings
pitched, securing four saves. He is the first player from the 2024 TinCaps to make their debut.

BIG LEAGUE BRADGLEY: This morning, the San Diego Padres called up right-handed pitcher Bradgley
Rodriguez. The No. 14 Padres prospect, according to MLB.com, is the second 2024 TinCap to be called
up.In 29 games (11 starts) with the ‘Caps, Rodriguez struck out 45 in 41 2/3 innings.

BOBBY BARRELS: A week removed from his MLB debut Robert Hassell lll made his presence known
with a 3-for-5 night vs the Mariners with his first MLB home run, Last week, the Washington Nationals
selected the contract of the former TinCap On the very first pitch he saw Thursday, Hassell lined a single
to right field, collecting his first major league hit. Across 93 games between 2021 and 2022, Hassell llI
hit .280 with 37 extra-base hits, including 14 home runs, while driving in 66 RBIs. In just his third game
in a TinCap uniform, Hassell lll became one of just two players in franchise history to complete a three-
home run game. Hassell drove in five in an 11-inning win at Great Lakes on Sept. 1, 2021, including a
two-run home run in the final inning to seal the win.

260 TO THE SHOW: Since Fort Wayne's MiLB franchise was founded in 1993, a total of 233 former
players have gone on to appear in Major League Baseball. Ryan Bergert (2022-23), Tirso Ornelas
(2018,21), Omar Cruz (2019), Robert Hassell 11l (2021-22), and David Morgan (2023-24) have made
their MLB debuts this season. Current Padres include Ornelas, Morgan, LHP Adrian Morejon (2017),
OF Fernando Tatis Jr. (2017), Luis Campusano (2018), and Jackson Merrill (2023). After dealing with
injury, the 2024 NL Rookie of the Year Runner Up is hitting .330 to begin the year in 29 games.

EYEING IT LIKE A HAWK(INS): Fort Wayne reliever Garrett Hawkins has not allowed a single run
in his last eight outings.

COMEBACK ‘CAPS: In their last eight losses, the TinCaps have had the tying runner at the plate
three times and pulled through with a comeback in game one of their doubleheader on Friday.
The TinCaps have come from behind in 12 of their 23 wins this season, 10 of them came in their
first 13 wins. They have come back from as large as seven runs.

LEO DE VRIES' HISTORIC APRIL: On Monday, May 5, Minor League Baseball announced Leo De
Vries as the Midwest League Player of the Month for April. He is the fifth TinCap player to win
Player of the Month since the Midwest League began issuing the award in 2013 and first since
current Guardians left-handed pitcher Joey Cantillo in 2019. Across 19 games, the No. 1 Padres
prospect led the Midwest League in SLG (.625) and OPS (1.003), while being tied for the league
lead in triples (3). The switch-hitter also ranked third in extra-base hits (12), total bases (45), and
AVG (.306), while being tied for fifth in RBIs (19) and tied for seventh in home runs (4). Later on in
the day, De Vries won the Midwest League Player of the Week award for the second straight week.
De Vries is the first TinCap to ever win the award in back-to-back weeks and just the fourth TinCaps
player to receive the honor twice in the same season, alongside Fernando Tatis Jr. (2017), Rymer
Liriano (2011), and Jason Hagerty (2010). The last player in the Midwest League to achieve the
accolade consecutively was current Tampa Bay Rays outfielder Jonny DeLuca with the Great Lakes
Loons in 2022.

SCOUTING REPORT (MLB.com): “Barnett only hit and played corner outfield with Single-A Lake Elsinore after joining the organization, but he pitched in
late workouts and turned more than a few heads on the mound...fastball up to 97 and averaged closer to the mid-90s. slider sat upper-80s with a hard cut-
ter-like break, and that pitch could easily be a weapon, too. The ball comes out of his 6-foot-2 frame easily, and his delivery isn’'t overcomplicated. With his
position-player background and athleticism, he could get to average control with the right professional instruction...many in the organization prefer Barnett's
work on the mound, but the Padres will still give him a chance to DH part-time to begin his first full season. His power is undeniable from the right side, but
he really struggled against non-fastballs in the California League last year. Had Barnett shown this level of stuff more consistently, some believe he would
have gone several rounds earlier as a pitcher alone, and that’s likely where his future lies.”
DRAFTED: 11th Round, 330th overall, 2024 (San Diego Padres), signed for $175,000
COLLEGE: Attended DIl Wingate Univevrsity in Wingate, North Carolina, just outside of Charlotte. Stepped on campus as a two-way but exploding
offensively as a junior in 2024. His 26 homers were second-most for that level of collegiate baseball, while his .739 slugging percentage placed
32nd among qualifiers. He posted a .349 average and 1.138 OPS over his 59 games with the Bulldogs while also making six appearances out of
the bullpen, striking out seven and walking six over five frames.
2024 Single-A Lake Elsinore: After being drafted, Barnett appeared in 12 regular season games for the Storm, making his debut on Aug. 20. Bar-
nett began his career on a six-game hit streak hitting .280 with four extra-base hits. A part of the postseason roster, Barnett went 6-18 (.333) with 7
RBls in the Storm’s run to the California LEague Championship Series.
2025 Single-A Lake Elsinore: In 11 games, Barnett slashed .289/.396/.511 driving in 10 runs and hitting a team-best four doubles.
