FRES-NOTES

THACH OF THE TITANS: Tanner Thach continues to be one of the most consistent hitters in the California
League. The Grizzlies first baseman leads the league with 89 hits and 61 RBI while ranking second with a
.350 batting average. Thach has recorded a hit in 48 of his 63 games this season and has produced 27
multi-hit games, the most on the club. Fresno is 18-9 when Thach records at least two hits and 24-8 when he
drives in a run.

WALK-OFF CITY: The Grizzlies have made a habit of dramatic finishes at Chukchansi Park, recording five
walk-off victories this season. Fresno has earned walk-off wins on April 8 vs. Stockton, May 9 vs. Stockton,
June 2 vs. Lake Elsinore, June 3 vs. Lake Elsinore, and June 16 vs. Inland Empire. The latest came Tuesday
when Ashly Andujar delivered the game-winning hit in the ninth inning for the first walk-off knock of his
professional career.

THREE STRAIGHT AND CLIMBING: Fresno enters tonight riding its second-longest winning streak of the
season at three games. The Grizzlies have won three consecutive contests after dropping six of seven and
have pulled back to four games above .500 at 34-30. During the streak, Fresno has outscored opponents
18-8 while receiving quality pitching performances from both its starters and bullpen.

AND COUNTING: Jesus Freitez’s first home run of the season on Tuesday night was more than just a
personal milestone—it pushed Fresno’s season total to 63 home runs in 64 games, already surpassing the
club’s entire 2025 total of 61 homers. The Grizzlies have received power throughout the lineup, led by
Tanner Thach’s 10 home runs, while recent surges from Kyle Fossum and Luis Mendez have helped fuel
Fresno’s climb up the California League offensive leaderboard. After hitting 61 home runs over 132 games
last season, the Grizzlies have already eclipsed that mark before reaching the halfway point of the 2026
campaign, highlighting one of the biggest year-over-year improvements in the league.
