Today’s Game
The Fightin Phils stay on the road and continue a two-week road trip, and finish a six-game series at the Hartford Yard Goats, Double-A affiliate of the Colorado 
Rockies. It is the 12th-of-18 matchups between the teams this season and sixth-of-12 at Dunkin’ Park in Hartford. The Yard Goats took four-of-six games from 
Reading from June 17-22 and lead the season-series 7-4. Reading returns to Hartford from Spet. 2-7 for the final road trip of the season.

Game 98/99 Recap
The Fightin Phils had late rallies stopped shot in both games of Saturday’s doubleheader as they were swpet out by the Yard Goats. In game one, the R-Phils 
dropped it 4-3. Estibenzon Jimenez started the first game and allowed four runs on six hits over five innings, with a pair of walks and a strikeout. Eiberson 
Castellano fired a scoreless innings of relief. Aidan Miller had a pair of base hits, a RBI and run scored. Caron DeMartini’s good week continued witha hit, 
run and RBI. Felix Reyes and Dylan Campbell each chipped in hits as well in the game one loss. Carson DeMartini stole a season-high three bases in the first 
game. Reading then dropped the second game on Saturday, by a final score of 6-5. Reading scored two runs in the top of the seventh, but it was not enough to 
complete the comeback. Mitch Neunborn started the second game and allowed six runs on seven hits over four innings of work, with a pair of walks and three 
strikeouts. Jack Dallas followed with two-scoreless innings of work in relief. Felix Reyes had an excellent game in game two, going four-for-four, with two runs 
scored, a double, home run and three RBI; finsihing just a triple shy of the cycle. Dylan Campbell, Erick Brito and Leandro Pineda all had hits in the loss.

It’s Miller Time
Phillies No. 2 Prospect Aidan Miller has turned in a strong week at Hartford. Over four games, Miller is slashing .400/.500/.533 (1.033 OPS), with five runs 
scored, two doubled and two RBI. He had one of his best games of the season on Tuesday, with two hits, three runs and a double. The 2023 first round pick is 
second in the Eastern League with 38 stolen bases on the season, which trails Hartford’s Cole Carrigg by two. Miller is tied with Jersey Shore’s Bryan Rincon for 
the most stolen bases in the Phillies organization with 38 as well. Miller has stolen the most bases in a season by a R-Phil since Quintin Berry stole 48 in 2009. 
The last Fightin Phil to steal 30+ in a season was Johan Rojas in 2023 and the last to swipe 31 or more in a year was Roman Quinn in 2016.

Carson Crusing
Carson DeMartini has also began to turn things around with a good week at Hartford. Over four games, DeMartini is slahsing .385/.556/.692 (1.248 OPS), 
with five runs, a double, home run, four RBI; and is 6-7 in stolen bases. DeMartini also set a career-high with three stolen bases in Saturday’s game at Hartford. 
DeMartini’s six stolen bases this week are the most in the Eastern League and his 17 since his Double-A debut on June 10 are the second-most in the league over 
that stretch. He has 35 total on the season, which ranks as tied for third amongst all Phillies Minor Leaguers.

Mashing McIntosh
Paul McIntosh’s season-best 18-game on-base streak came to an end on Saturday night. Over the streak (dating back to June 21) McIntoshed slashed 
.406/.479/.609 (1.088 OPS), with nine runs, three doubled, a triple, home run and six RBI. It was the second-longest on-base streak by a R-Phils this season, 
trailing Keaton Anthony’s 25-game on-base streak from May 11 to his Triple-A call-up on June 10. He also had an 11-game hitting streak from July 3-26, which 
was the second-longest hitting streak by a Fightin Phil this year, also trailing Keaton Anthony, who had a 12-game hitting streak.

King Felix
Felix Reyes had a season-high four hits on Satruday night, along with two run, a double, home run and three RBI. He fell just a triple shy of what would have 
been Reading’s second cycle of the season. It was the second time in Reyes’ career he had four hits in a game, as he posted a four-hit game on Aug. 25, 2024, with 
Jersey Shore at Brooklyn. Reyes also had a three-hit game on Wednesday and is slashing .429/.455/.810 (1.265 OPS) over five games this week. He has added 
four runs, two doubles, two home runs and five RBI. Reyes’ 11 home runs this season lead the Fightin Phils and ranked tied for fourth amongst all Phillies 
minor leaguers entering play on Sunday.

This Day in Baseballtown History
August 3, 2016: At Reading, Dylan Cozens has one of the most impressive games in franchise history, setting a record with 15 total bases in a 13-0 hammering 
of Bowie.  Cozens goes 4-for-5 with 3 home runs, a triple, 7 RBIs, 4 runs scored and even a stolen base. The homers are his 28th, 29th and 30th of the season, 
making Cozens and Rhys Hoskins the first teammates in Reading’s history to reach 30 or more homers in the same year.  

Hey Hartford
Hartford enters play today with a 53-47 overall record and 17-14 mark in the second half, sitting at third place in the Northeast Division. The Yard Goats took 
two-of-five games at New Hampshire (Reading’s next opponent) last week, with the Sunday finale cancelled due to rain. After this week, Hartford is back on the 
road and travels to Altoona. The Yard Goats’ roster features eight of the Colorado Rockies top-30 prospects: Charlie Condon (1), Cole Carrigg (2), Jared Thomas 
(7), Sean Sullivan (11), Welinton Herrera (20), Jack Mahoney (24), Michael Prosecky (26) and Benny Montgomery (28).

Goats Pitcher
Lefty, and Rockies’ No. 26 prospect, Michael Prosecky makes his third Double-A start today. Over 20 starts between Spokane (A+) and Hartford this season, 
Prosecky is 7-6, with a 3.78 ERA (41 ER, 97.2 IP). He’s also struck out 104 batters over 97.2 IP (9.58 SO/9.0 IP). Prosecky suffered the loss on July 26 at New 
Hampshire, allowing three runs on six hits over four innings, with three walks and six strikeouts. Prosecky split 2024 between the ACL-Rockies (ROK), Fresno 
(A) and Spokane (A+), going 3-3, with a 4.44 ERA over 14 appearances. He spent 2023 with Fresno and made one appeearance with the ACL-Rockies in 2022. 
The 24-year old was a sixth round pick of the Rockies in 2022 out of Louisville, where he pitched for the Cardinals from 2020-22.
