THIS DAY IN NOLAN RYAN HISTORY - WEDNESDAY, MAY 27, 1992
45-year-old Nolan Ryan threw 116 pitches over 7.0 innings, allowing six hits, two earned runs, 
no walks and striking out eight, but earned a no-decision. Texas scored twice in the ninth just 
to force extra innings, as Kevin Reimer and Ivan Rodriguez each delivered a sacrifice fly to tie 
the game at three. The Rangers walked it off in the 11th on a Reimer double that scored Juan 

Gonzalez, extending their winning streak to five games and giving them a half-game lead over 
the A’s in the AL West. Ryan remained without a win and would not collect his first until June 

28 at Detroit. In five May starts, he posted a 3.21 ERA but received five no-decisions. “He’s 
got the worst luck,” Rangers third baseman Dean Palmer said after the game. “We just can’t 

seem to score any runs for him. But with the way he’s pitching, he’s going to get some serious 
wins. We’ll get him some runs.” Steve Sax drove in both White Sox runs off Ryan with a single 
in the sixth inning. With the game at 2-0, Juan Gonzalez belted a 431-foot homer in the bot-
tom of the sixth to cut the deficit to one. Tim Raines homered off Ed Nunez in the eighth to 

extend the lead to 3-1 before the Rangers’ ninth-inning rally. Sax finished with the third-most 
hits against Ryan (26) of any Major League player, trailing only George Brett and Rod Carew. 
Frank Thomas went 2-for-5 against Ryan with three strikeouts, while Tim Raines Sr. also went 

2-for-5. Robin Ventura finished 0-for-5 with three strikeouts.

Former MLB pitcher Dave Borkowski (Boar-COW-ski)

HITTING COACH MATT LAWSON
Former Rangers farmhand Matt Lawson returns for a 

fifth straight season as Round Rock’s hitting coach. Lawson 
previously served as an assistant coach, hitting instructor, 
and recruiting coordinator at his alma mater, Missouri State 
University, from 2014-21. The Missouri native was selected 
by the Rangers in the 14th round of the 2007 MLB Draft 
and played seven professional seasons as an infielder in 
the Texas (2007-10), Seattle (2010), and Cleveland (2011-
13) organizations. With Texas, he was named Short-A 
Spokane’s team MVP as a rookie in 2007 and a league 
All-Star for High-A Bakersfield (2009) and Double-A 
Frisco (2010) before he was involved in the 2010 trade that 
brought Cliff Lee to the Rangers.

He holds a degree in psychology and a graduate degree 
in sports management.

BENCH COACH CHASE LAMBIN
Lambin enters his sixth year on the Express staff and will 

reprise his role as bench coach for the fifth straight year 
(beg. 2022). The 2026 campaign will mark Lambin’s 12th in 
the Texas organization. He has previous stops as a hitting 
coach for High-A Down East (2019), Low-A Hickory (2018), 
Short-A Spokane (2017), and the Rookie-level Arizona 
League Rangers (2016). He first joined the Rangers as a 
member of the Spokane coaching staff in 2015. 

Lambin was selected by the New York Mets in the 
34th round of the 2002 June draft out of the University 
of Louisiana at Lafayette and played in the Mets, Marlins, 
Nationals, Twins, and Royals organizations. He also has 
international experience, spending the 2009 season with 
Chiba Lotte in Japan. The versatile defender appeared at 
every position except catcher over the course of his career.

A former catcher in the minor leagues, Emsley-Pai spent six 
seasons with the Diamondbacks (2010) and Pirates (2011-15) 
organizations, topping out at Double-A Altoona in 2014. He was 
originally selected by Arizona in the 10th round of the 2010 June 
draft out of Lewis-Clark State College in Lewiston, Idaho after 
spending his freshman year at the University of Texas in 2008. 

BULLPEN COACH JULIO VALDEZ
Valdez enters his seventh year in the organization and first 

as the Rangers’ Triple-A pitching coach after serving in the same 
role with Double-A Frisco (2025), High-A Hickory (2024), Low-A 
Down East (2023), Rookie-level ACL Rangers (2022), and DSL 
Rangers (2020-21). During the canceled 2020 campaign, Valdez 
worked with pitchers at the Dominican Republic complex and Fall 
Developmental League in Arizona.

The Florida native played baseball at Alabama State University 
from 2012-16. He attended Lake Howell (Fla.) High School, where 
he posted a career 15-4 record and 2.20 ERA, and earned all-
conference honors as a junior and senior. Valdez transitioned to 
an assistant coach role at Alabama State in 2017 before becoming 
Director of Pitching at the Texas Pitching Institute in El Paso, 
Texas. He spent two years at TPI before taking the same role at 
Baseball Rebellion in Durham, N.C., before joining the Rangers.
