EXTRA, EXTRA, READ ALL ABOUT THE DUB: The Fresno Grizzlies (32-23) scraped past the Modesto Nuts (37-17) 6-4 in 10 innings Saturday evening 
from John Thurman Field. For the fourth time this season, the Grizzlies comeback claws appeared in the seventh inning or later, as Fresno scored a 
trio of unanswered runs over their last two innings (9th and 10th). Fresno improved to 4-2 in extras after starting the year 0-2. The Grizzlies 10-inning 
thriller was their second consecutive victory in extras against the Nuts, which is tied for their longest game via frames this season. Braylen Wimmer 
went 4-for-5 with a homer, double, two RBI, three runs and a stolen base. GJ Hill added two hits, which included the go-ahead RBI in the 10th. Darius 
Perry had a game-tying sacrifice fly in the 9th and an insurance bases-loaded hit-by-pitch in the 10th. Fresno starter McCade Brown made his trium-
phant return to the mound after recovering from Tommy John Surgery in 2023. Brown chucked three innings, giving up two runs (earned), on a pair 
of hits and walks, while fanning three. Isaiah Coupet followed Brown with four sensational frames of relief. Coupet’s four innings and seven strikeouts 
were both season-highs by a Grizzlies bullpen arm. Sam Weatherly (3-1) received the victory after two spotless frames, punching out three. Bryson 
Hammer secured his fourth save after an intense final inning, as Lazaro Montes flew out to deep right with two runners on base to end the ballgame.

MODESTO MINI FACTS: The Fresno Grizzlies and Modesto Nuts (Seattle Mariners Single-A affiliate) conclude their six-game series today at John 
Thurman Field. This is the second of five regular season series between the clubs in 2024 and the first meeting in Modesto. The Nuts are 58-19 (.753) 
over their last 77 games dating back to August 20, 2023 (including playoffs). Last season, Modesto claimed the California League crown after a 
dominating 4-0 run through the playoffs. They won the second half by one game over Fresno to earn their way into the postseason. In four years, the 
Grizzlies are 46-44 against the Nuts over their 90 games played (6-5 Modesto in the 2024 season series) since the squads became a part of the same 
league for the first time since 1988. At that time, Modesto was affiliated with the Athletics and were named the A’s, while the Grizzlies were known as 
the Fresno Suns, playing independently. Now, the Nuts are associated with the Seattle Mariners organization (affiliated with the Colorado Rockies prior 
to Mariners), while the Grizzlies are partnered with the Rockies. The two cities are 96 miles away from one another if you drive by car, following the CA 
99 route. Fresno and Modesto are one hour and 32 minutes apart, if you drive non-stop. The halfway point between both cities is Planada, California.

CONGRATULATIONS TO ADAEL AMADOR: Former Fresno Grizzlies SS Adael Amador is scheduled to make his MLB Debut with the Rockies (7th player 
from Fresno to Colorado). In 2022, the Rockies #1 overall prospect provided the Grizzlies the perfect spark at the top of the lineup all season long. 
Amador finished the regular season tied as the all-time leader in Grizzlies franchise single-season walks. He drew 87 walks, tying him with Damon 
Minor (2000) for the all-time mark. The switch-hitter also concluded the regular season ranked in the Top 10 in franchise single-season runs. Amador 
recorded 100 runs, putting him second all-time in Grizzlies single-season runs. The only other Grizzlies player to record 100+ runs was Calvin Murray, 
who notched 122 runs in 1999. Finally, Amador relished a .415 OBP, the seventh best in a single-season for a Grizzlies batter. Amador was awarded the 
Grizzlies first Player of the Week from April 25-May 1, 2022 for his performances at Stockton. Thanks to his outstanding year, Amador was named 
as the Rockies Minor League Player of the Year by Baseball America. Amador also ranked seventh overall in the California League in batting. He hit 
.292/.415/.445 with 15 home runs (seven leadoff bombs) and 26 stolen bases.

FARM GROWN: Today, the Grizzlies hand the ball to RHP Jace Kaminska. Kaminska was selected by the Rockies in the 10th round (Pick 292) of the 
2023 MLB Draft out of Nebraska. Kaminska made 14 starts for the Cornhuskers in 2023, going 7-3 with a 4.13 ERA and 1.14 WHIP. Prior to Nebraska, 
Kaminska pitched for Wichita State and Caney Valley High School in Caney, Kansas.

HAMMER TIME: Grizzlies’ LHP Bryson Hammer has been nails out of the bullpen this season. Over 19 games, Hammer is 2-1 with two holds, four saves 
and a 1.32 ERA. Hammer has allowed only four earned runs in 27.1 innings this year (three of his 19 games have had an earned run). Half of those 
earned runs came in his first appearance of the season on April 5 thanks to a two-run homer by Bryce Eldridge. Since then, Hammer has permitted 
just two earned runs in 18 outings (no clouts). Hammer has not given up an earned run spanning 11 games (May 7-June 8; 14.2 IP, 6 H, 5 R, 7 BB, 17 K).

NO RUN SUPPORT FOR EMENER: Grizzlies’ LHP Austin Emener has made nine starts this season and has yet to earn a win (0-3, 3.94 ERA). A big rea-
son why Emener has not earned a win is from the lack of run support he has received. Fresno has scored 26 runs overall (2.89 runs a game) in games 
started by Emener. However, the team has only scored 16 runs (1.78 runs a game) when Emener is still pitching in the game. 12 of those 16 runs were 
plated in Emener’s first two starts of the season, which means he has only received four runs of support in his last seven outings (0.57 runs a game). 
Four of those seven games included zero runs of support.  

NEW MAN AT THE TOP OF THE LINEUP: Grizzlies’ OF Caleb Hobson has relished his new role as the team’s leadoff hitter. Since Hobson has been 
plugged into the leadoff spot, he has reached base 29 times in 59 plate appearances (13 games). In five of those 13 games, Hobson has made it on 
base three or more times, combining to score 14 runs. This includes starting the game off 4-for-8 with four walks and one hit-by-pitch. All four hits 
have been singles with half of them as bunt singles. Hobson has also swiped 12 bags, picking up two of them in five of those leadoff games (17 stolen 
bases overall).

TENA IS ON A TEAR: Grizzlies’ OF Felix Tena has reached base safely in 16 straight games from May 18-June 8 and has at least one hit in 15 of those 16 
contests. Tena is 17-for-62 (.274) with one homer, one triple, three doubles, 11 RBI, four runs, one walk and three hit-by-pitches in that span. 

A+ FROM ANDY PEREZ: Grizzlies’ INF Andy Perez hit safely in his first 18 games and 23 of his first 24 contests to start the season, his longest hit streak 
while in a Fresno uniform (two seasons). It was the second longest hit streak in the Grizzlies/Rockies affiliation since Drew Romo in 2021 (21 games, 
July 6-August 15) and it was the longest active streak in Minor League Baseball at the time. Perez went 26-for-76 (.342 AVG/.383 OBP/.579 SLG/.962 
OPS) with three homers (one grand slam), three triples, three doubles, 18 RBI, 12 runs, five walks and two stolen bases in that hit streak stretch. Perez’s 
triple on May 31 at San Jose was his 11th in a Grizzlies uniform, putting him two triples shy of joining the Grizzlies Top 10 Career Records. Juan Melo and 
Roger Kieschnick are tied for ninth all-time with 13 triples.

MAYBE WE DON’T WANT THE PITCH CLOCK: This season, the Grizzlies are 8-2 overall with a 6-0 record on the road when a game lasts exactly or over 
2 hours and 40 minutes. Last year, Fresno went 24-11 in such games (32-13 in two seasons).
