HITS SET THE TABLE: Fresno has two of the California League’s top-five hit leaders in Tanner 
Thach and Roldy Brito, and that production has carried into the San Jose series. Brito leads 
Fresno against the Giants at .389 with seven hits, six runs, a homer, two steals and a 1.061 
OPS, while Thach is tied for the league lead with 41 hits and still leads the CAL with 37 RBI.

POWER PLAYS: The Grizzlies have out-homered San Jose 5-4 in the series, with Ethan Hol-
liday leading the charge. Holliday has two homers, five RBI, 15 total bases and a 1.183 OPS 
against the Giants, while Derek Bernard has added a homer and owns a 1.000 OPS in the 
matchup. Bernard and Holliday are also tied for fourth in the California League with six home 
runs apiece.

RELIEF RESET: Fresno’s best pitching work in the series has come from the bullpen trio of 
Easton Marks, Dylan Crooks and Seth Clausen. Marks fired 3.2 scoreless innings with six 
strikeouts Thursday, Crooks has worked 3.0 hitless, scoreless innings with five strikeouts, and 
Clausen earned Tuesday’s save with an unearned run allowed. Together, the three have com-
bined for 7.2 innings, three hits, no earned runs and 12 strikeouts.

SWING-AND-MISS STAFF: Even in a high-scoring series, Fresno’s staff has matched San 
Jose punch-for-punch in strikeouts, racking up 44 Ks in 35 innings against the Giants. Riley Kel-
ly struck out six in 3.2 innings Friday, Marks struck out six Thursday, and Crooks has punched 
out five across two clean appearances. On the league leaderboard, Seth Clausen remains 
tied for second in saves with three, while Yanzel Correa leads the California League with 12 
appearances.
