Barrosa and DH Trey
Mancini recorded RBI singles to extend Reno’s lead
to 5-0. Round Rock got on the board with a run in
the fourth. CF Dustin Harris led off with a double
and LF Marcus Smith singled. RF Kellen Strahm
grounded out but Harris scored to make it 5-1.
Express SS Alan Trejo doubled to start the bottom
of the eighth. 3B Cody Freeman cut the lead at 5-3
with a two-run homer. The E-Train added a run in
the ninth when DH Richie Martin singled in a run.
Reno RHP Christian Montes De Oca hung on and
earned his second save of the year.
