Bonus Baseball: Yesterday’s 12-inning epic was the longest Nuts game since a 12-inning win, coincidentally, at Great Lakes 
on July 8, 2021. That game lasted four hours and 31 minutes while yesterday’s game was played in a scant three hours and 
six minutes. The last time the Nuts played longer than 12 innings, it was a 3-2 13-inning loss at South Bend on June 13, 2017.

To the Show: 2023 Nuts sensation Jacob Wilson made his Major League debut yesterday, starting at shortstop for the A’s 
and collecting a single in his first at-bat before leaving with a strained hamstring. Wilson is the fifth former Lugnut to make 
his MLB debut this year and the 189th all-time player to work his way from Lansing to the Majors. He played only 72 games 
in Minor League Baseball, posting a career ..401 batting average; with the Nuts, Wilson hit .318 in 23 games to conclude 
last season.

Streaking: Will Simpson went 0-for-4 with a walk yesterday to extend his on-base streak to 19 games, surpassing Cameron 
Masterman’s team-high on-base streak from April/May.
 
All-Star Alumni: The Lugnuts were represented in the MLB All-Star Game by 2017 Nuts alum Vladimir Guerrero, Jr., who 
went hitless, and 2022 Lansing standout Mason Miller, who tossed a perfect frame for the A.L., striking out Shohei Ohtani 
and Trea Turner and hitting 103.6 mph, the fastest pitch in All-Star Game history.

Emilio Guerrero was 0-for-6 with an astounding 11 LOB), and the Lugnuts were walked off at Kane County, 6-5, in 10 innings, on a Dan Vogelbach 
one-out RBI single up the middle.

2017: The Quad Cities River Bandits scored at least one run in the first seven innings (before Griffin Glaude needed only six pitches in a 1-2-3 eighth), 
beating the Lugnuts 14-3 at Modern Woodmen Park. Daz Cameron and Chuckie Robinson hit three-run homers for the Bandits, who outscored the 
Lugnuts 36-9 in winning two of three games in the series.

Expected to Start

In a Nutshell: Watters first appeared for the Lugnuts on August 31, 2022, pitching against Cubs rehabber 
Wade Miley at South Bend in his second professional appearance... he then spent the full 2023 season for the 
Nuts... he has spent all but one MiLB inning (of 93 total professional innings) with the Lugnuts... opened the 
2024 season in a piggyback tandem with Wander Guante, who was promoted to Double-A Midland on May 
14... on May 29, needed only 39 pitches to fire five scoreless innings against Peoria... promoted to Triple-A 
Las Vegas for an emergency relief appearances on June 23 at Tacoma, earning the win in a 20-10 victory; 
allowed first five batters to reach before recovering to record the next nine outs scorelessly...

Hometown Hero: Home city of Rocky Gap, Virginia, is in the Ridge-and-Valley Appalachians, located near the 
West Virginia border... neighboring city: Bluefield, home of the Bluefield Ridge Runners, previously known as 
the Bluefield Orioles and Bluefield Blue Jays, which fed such stars as Alejandro Kirk and Vlad Guerrero, Jr. to 
the Lugnuts when both were in the Jays’ system... cousin is Jason Michaels (2001-2011 in MLB).

Glory Days: Starred for the Bland County HS Rockets as an all-state baseball player as well as in basketball 
(where he regularly posted double-doubles and topped out at 45 points in one game) and football.

Off to College: Did not receive much notice before his high velocity was discovered at a tryout in Morgantown... 
named to the Academic All-Big 12 Rookie Team as a freshman (5 G, 4.70 ERA, 7 2/3 IP, 4 R, 6 BB, 11 K)... 
as a sophomore, made 19 appearances: 3.33 ERA, 27 IP, 15 H, 11 R, 32 BB, bullpen-leading 53 K, .165 avg. 
allowed, tied for team lead with four saves; named Academic All-Big 12 Second Team; NCBWA Stopper of the 
Year Midseason Watch List... made first college start in the 2021 Big 12 Championship vs. Texas: 3 IP, 0 H, 1 
R, 4 BB, 8 K... as a junior in 2022, named preseason All-American; dominated early as team closer and was 
moved into role as Friday starter; struck out 15 Texas Longhorns in 6 1/3 IP on May 7; overall: 18 G, 11 GS, 
3-7, 6.22 ERA, 59 1/3 IP, 64 H, 44 R, 41 BB, 75 K; named All-Big 12 Honorable Mention.

WVU to the Pros: First of three Mountaineers selected in the 2022 draft... the Fort Wayne TinCaps have fea-
tured two WVU teammates in Jackson Wolf and Ryan Berger; pitched against Bergert on May 26, 2023, and 
tossed 5 2/3 scoreless innings, allowing only one hit... the last West Virginia player to suit up for the Lugnuts 
was Ryan McBroom, who won the 2015 Midwest League Most Valuable Player award.

Draft Day: Rated Keith Law’s No. 68 draft prospect for The Athletic, with Law writing, “Watters started the 
year in the Mountaineers’ bullpen, where he hit 99 mph a few times, so the team moved him to the rotation 
around midseason, where he struggled more with control (37 walks in 50.2 innings) but also showed enough 
that some scouts think he can start in pro ball. Watters sits 94-97 mph with a power slider in the mid-80s that 
can miss bats … when he locates it. It’s not a bad delivery, with a reasonably short arm stroke and strong 
finish, so that’s not the reason he doesn’t throw strikes, but it’s true across all of his pitches. It’s much more 
likely he ends up a power reliever with two plus pitches. But with enough of a changeup to start and a delivery 
that looks like it should work, I wouldn’t be surprised to see a pro team keep him in the rotation.”... Fangraphs’ 
No. 96 draft prospect... Selected 124th overall by the A’s in the 4th round and signed for $491,750... highest 
pitcher taken by the Athletics in 2022 (following first-round catcher Daniel Susac and three straight outfield-
ers in high schooler Henry Bolte in the second round, Clark Elliott in the compensatory round B, and Colby 
Thomas in the third round).
