LAST TIME OUT: The New Hampshire Fisher Cats fell short in their ninth-inning rally in a 4-2 loss to the Binghamton Rumble 
Ponies. Trailing 4-0 entering the ninth and down to its last strike, New Hampshire cut the lead in half on a Will Robertson two-
run homer, his 13th of the season. After Michael Turconi drew a walk and Steward Berroa singled, Miguel Hiraldo stepped up 
to the plate as the winning run but struck out looking against Binghamton right-hander Junior Santos to end the game. 
Binghamton opened the scoring with a pair of runs in the second inning off starting left-hander Ricky Tiedemann. The Rumble 
Ponies added a run in the third on an RBI single from Mateo Gil and an insurance run in the ninth on a solo homer by Jeremiah 
Jackson, his second of the series. New Hampshire provided no answer against Binghamton starting right-hander Tyler Stuart, 
who threw six scoreless innings over two hits and no walks with six strikeouts to pick up the win. 
 
ROCKIN’ AND RODEN: OF Alan Roden is on a seven-game hit streak after recording another multi-hit game last night. The 
Blue Jays No. 7 prospect is hitting .556 (15-for-27) during his hit streak and has four multi-hit games in his last five played and 
five multi-hit games in his last seven played. He is hitting a team-high .354 in the month of August.  
 
HIRALDO IS HOT: 2B Miguel Hiraldo is one of the hottest hitters right now in the Fisher Cats lineup this month. The second 
baseman is hitting .353 with five homers and a team-leading 18 RBI in the month of August. The 22-year-old collected his sixth 
multi-hit game of the month on Tuesday, going 2-for-4. 
 
BIG WILL POWER: OF Will Robertson blasted a two-run homer in the ninth last night, his 13th of the season. The 25-year-old 
outfielder has three homers in his last four games and four homers in his last seven games. The Missouri native has already 
surpassed his Double-A home run and RBI totals from last year with 22 games remaining. 
 
STEWARD THE SWIPER: OF Steward Berroa is back at the top of the Eastern League in stolen bases after stealing his 43rd on 
the season Sunday, joining Portland’s Corey Rosier. The last Fisher Cat to lead the league in stolen bags was former Fisher Cat 
Anthony Gose, who stole a team-record 70 bases in 2011. 
 
DOMINGUEZ READY TO DELIVER: RHP Michael Dominguez makes his fourth Double-A start of the season and his second 
against Binghamton. The 23-year-old made his Double-A debut at Binghamton on Aug. 4, going only two scoreless innings with 
two strikeouts before inclement weather cut his outing short. Dominguez is coming off his best start at Double-A last Thursday, 
going five innings of one-run ball with five strikeouts against Hartford to pick up the win on his birthday. He was promoted to 
Double-A from High-A on Aug. 1. 
 
NEW TOP 30 RANKINGS: MLB.com re-ranked the top 30 prospects lists for every team in baseball since the MLB Draft and the 
trade deadline. Six current Fisher Cats are in the Blue Jays top 30 prospects. LHP Ricky Tiedemann remains as the top Blue 
Jays prospect and OF Alan Roden remains at No. 7. IF Leo Jimenez has climbed from No. 19 to No. 6. RHP Chad Dallas re-
enters the top 30 and slots in at No. 14. IF Damiano Palmegiani jumps up ten spots to No. 19. LHP Mason Fluharty debuts at 
No. 28. 
 
THIS DAY IN FISHER CATS HISTORY (August 24, 2021) – The Fisher Cats beat the Rumble Ponies, 2-1, at Delta Dental Stadium 
with Luis Quinones tossing six scoreless innings (75 pitches) for the win. He allowed three hits and struck out three. Adrian 
Hernandez earned his fourth save, setting down Binghamton in order in the ninth. Chavez Young walked and scored the first run 
in the second on a wild pitch. With the bases loaded in the sixth, Kevin Vicuna hit a sacrifice fly for the other run.  
 
MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TO THE MAJORS: In Baltimore, Toronto (70-57) was shut out  
7-0.  Anthony Santander hit a pair of homers for the Orioles, who drew even in the series which wraps up tonight…Buffalo (59-61) 
dispatched Syracuse 14-2. Rafael Lantigua homered in the first for a 2-0 lead, and Buffalo took the lead for good in the 
fourth. Orelvis Martinez, who came into the game after Spencer Horwitz was hit-by-pitch, went 3-for-3 with a homer and five 
RBIs…Vancouver (72-43) was no-hit at home by Spokane 4-0. Anderson Pilar (7 IP- 13 K) and Brayan Castillo combined on the 
no-hitter. Devereaux Harrison allowed three runs in six innings with six strikeouts for the Canadians…Dunedin (53-62) was 
suspended after one inning against St. Lucie at 0-0. They will finish tonight before the regularly scheduled game.
