MISSIONS STUN RIDERS IN SERIES FINALE, 6-5 IN 12 INNINGS:

The Frisco RoughRiders dropped the finale to the San Antonio Missions 6-5 in 12 innings on Sunday night from Nelson Wolff Stadi-
um. The RoughRiders (34-27) jumped out in front early in the second inning when lan Moller crushed a solo home run to go up 1-0.
Moller then lifted a sacrifice fly in the fourth to push the lead to 2-0. Dylan MacLean dominated in his start for the RoughRiders,
going a career-best 6.1 innings, allowing just four hits while striking out five and walking one in his shutout performance. San Anto-
nio (27-36) fought back in the eighth, scoring two runs to tie the game on a Ryan Jackson two-run triple, and Jackson then scored on
a wild pitch to take a 3-2 lead. Down to their final out of the game, Orlando Martinez tied the score at 3-3 with an RBI single to left
in the ninth, and then sent the game into extra innings in the bottom of the ninth with a beautiful diving catch in right field. After
the teams traded scoreless 10th and 11th innings, Arturo Disla delivered a pinch-hit, RBI double in the 12th and Marcus Lee Sang
added an RBI single to put Frisco ahead 5-3. In the bottom of the inning, Ethan Salas hit an RBI single and Romeo Sanabria blasted a
two-run walk-off home run against Eric Loomis (0-2) to win the game 6-5 for the Missions. Catcher Chris Sargent Jr. (1-0) earned the
win, recording the final out on the mound in the top of the 12th.

RIDERS ON THE VERGE:

With just 7 games remaining in the first half of play, Frisco’s magic number to clinch is 4. The Riders have made the playoffs 10 times,
most recently in 2024, with two championships in 2004 and 2022. The Riders have won the first half 8 times, most recently in 2024.

LORD, | WAS BORN A TRAVELERS MAN:
The Riders took the series from Arkansas in June 3-2 and will play a make-up game on Wednesday as part of a doubleheader, begin-

ning at 5:05 p.m. In the series in North Little Rock, the Riders outscored the Travs 21-19, holding Arkansas to a .191/.286/.298/.584
slashline.

THE ‘PEN IS MIGHTIER THAN THE SWORD:
Frisco’s bullpen has been great lately and is now 3rd in Double-A with a 3.90 ERA and 1st in the Texas League. Over the last 16 games,
the Riders have the best bullpen ERA in the Texas League (3.16). Last week in San Antonio, Frisco threw 24.2 innings from the arm

barn, allowing just eight runs (2.92ERA). The starters also dominated, going 3-0 with a 2.03 ERA, the third-best ERA in the Texas
League.

RAFE AT HOME:

Riders infielder Rafe Perich has had an incredibly clutch introduction to his new team, homering 4 times in his first 14 games with
the RoughRiders. Two Sundays ago in Arkansas, he crushed a solo shot and added an RBI single in a 2-1 win before he blasted a walk-
off home run on last Wednesday at home. In the doubleheader last Sunday, he hit go-ahead home runs in the fifth and sixth innings
of the games, respectively. His 15 total home runs this year lead the Rangers organization. Between High-A Hub City and Frisco, he
won May Texas Rangers Player of the Month, hitting .327/.427/.714/1.141 with 11 home runs and 32 RBIs.

ONE-RUN MADNESS LATE:

The RoughRiders are just 8-12 in one-run games this year. Out of the 12 one-run loses, the RoughRiders scored at least one run in the
final inning to make it a one-run loss in 6 different games this season, just coming up short. Only 3 of the 12 losses featured a blown
lead from the Frisco bullpen. The Riders have been the best run-scoring offense in the 7th inning or later in Double-A (139 runs) and
the 2nd-best team in Double-A in ERA in the 7th inning or later (3.50).

GET RICH OR DIE DREILING:

RoughRiders outfielder Dylan Dreiling has been amazing recently. The No. 10 prospect is 8th in the Texas League in batting average
(.291). His 28-game on-base streak ended on Thursday. He hit .321 (34-for-106)/.431/.547/.978 with 6 doubles, 6 home runs, 23 RBIs,
22 walks and 22 strikeouts. It was the T-8th-longest streak in franchise history at 28 games (tied with Rudy Yan in 2006). In the last 11
games, Dreiling is hitting .293 (11-for-41)/.392/.439/.831.

GIMME THAT OFFENSE EARLY AND OFTEN:

Frisco’s 53 runs in the first inning this year are 5th in the minors, hitting .288 (70-for-243) in the first with 12 home runs. Dylan Dreil-
ing is tied for 2nd in the league with 15 hits in the 1st inning (.341 avg) and has hit 3 home runs in the 1st. They have scored in the
first inning in 25 games and have scored multiple runs in the first inning in 13 games this season. When scoring 7 or fewer runs, the

Riders are 14-26 (including a combined 6-10 record when scoring 6 or 7 runs) and 20-1 when scoring 8 or more. Frisco is also 13-16 in
1 or 2-run games.

YOU WANT THE HITS, WE GOT UM:
Through 61 games the RoughRiders are 2nd in the Texas League with 543 hits. They are second in the league in batting average
(.265) and 2nd in runs (382, 6.3 runs per game). The RoughRiders have not led the Texas League in batting average since 2014. Frisco

has scored 7 or more runs in 42 percent of their games (26-of-61). The Riders are 5th in the Texas League in homers (76), 1st in dou-
bles (109), 3rd in SLG (.435) and 2nd in OPS (.798).
