There
were five postponements at Toyota Field in 2025. Rocket
City was 9-18 in shortened 7-inning games last season.

BLASTING PAST BIRMINGHAM: On Friday night, in front
of 6,442 fans at Toyota Field, the Trash Pandas evened the
series at 2-2, with a 7-4 win over the Barons.

ANSWERING THE "COLL": INF Harold Coll hit his second
home run of the season on Friday night, and has reached
in all 12 games played this season ... He is one of just sev-
en Southern League players to do so this season ... Ranks
T-4th in the league with 12 RBIs.

GOBBEL GOING OFF: Ben Gobbel has homered twice, and
is 7-for-16 this week, adding a double, and seven RBIs ... He
is currently on a six-game hitting streak.

MAC ATTACK: Mac McCroskey is the only Southern
League player to have reached, and scored a run in eight-
straight games this season ... He has doubled his home run
total from a year ago, with two so far in the first two weeks
of the season.

RUN SCORERS: Gustavo Campero has played in just nine
of 13 games, hut leads the Southern League with 15 runs
scored, two more than the next closest ... Nick Rodri-
guez is T-6h in the league with 10 runs scored.

14 HOMERS IN 13 GAMES: Rocket City is living up to its
name so far with the 14 long balls in 13 games, which is
T-13th in Double-A baseball so far.

PANDAS' SCORING: The Pandas lead the league, and rank 5th
in Double-A with 90 runs scored (6.9 per game) in 13 games.
Have scored 4+ runs in 12 of 13 games. The 2023 club fea-
turing Zach Neto, Nolan Schanuel, Jeremiah Jackson, Kyren
Paris, etc had 81runs through the first 13 games.

SCORING IS UP IN THE SL: Through the first 13 games this
season, Southern League teams are averaging 5.4 runs per
game, aver a run higher that last season through 13 games
at 4.2 in 2025 ... In fact, it's the most runs per game in
the digital era of th league in 2005 ... One of the primary
reasons is in 2026, the walk rate is 13.7% per plate appear-
ance, by far the highest since 2005 ... The 110 home runs is
second through 13 games to only the 112 hit in 2021.

LUGO AND MECKLER: Outfielders Matthew Lugo, and
Wade Meckler have provided consistent hitting since
joining the club on 4/7 .. Meckler leads the league in
batting at .438 with two doubles, two homers, three RBIs,
five walks, four steals, and seven runs scored, hitting in
all eight of his games ... Lugo is 4th in the league, batting
.345 with two doubles, seven RBI, 11 walks, and six runs.

against the White Sox affiliate, and 3-9 at Toyota Field. The
clubs will meet 27 times this season, with Birmingham vis-
iting Toyota Field this week, and August 4-9.

INTERIM MANAGER: Trash Pandas bench coach Daren
Brown serves as interim manager, while Joe Kruzel is
away from the club. Brown brings more than two decades of
experience managing and coaching in professional baseball,
including an extended tenure in the Seattle Mariners organi-
zation from 2001-2019. Brown became the all-time winningest
manager of the Triple-A Tacoma with 494 victaries, leading
the club to back-to-back PCL division titles in 2009-10 and a
2010 championship—the franchises first since 1969. He also
served as interim manager of the Seattle Mariners in 2010.
Earlier, he went 203-77 (725) with Amarillo (1998-2000), win-
ning a 1999 title and Manager of the Year honors, and later
managed Triple-A Jacksonville and Campeche in Mexico.

WELCOME ABOARD: Ever Magallanes will serve as bench
coach of the Trash Pandas this week while Joe Kruzel is
away from the club, and Daren Brown serves as interim
manager. Currently staffed at the Spring Training complex
in Arizona, Magallanes has a 582-675 managerial record
from 2004-2012. Notably, he led the Birmingham Barons to
a 92-47 record in 2009, earning Southern League Manager
of the Year honars.

ON THE MOUND: Through 13 games, Rocket City has a 6.28
ERA, which is 27th out of 30 teams at the Double-A level.

ROSTER MOVES: On Thursday, INF Cole Fontenelle was re-
instated from the 7-day Injured List, and OF Elijah Dunham
was placed on the temporary inactive list. On Friday, RHP
Efrain Contreras was transferred to Rocket City from the
ACL Angels roster.

TODAY'S GAME: Costeiu makes his third start of 2026 in game two of Sunday's doubleheader against Birmingham ... it's his 52nd career start, 75th
appearance, eighth for Rocket City

LAST TIME OUT: In Tuesday's series opener, Birmingham struck for four runs in the top of the first chasing, Costeiu from the game. .After Costeiu induced a
double play for the first two outs, Jerel Perez capped the inning with a two-run home run to make it 4-0. Costeiu exited after 35 pitches, allowing four runs on
four hits with two walks and no strikeouts in his second start of the season.

VS. BARONS: Second appearance overall ... Made one relief appearance against the Barons in 2025, on 4/24 at Toyota Field, allowing one run on two hits
over 3.0 innings, walking two and striking out one.

2025: Began the 2025 season with Rocket City, going 0-1 with a 6.43 ERA (10 ER/14.0 IP) over six games, including one start, recording 15 strikeouts and
11 walks before being transferred to High-A Tri-City on May 7 ... Finished the season with Tri-City, making 21 appearances (19 starts) and going 7-7 with a
5.07 ERA (59 ER/104.2 IP), striking out 113 and walking 44 ... Combined between Rocket City and Tri-City to post a 7-8 record with a 5.23 ERA in 26 games
