Tonight's Game: It's game four of a six-game series between the Nashville Sounds and St. Paul Saints. The
Sounds rallied back from an early four-run deficit to take game three 10-8 in 10 innings. Right-hander
Pedro Fernandez starts for the Sounds, facing St. Paul's Simeon Woods Richardson.

Pedro Fernandez: 28-year-old Pedro Fernandez makes his eighth appearance (fourth start) of 2023.

The Puerto Plata, Dominican Republic native last pitched on April 29 vs. Omaha, spinning 3.2 scoreless
innings of relief. This is his first start since April 16 vs. Norfolk (L, 3.0 IP, 1 ER). Fernandez went 8-4 with
a4.42 ERA in 17 starts for Quintana Roo of the Mexican League last season and was signed to a minor
league deal with Milwaukee on January 23, 2023. Prior to this season, the last time Fernandez was in
affiliated baseball was in 2018 with Double-A Northwest Arkansas and Triple-A Omaha in the Royals
organization. He was initially signed as an international free agent by Kansas City on September 2, 2011.

Simeon Woods Richardson: 22-year-old Simeon Woods Richardson makes his fourth start for St. Paul
of the season this evening. He's 0-3 with a 5.79 ERA (14.0 IP/9 ER) for the Saints and has a 9.64 ERA (4.2
IP/5 ER) in one relief outing with the Twins. Woods Richardson spun his first quality start of the season
on April 28 vs. Rochester (7.0 IP, 2 ER) but was hit with the loss. The No. 8 prospect in the Twins system
according to MLB Pipeline, he was originally drafted by New York-NL in the second round of the 2018
First-Year Player Draft out of Kempner HS (TX). He was dealt to Toronto in the Marcus Stroman trade
(2019), then sent to Minnesota in the Jose Berrios trade (2021).

(1.31). While Sounds starters have the seventh-best ERA in Triple-A and the fifth-best in the IL, the bull-
pen is pacing the level with a 3.00 ERA (147.0 IP/49 ER).

Can't Stop, Won't Stop Moving: Abraham Toro extended his on-base streak to 23 games with three base
knocks and a walk yesterday. He's tied Colton Cowser of Norfolk for the longest on-base streak in the
league. Toro is batting .306 (26-for-85) with 13 RBI and 14 walks during
the 23-game streak which began on April 4.
