July 31: SeaWolves 11, RubberDucks 5: Tyresse Turner had a 
three-hit night while Wuilfredo Antunez picked up his first Canal Park 
RBI, but Erie had three big innings to take game three of the series. 
 

Today’s starting pitcher: Rorik Maltrud makes his 13th start of the 
season on Friday. The right-hander is coming off a loss in Harrisburg 
on July 26 after allowing five runs over three innings. Maltrud has 
thrown 50 pitches in both of his last two starts, which is the most since 
coming off the IL on June 27. He has faced Erie twice this season 
allowing five runs over 6.2 innings while striking out three. 
 
Streaking: Joe Lampe is currently on a 13 game on-base streak (his 
second longest of the season). He is batting .268/.444/.537 during this 
stretch with nine runs scored, four doubles, two triples and five RBI. 
He is the second Akron batter to have multiple on-base streaks of at 
least 10 games (Ingle has two 10 game streaks and a 13 gamer). 
Tyresse Turner is currently riding a four game hitting streak, which is 
his second longest of the season. The switching hitting infielder is 
batting .429/.429/.643 during the stretch with a home run and two RBI. 
 
Jachec coming in clutch: Matt Jachec was clutch out of the bullpen 
in July. The right-hander had a 1.23 ERA in seven games since being 
activated off the IL on July 4. He allowed just one earned run in those 
seven appearances. 
 
Home hitters: Joe Lampe launched his sixth home run of the season 
on Tuesday for the RubberDucks. The blast was his fourth of the year 
at Canal Park. It is not just home runs, Lampe has a higher average 
and RBI at home (.252 and 23) than when hitting on the road (.203 
and 20). Cooper Ingle also has better average and power numbers at 
Canal Park this season. The RubberDucks catcher has a .297 
average with five home runs and 24 RBI at Canal Park while batting 
.248 with four home runs and 19 RBI on the road this season. As a 
team, the RubberDucks have more home triples (18 at home and 10 
on the road) and have a batting average higher at home (.225) than 
on the road (.222). 
 
Coming in clutch: Jorge Burgos and Joe Lampe have been two of 
the best with runners in scoring position this season. Burgos is batting 
.350 with seven doubles, eight home runs and 63 RBI with RISP while 
Lampe is batting .300 with seven doubles, two homers and 37 RBI 
with RISP. With men in scoring position and two outs, Burgos is 
batting .317 while Lampe’s average jumps to .319. With a hot road trip 
that saw him pick up seven RBI, Angel Genao is now batting .333 
with runners in scoring position with Akron this season. 

RubberDucks host the SeaWolves: Akron and Erie will face off for 
the third and final meeting this season. Erie leads the season series 
between the two clubs 8-7. Akron leads the all-time series between 
the two franchises 272-270. Top prospects in this series include:

Even Steven: Steven Pérez was one of the RubberDucks best arms 
in July. The left-hander pitched in seven games during the month 
allowing one run over 14.1 innings while striking out 11. 
 
Genao’s big trip: Angel Genao picked up nine hits and seven RBI 
on the road trip to Altoona and Harrisburg. In the Senators series, 
Genao hit .348 with three doubles, a triple, a stolen base and five RBI. 
 
Bazzana is back: The 2024 No.1 overall pick Travis Bazzana has 
returned to Akron. The infielder has been on the injured list since May 
21 with a right oblique strain that he suffered during the second game 
of Akron’s doubleheader in Chesapeake on May 14. Prior to the 
injury, Bazzana was starting to heat up for the Akron batting 
.279/.392/.512 with four doubles, two homers, three RBI and five 
steals in 12 games in May. He picked up two hits in his return on July 
18. Overall since coming off the injured list, Bazzana has gone 10-for-
35 with six runs scored, three doubles and two RBI in nine games.  
 

Good eye: The RubberDucks have walked 428 times this season, 
which is most in the Eastern League and third most in Double-A. 
Cooper Ingle (60) leads the RubberDucks and the Eastern League. 
The RubberDucks have worked eight or more walks in a game 10 
times this year including 10 walks against the Baysox on May 17 and 
Richmond on July 11. 14 Akron batters have worked double digit 
walks so far this season, and six (Ingle, Dayan Frias, Jorge Burgos, 
Jake Fox, Joe Lampe and Alex Mooney) have drawn 30+ walks. 
 
Can’t start a fire without a spark: The RubberDucks are outscoring 
opponents 64-29 in the first inning and 118-75 over the first two 
innings this season. Akron is 48-12 when scoring first (second most 
wins in the Eastern League when scoring first). The RubberDucks 
batters have 157 hits the first time through the order this year. Cooper 
Ingle is batting .296 with five home runs in innings where he leads off 
this season.
