RAIN-SHORTENED SATURDAY

The Isotopes earned a 5-3 win in six innings as
the game was called final early due to rain. In the
second inning, Isotopes C Daniel Cope doubled
to score 1B Michael Toglia, 3B Owen Miller and LF
Sterlin Thompson and it was 3-O Albuquerque.
In the third inning, Miller doubled off the wall in
right field and DH Blaine Crim scored to give the
Isotopes a 4-0 advantage. Round Rock responded
with three runs in the sixth inning. A double for
SS Alan Trejo scored 2B Justin Foscue. SS Richie
Martin came up with the bases loaded and his
infield single scored RF Trevor Hauver from third
base as a throwing error on the play allowed Trejo
to score and it was 4-3. In the bottom of the sixth,
a solo homer from RF Sterlin Thompson gave the
Isotopes a 5-3 lead. With two outs in the top of the
seventh, the game went into a rain delay before it
was ruled final because of rain. RHP Gabriel Hughes
took home the win in his 5.2 innings of work with
three runs, two earned runs on four hits, three
walks and three strikeouts. RHP Jose Corniell was
tagged with the loss in 3.0 innings with four earned
runs on six hits, one walk and four strikeouts.

RHP Tyler Mahle is scheduled for his second
rehab start. He went 1.0 inning with five earned
runs on five hits with one walk and one strikeout
on Tuesday against Albuguerque. He last pitched
June 10 at Minnesota before heading to the Injured
List with right-shoulder fatigue. On June 12, he was
eighth in baseball in ERA (2.34) among qualified
pitchers. He owned the second-lowest ERA by
a Washington/Texas pitcher through his first 13
starts of a season in franchise history (2.02).

IT HAS BEEN A WHILE

Albuquerque is looking for their first series victory
over the E-Train in a six-game set since July 8-13,
2021. Round Rock is 12-0-1in the previous 13 series
that have been at least five-game series or more.
Since the start of 2021, Round Rock is 60-32 against
the Isotopes with a 32-16 record at Isotopes Park.

The Express are 67-68 with 15 games remaining. If
the E-Train finish with a losing record, it would be
the first time it has happened in back-to-back years
since 2017-2018. Since the beginning of the half-
season playoff format, Round Rock has not had a
losing record in both halves.

SS Alan Trejo finished 1-for-3 with a double, an RBI,
a run scored and a strikeout. He has a hit in four
of five games this week. In the second half, he is
slashing .288/.357/.545/.902 with 16 doubles, 11
home runs, 38 RBI, 39 runs scored, 20 walks and
45 strikeouts.
