SHOREBIRDS HOLD OFF HILLCATS' LATE RALLY: The Delmarva Shorebirds evened the series with the Lynchburg 
with a 4-3 win on Friday night. Mac Horvath got the scoring started in the third with a solo home run, but the 
Hillcats would counter in the bottom half of the inning with an RBI double by Wuilfredo Antunez. Delmarva 
would reclaim the lead in the fourth on an RBI single by Cole Urman, his first in a Shorebirds uniform. The 
Shorebirds would add on two more runs in the seventh with a sacrifice fly by Enrique Bradfield Jr. and RBI 
double by Mac Horvath to take their largest lead of the game at 4-1. The Delmarva bullpen would shutdown 
the Hillcats by retiring 16 in a row from the third inning into the ninth, but Lynchburg would make noise in the 
ninth by scoring twice. Braxton Bragg would then dig deep and strikeout the Robert Lopez to end the game 
with the tying run at third, preserving a 4-3 victory for the Shorebirds.

TODAY’S OPPONENT: Alfred Vega draws the start on Saturday as he looks to give the Shorebirds the series 
edge and he'll battle Lynchburg right-hander, Abel Brito. This will be Brito's eighth start with the Hillcats this 
season and has been roughed a bit during his Single-A tenure as he owns an ERA of 9.41, allowing 23 earned 
runs in 22 innings. This will be the second time he pitches against the Shorebirds in 2023 and the previous time 
he took the mound versus Delmarva was on August 3 when he pitched 4 innings, allowing 3 hits and 4 runs (3 
earned) with 5 strikeouts and 2 walks. Lynchburg won the game 12-7.

SPEED, I AM SPEED: Enrique Bradfield Jr. has made his presence felt since he's joined the Shorebirds as the 
1st round pick from Vanderbilt has 14 steals in his starts as a Shorebird. He swiped 4 bases against the Carolina 
Mudcats on August 13 the most by a Delmarva player in a single game this season. More impressively, Brad-
field has reached base at a .538 clip so far thanks to 15 walks he's drawn in his brief Single-A tenure. Bradfield 
has reached base 11 of 12 games as a Shorebird.

LETS STREAK: Some of the latest additions to the Shorebirds have put together some impressive on-base 
streak, led by Jalen Vasquez who has reached base in all 12 games he's played in with Mac Horvath reaching 
safely in all 7 games he's appeared in. Adam Crampton holds the longest active hitting streak at 5 games.

ON THE RUN: The Shorebirds currently ranked 11th in the league in stolen bases, but have been running much 
more lately as they have 56 steals in the month of August, which is the most in the league. The most stolen 
bases they've had previously in one month is 30, which was achieved in July.

A LITTLE EXTRA: The offense for Delmarva leads the league in extra-base hits this season with a total of 287. 
They are top five in the league doubles (175), triples (31), and home runs (81). The Shorebirds produced 17 
extra-base hits in the previous series against the Salem Red Sox.

MORE REINFORCEMENTS: Jake Cunningham (5th Round) and Cole Urman (16th Round) are the latest draft 
selections from the 2023 Orioles Draft class to join the Delmarva roster with 8 of the 19 signed draft selection 
now on the team.

FINAL ROAD TRIP OF THE SEASON: The Shorebirds embark on a 12 game road trip before returning home for 
the final series of the regular season. The first half of their two city trips is to Lynchburg against the Hillcats 
where the Shorebirds won four out of six from June 28 - July 3. Delmarva was won the first two series against 
Lynchburg and split their most previous one in Salisbury and currently hold an 13-9 record against the Guard-
ians affiliate this season.

TODAY’S STARTER: Alfred Vega makes his ninth start of the season on 
Saturday night in Game 5 against the Lynchburg Hillcats. Tonight will 
be his 21st appearances of the season.

LAST OUTING (8/19 vs SAL): Vega last pitched on Saturday against the 
Salem Red Sox and earned the win as a reliever by going three innings, 
allowing one run on three hits. Delmarva would win the game 10-2.

vs. LYNCHBURG: This will be the fourth time this season Vega will 
pitch versus the Hillcats and it's been a team he's had great success 
against. In his three prior appearances, Vega has thrown 12.1 innings 
and has an ERA of 0.73 as he's allowed just 1 run. The Shorebirds have 
won all three games Vega has pitched against the Hillcats as he is 2-0 
with 1 save, which came on August 6. 

2022 SEASON HIGHLIGHTS: Pitched just 7 times last season and twice 
as a starter for the Yankees FCL team in Tampa, missed a portion of 
the season dealing with an injury. Gave up just 2 earned runs in 15.2 
innings and struck out 22 compared to 4 walks. Was left unprotected 
as a Rule-5 eligible player where he was then selected by the Orioles 
last December.

STARTER SUCCESS: Saturday will be the ninth time this season Vega 
will work as a starter and he has thrived in this role compared to as 
a reliever. In 27.2 innings in a starting role, Vega has an ERA of 2.60, 
allowing 8 earned runs while his ERA is 9.38 with in 31.2 innings as a 
reliever. Opponents are hitting .277 against him when he starts com-
pared to .363 as a reliever.

Felipe returns to the Shorebirds for his second season as manager and his 16th in the Orioles or-
ganization. Previously, he served as the Director of the Orioles' Dominican Republic Academy.  He 
was a 40th round pick by the Kansas City Royals in the 1998 amateur draft, he played in the minor 
leagues for the Royals from 1998 to 2001, and in the short-lived Canadian Baseball League in 2003. 
His father, Felipe, played in the Majors for 15+ years before managing the Expos ('92-'01) and Giants 
('03-'06). Alou's brother, Luis Rojas, was the manager of the Mets and is currently on the Yankees 
coaching staff. This will be Felipe's 16th season in the Orioles organization.

Bleday enters his first season as the Shorebirds Pitching Coach in 2023 after spending last season as 
a O’s Pitching Coach in the Florida Complex League. Bleday played his college days as a Left-handed 
Pitcher for the University of Pennsylvania before being drafted in the 27th round of the 2017 MLB 
Draft by the Houston Astros. From there, Bleday spent two season in the Astros minor league ranks 
before making the jump to coaching in 2019. He is the brother of current Oakland A's Outfielder J.J. 
Bleday.

Josh Bunselmeyer takes over as the Shorebirds Hitting Coach in 2023 after spending the last three 
seasons as a hitting coach for the Orioles between the Florida Complex League and the Dominican 
Summer League. Before coaching, Bunselmeyer played independent ball for the three season in the 
Frontier League as a utility player after playing college baseball for Saint Louis University.

Daniel Fajardo Is back in Delmarva for his second season as the Shorebirds Fundamentals Coach. 
After playing eight seasons in the Orioles minor league system and parts of two with the Shorebirds, 
Fajardo made his professional coaching debut with the ‘Birds in 2022 bringing a wealth of knowl-
edge from his time as a catcher. A 2019 Shorebirds Mid-Season All-Star, Fajardo was a Shorebirds 
fan-favorite hitting for a career .251 average with 124 RBI and 106 Runs Scored.

Collin Murray is the Shorebirds Development Coach and this is his second season as a coach in Del-
marva and in the Orioles’ organization. Prior to joining the Orioles, Murray worked with three other 
MLB clubs (Tigers, Marlins, and Angels), most recently as a Baseball Information Assistant with the 
Detroit Tigers in 2021.

Bradfield played in 191 career games 
at Vanderbilt across three seasons where he was an outstanding defender and strong base-stealer because of his speed. The outfielder stole 130 
stolen bases in his career, which is the most in the history of the program. He was the Freshman of the Year in the SEC in 2021 and a Consensus All-
