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GAME INFORMATION

WINNING: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies are 58-29 overall this season and are 29 games above .500.
Binghamton has the best winning percentage (.667) in Double-A and holds the third-best winning per-
centage in Minor League Baseball, behind High-A Greensboro (.701) and High-A West Michigan (.670).
Binghamton is on-pace for 90 wins this season, which would surpass the franchise record for wins in a
single season (86 - 2013). Binghamton won the Northeast Division First-Half title, and went 45-22 (.672).
JACK ATTACK: RHP Jack Wenninger, the Mets' No. 27 prospect (MLB Pipeline), is slated to make his

18th start of the season today. Through 17 Double-A starts, Wenninger is 8-6 with a 3.01 ERA and 107
strikeouts in 86.2 innings. Wenninger ranks T-7th in Minor League Baseball and 2nd in Double-A with 107
strikeouts. The 23-year-old also ranks among Double-A with 8 wins (T-2nd most), 1.07 WHIP (10th), 86.2
IP (T-10th). RHP Jonah Tong (132 strikeouts) and Wenninger are the top 2 strikeout leaders in Double-A,
respectively. He ranks third in the Eastern League with a 3.01 ERA. Wenninger last started at Delta Dental
Stadium on Opening Night (April 4) and he earned the win in his Double-A debut with seven strikeouts
over five scoreless innings, while only issuing two hits and two walks.

LAST GAME: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies fell to the New Hampshire Fisher Cats, 11-6, on Saturday at
Delta Dental Stadium. The three-game series is tied 1-1. CF Carson Benge (2-for-4, RBI, R, BB, 2 K) and LF
D'Andre Smith (2-for-4) had multi-hit games. C Chris Suero recorded his first Double-A hit with a two-
run single. Binghamton led 4-0, before New Hampshire scored six-straight runs. The Fisher Cats scored
five runs in the second inning and in the fifth inning.

THE JETT: SS/CF Jett Williams, the Mets' No. 1 prospect & MLB Pipeline's No. 42 overall prospect, is riding
a five-game hit streak: 10-for-22 (455 AVG), 1.338 OPS, 2 HR, 3 RBI, 8 R, 2 2B, 4 XBH, 3 BB, 4 SB. Williams
has scored five runs over the first two games of this series. The 21-year-old ranks is tied for the Double-A-
lead with 25 doubles and also ranks among the level: 57 R (2nd), 38 XBH (T-2nd), .894 OPS (4th), 143 TB
(T-4th), .495 SLG (5th), .399 OBP (8th), 28 SB (10th). Williams ranks second in the Eastern League with an
.894 OPS and .399 OBP and ranks fourth in the Eastern League with a.291 AVG. Williams was drafted by
the Mets in the first round (14th overall) in the 2022 MLB Draft out of Rockwall-Heath High School (TX).
SWERVE BENGE THAT CORNER: OF Carson Benge, the Mets No. 3 prospect & MLB Pipeline's No. 71 prospect,
has recorded four multi-hit games over his last five games with Binghamton and is hitting .500 (9-for-18)
with a 1.403 OPS, 1 HR, 6 RBI, 6 R, 2 2B, 6 BB in that span. In 15 Double-A games, Benge has produced a
.333 AVG, .469 OBP, .979 OPS, 2 HR, 8 RBI, 11 R, 3 2B, 13 BB, and 2 SB. The 22-year-old has recorded at least
one hit in eight of his 10 games in July and is hitting .371 (13-for-35) with a 1.008 OPS, 2 HR, 7 RBI, & 9 R.
Benge was drafted by the Mets in the first round (19th overall) in the 2024 MLB Draft out of Oklahoma St.
SMITH ARMY KNIFE: OF D'Andre Smith is riding a five-game hit streak: 9-for-20, .450 AVG, 1.126 OPS, 1 HR,
3 RBI, 2 R. Smith has recorded at least one hit in nine of his last 10 games and is hitting .400 (16-for-40)
with a 1.079 OPS, 3 HR, 7 RBI, and 7 R with five multi-hit games in that span. Smith was drafted by the
Mets in the fifth round of the 2022 MLB Draft out of USC.

KEVIN!!!: C Kevin Parada doubled last night to extend his hit streak to three games (6-for-12, .500 AVG,
1.417 OPS, 5 2B, 2 RBI, 2 R) and he has recorded five doubles over his last three games. Over his last 20
games, Parada is hitting .356 (26-for-73) with a .975 OPS, 2 HR, 12 RBI, 11 R, 12 2B, 14 XBH.
