TODAY'S GAME / OPPOSING STARTER: The Curve continue a six-game set with the Portland Sea Dogs, the
Boston Red Sox affiliate, tonight at 6:00 p.m.

John Holobetz, who Boston acquired from Milwaukee last April in the Quinn Priester deal, takes the ball tonight.
Holobetz was Milwaukee's 5th round selection in 2024 out of Old Dominion; he hails from Pottsville, PA and
attended Pottsville HS. Holobetz has a good fastball which works up to 96 mph and mizes in a slider, curveball
and change-up. In his professional debut in 2025, he reached Double-A Portland for 6 outings and averaged
more than & innings per appearance, recording a 2.39 ERA with just 5 walks (0.85 WHIP) in 37.2 IP.

A SLOW START: The Curve set the franchise record for longest losing streak to begin a season with an 0-12
start, surpassing the 2009 Curve team that went 0-8 to start the year, a streak that finall ended on April 17 with
@ 5-3 win over Portland. Altoona was the only team in professional baseball without a win when they finally
broke through.

MOSS IS BOSS: First baseman Callan Moss has a hit in 9-of-13 games to begin his Double-A career, reaching
base safely in 11 games overall. In Altoona’s first win on Friday he recorded two run-scoring hits, including the
game-tying knock in the fifth inning.

BRANNYBACK: In his 3 games since returning to the lineup, INF Jack Brannigan has reached base safely in
5-of-14 plate appearances and driven in three runs.

BAD TIMING: The Curve have struggled to get hits with men on the basepaths to begin the year, batting .203
with runners on base - 27th among Double-A clubs. The Curve have grounded into 13 double plays already in 13
games, most by a Double-A club.

Altoona's 41 runs are the 2nd-fewest by a Double-A team, the 4th-fewest by any minor league team (Fort Wayne,

35 R in 12 games).

JESUS RISES: Infielder Jesus Castillo knocked his first Double-A homer on Tuesday, April 14 against Portland.
Castillo, who had a hit in 5 straight at-bats to begin his Curve career, has reached base safely in 5-of-6 starts
this season and is 7-for-25 with 4 walks, good for a .379 on-base percentage.

CURVE DOGS: Altoona and Portland have played each other for 4 series over the last two seasons and after
each of them, the Sea Dogs have had a player named Eastern League Player/Pitcher of the Week or Player of
the Month. Last season, it was Blaze Jordan who was named May Player of the Month and David Sandlin was
named Pitcher of the Week (June 1) after playing the Curve. Max Ferguson (August 3) took home the award in
)August after the teams matched up.

DUUUU: Duce Gourson had an 8 game on-base streak to begin the season, he was 1 of 22 hitters at the Double-
A level with a eight-game on-base streak out of the starting gate.

THE 2026 CURVE: Back on the field after their first playoff appearance since 2018, the Curve return several
members of their starting lineup from last season headlined by OF Mitch Jebb, INF Duce Gourson, INF Javier
Rivas, and C Omar Alfonzo.

Omar Alfonzo (No. 13 MLB Pipeline, No. 17 Baseball America), Khristian Curtis (No. 15/24) and Duce Gourson
(No. 21/29) each rank among the Pirates top-30 prospect lists to begin the season.
