July 7: Baysox 2, RubberDucks 1 (10): Maick Collado homered
and Braylon Doughty struck out six over six scoreless innings, but
the Baysox scored in eighth to tie the game and took the lead in
extras to win. Akron has lost back-to-back games in extra innings and
have lost seven times by a two runs or less during the losing streak.

Today’s starter: Josh Hartle makes his 16th start of the season on
Wednesday. The left-hander is coming off a no-decision last week
against the SeaWolves after allowing six runs over 2.1 innings while
striking out two. Hartle is making his fourth of the season against the
Baysox. He is 1-1 with a 3.60 ERA and 12 strikeouts over 15 innings
pitched in the previous three. Hartle is pitching for just the third time
this season on a Wednesday. He is 1-0 with a 3.60 ERA and 10
strikeouts over 10 innings pitched in the previous two.

Mr. Thompson says hello: Bennett Thompson made a quick
impression in Akron by launching a grand slam for his first Double-A
hit on July 1. This kick started a great week for the new Akron catcher
and first baseman as he hit .294 with four runs scored, two home runs
and seven RBI against Erie. Thompson is batting .302 on the season
between Akron and Lake County, which leads the Guardians
organization. His .471 OBP between the two levels is second best in
full season MiILB (Mike Sirota of the Dodgers organization leads with a
.481 OBP).

The skid: The Akron RubberDucks were swept by Erie during the six-
game series from June 30-July 5. That marked the first time Akron
has been swept since the six-game series era began in 2021. The
RubberDucks have lost nine in a row, which is the second longest
losing streak in the Eastern League this season and longest by an
Akron team since the RubberDucks lost a franchise record tying 12 in
a row from June 5-June 16, 2016. Akron’s seven consecutive home
losses tie a franchise record set in 1997 and 2010. Akron has lost four
one-run games during the streak including two in extra innings.

Crushing Collado: Maick Collado hit his first Double-A home run on
Tuesday night. The switch hitter has now hit a home run at all three
levels he’s played at this season (High-A, Double-A, Triple-A). Collado
is batting .286 in 11 games with Akron. He’s driven in eight runs over
those 11 games.

Walk this way: After leading the Eastern League and ranking fourth
in all of Double-A in walks in 2025, the RubberDucks batters are once
again showing impressive patience in 2026. Akron’s 374 walks rank
second in Eastern League and seventh in Double-A this season. Nine
different Akron batters have walked 20+ times this season. Nick
Mitchell leads the RubberDucks with 42 walks.

Summer of Fonsi: Alfonsin Rosario was named Eastern League
Player of the Week for Week 14 (June 29-July 5) after hitting .480 with
eight runs scored, two doubles, two triples, three home runs and
seven RBI during the series against Erie. This marked Rosario’s
second EL Player of the Week award this season after taking home
the honor for Week 10 (June 1-7) at Chesapeake. Since June 1,
Rosario has been on a different level at the plate batting .339/1.136
with nine doubles, three triples, 10 homers and 34 RBI in 29 games.
He’s scored 25 runs and added in four stolen bases in those 29
games. Since June 1, he leads the Eastern League in RBI, slugging
percentage (.730), OPS, triples, extra base hits (22) and total bases
(84) while ranking second in hits (39), third in homers and fourth in
batting average. Rosario’s hot stretch has increased his season
average from .210 to .275 and increased his home run total to a team
leading 16 (second most in Guardians organization).

Dependable Devers: Jose Devers has been one of Akron’s best
hitters over the last two months. After batting .183 in April, the
RubberDucks infielder is batting .317 with six doubles, two triples, two
home runs and 21 RBI since May 1. He’s scored 33 runs in 53 games
over the last three months and raised his season average to .282.
Devers is batting .333 with two doubles, a triple and three RBI in 18
games against the Baysox this season.

Healthy Jachec: Matt Jachec is looking sharp on the mound. In 10
appearances off the IL, Jachec is 1-0 with a 1.98 ERA, a save and 21
strikeouts over 13.2 innings pitched. He has allowed just two runs
(one earned) since the start of June. The right-hander has not allowed
a run over his last five games (one hit allowed over 7.1 innings).

More than a state: Alaska Abney has been big out of the
RubberDucks bullpen since coming off the IL on May 31. In 10
appearances, Abney is 1-0 with a 2.63 ERA and 10 strikeouts over
13.2 Innings pitched. He’s worked multiple innings in each of last four
outings including tossing 2.1 perfect innings with two strikeouts on
July 4. The right-hander has allowed just one unearned run over his
last four appearances spanning 7.2 innings pitched.

In addition to being symbolic of the fun, family-friendly brand of entertainment offered by minor
league baseball, the name also honors Akron’s long history as the “Rubber Capital of the World.” Brandiose Marketing of San Diego, California designed the team
logo, colors, and various marks and insignias. Please note that for print coverage, RubberDucks is spelled as one word with a capital “D.” In broadcast coverage,
referring to the team as ‘the ‘Ducks” is an acceptable variation of the team’s nickname.
