Syracuse Salt Potatoes News and Notes

Duel of the Dishes: The three-game Battle for the Golden Fork series
begins today between the Syracuse Salt Potatoes and the Rochester Plates.
The winner of the series wins the eight-foot Golden Fork trophy. Last
season, Syracuse won the Golden Fork based on run differential with each
team winning one game and then tying the third game of the series.
Syracuse won the Duel of the Dishes game in 2019, 11-3. In 2018,
Rochester won 2-1 in ten innings in game one and the Plates won game
two, 3-1.

Pitch Perfect: Since May 10th, the Syracuse Mets pitching staff is second in
the International League with a 3.06 ERA in 13 games: 5-8, 3.06 ERA, 109
IP, 94 H, 51 R, 37 ER, 39 BB, 93 K.

From the beginning of the season to May 8th, the Mets had a league-worst
5.91 ERA and a 10-19 record.

Despite the stellar pitching since May 10th, Mets hitters have been cold with
a league-worst .189 batting average in 13 games and has the second-fewest
runs scored with 44 and second-fewest walks with 25.

Power Surge: Since May 2nd, Mark Vientos is hitting .306 (15 for-49), with
nine RBIs, five home runs, three doubles, five walks, 17 strikeouts, and a
.370 on-base percentage in 13 games.

From the beginning of the season to May 1st, Vientos was hitting .164 (9-for-
55) with seven RBIs, a home run, four doubles, a triple, nine walks, 22
strikeouts, and a .288 on-base percentage in 18 games.

Additionally, Vientos walked just four times in 15 games from the beginning
of the season to April 24th, but in his last 18 games, Vientos has walked ten
times.

Streaking: Travis Blankenhorn is on a six-game on-base streak. During
this streak, Blankenhorn is hitting .273 (6-for 22) with two doubles, a walk,
and six strikeouts.

Johneshwy Fargas has also reached base in six consecutive games, hitting
.273 (6-for-22) with two RBIs, a home run, and two doubles.

Prospects Promotion: Outfielder Jake Mangum is 4-for-7 with a double,
walk, and two stolen bases in two games with Syracuse since he was
promoted from Double-A Binghamton on Monday. The 26-year-old hit .283
with nine extra-base hits is 31 games in Double-A but was particularly hot in
May, hitting .367 with three doubles, two triples, and a .433 on-base
percentage in 16 games played this month. Mangum entered the 2022
season ranked as the 22nd-best prospect in the New York Mets organization
by MLB Pipeline. Baseball America lauded Mangum as the best defensive
outfielder in New York’s minor league system.

Mangum was born in Flowood, Mississippi and played four seasons at
Mississippi State University before he was selected by the New York Mets in
the fourth round of the 2019 amateur entry draft. Jake’s father, John
Mangum, was a defensive back for the University of Alabama and the
Chicago Bears. Jake’s uncle Kris Mangum won the 1992 College Football
National Championship with Alabama, finished his career at Ole Miss, and
was a tight end for ten years for the Carolina Panthers, playing in Super
Bowl XXXVIII. Jake’s grandfather John “Big John” Mangum Sr. played
college football at Ole Miss and Southern Mississippi before playing for the
Boston Patriots of the American Football League.
