YESTERDAY’S RECAP: The New Hampshire Fisher Cats lost to the Binghamton Rumble Ponies on Thursday night, falling 
8-2 at Delta Dental Stadium to trail the series two games to one. Starting pitcher Sem Robberse threw five innings, allowing 
four hits, three runs and two walks while striking out five, receiving the loss. Sebastian Espino collected another two hits, 
including an RBI single in the ninth, in the losing effort. He has now collected a hit in eight of 11 games played in the month 
of May. Karl Ellison collected his first New Hampshire hit of the season in his first Fisher Cats home start of the year. 
Steward Berroa’s eight game hit streak came to an end but he extended his on-base streak to nine consecutive games 
with a walk in the eighth. Right-hander Connor Cooke struck out two in one inning of relief in the ninth in his Double-A 
debut after coming in from High-A Vancouver on Tuesday. 
 
BUILT BULLPEN TOUGH: Opposing hitters are hitting .204 against Fisher Cat relievers, third lowest in the 
Eastern League, and Fisher Cat relievers have allowed only eight home runs all season, which is the fewest in the 
league as well. The New Hampshire bullpen has posted a 3.42 ERA in 147.1 innings, which is fourth lowest in the 
Eastern League behind Richmond (2.41), Somerset (3.20), and Harrisburg (3.25).  
 
DALLAS TO NEW HAMPSHIRE: Right-hander Chad Dallas is scheduled to make his Double-A debut with New 
Hampshire tonight as the Fisher Cats starter after coming in from High-A Vancouver on Tuesday. Dallas is a fourth-
round pick by the Blue Jays in the 2021 Draft out of Tennessee. In five starts this season with High-A Vancouver, he 
posted a 2.03 ERA over 26.2 innings pitched, striking out 37 with just 12 walks. His nickname is ‘Cheese’, given to 
him by his parents at a young age.  
 
CAN’T STOP STEWARD: OF Steward Berroa currently has the longest on-base streak on the team at nine 
consecutive games. His eight-game hit streak was snapped yesterday, which ties Miguel Hiraldo for the longest 
hit streak on team this season. The speedy outfielder has driven in seven RBIs over his last nine games after 
driving in six RBIs all of April. During his hit streak, Berroa went 10-for-29 (.345) with three doubles, a triple, a 
homer and seven RBIs. He has also walked in four straight games. 
 
SLUGGIN’ SEBASTIAN: OF Sebastian Espino has been off to a solid start to the month of May after struggling 
for most of April. After hitting only .115 (3-for-26) in April, Espino is hitting .265 (9-for-34) so far in May with two 
doubles, a homer and five RBIs. He has collected a hit in eight of 11 games played in the month of May and has 
recorded a hit in three straight contests. 
 
THIS DAY IN FISHER CATS HISTORY (May 19, 2013): In his first start of the season, Marcus Stroman pitched five 
scoreless innings at New Britain in a 7-4 win. The Blue Jays, who took Stroman with the 22nd pick in the first round 
of the 2012 draft (draft) had been suspended for 50 games for a banned stimulant, discipline that was handed down 
when Stroman was working out of the Fisher Cats bullpen at the end of 2012. Kevin Nolan had a pair of hits including 
a solo homer in the game.  
 
MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TO THE MAJORS: The Yankees earned a series win against 
Toronto (25-19) with a 4-2 win at Rogers Centre. Bo Bichette hit a first-inning homer, but Toronto didn’t score again until 
the seventh when Vladimir Guerrero Jr. had a pinch-hit single.  The Jays have a big series at home with Baltimore starting 
tonight.  The Orioles are 28-16, in second place. Nate Pearson allowed a run in two innings of relief…Triple-A Buffalo (20-
22) won a wild 10-8 game with Rochester.  The Bisons gave up eight runs in the top of the fifth inning to fall behind 8-0, but 
answered with six in the bottom of the inning – then won it with four runs in the seventh. Jamie Ritchie had a double, a 
triple, and five RBIs…High-A Vancouver (17-15) lost 7-3 at Tri-City despite homers by Devonte Brown and Gabriel 
Martinez…Class A Dunedin (20-16) won 4-3 at Tampa. Sammy Hernandez broke the tie with an RBI single in the top of the 
eighth inning. 
 
COMING UP: The Fisher Cats wrap up the six-game home series against Binghamton this weekend. Promotions 
include Wizards & Wands Night with Atlas Fireworks on Saturday, Princesses at the Park and Kids Run the Bases 
Sunday, presented by the New Hampshire Liquor Commission Division of Enforcement, and a Youth Jersey
