	 In baseball, few rituals stand out more than a par-
ent playing catch with their child, and in doing so, 
passing on the virtues of the game from one gener-
ation to the next. 
	 Jacksonville infielder Jacob Berry played a lot of 
catch with his father, and picked up knowledge and 
appreciation for the game that went well beyond its 
virtues. 
	 Berry was drafted in 2022 as the sixth overall se-
lection in the Major League Baseball First-Year Player 
Draft by the Miami Marlins and that in itself is a re-
markable feat. 
	 But every Father’s Day, Berry is mindful, reflective, 
and grateful for his father’s support – and that of 
his remarkably tight and athletic family – for how it 

helped him find his place in the game. 
	 Jacob’s father, Perry, was a fourth-round pick by the 
Astros in 1990. When his four-year playing career lev-
eled off, he turned to his family, where he became a 
coach, a mentor, and the earliest architect of a dream 
that would carry his son to play ball at LSU, a first 
rounder, and a top prospect in MLB. 
	 Jacob’s father has “been an influential person in 
my whole life,” Berry said. “Helping me become the 
person I am today and really driving me to work hard. 
He’s always supported my dreams.”
	 Jacob and Perry both played collegiately in Louisi-
ana; Jacob played for the Tigers in Baton Rouge and 
Perry for the University of Louisiana-Lafayette Ragin’ 
Cajuns.
	 “There was a little bit of rivalry there,” Jacob 
smirked. 
	 In Jacob’s time at LSU, they played the Ragin’ Cajuns 
annually. Jacob always wondered if his father was 
“pulling for LSU a whole lot those nights.”
	 The Berry residence in Arizona was an athletic 
household, one that spawned Jacob’s professional 
baseball aspirations, but also that of his two younger 
sisters, both of whom play Division I softball: Jade at 
Stanford and Janae at Arizona. What’s more, Jacob’s 
younger brother, Jet, is committed to play ball at Or-
egon and will carry on the family business.

	 Even Jacob’s mother, Lana, played college hoops 

at the Division II level, so the Berry family has plenty 
of shared experiences and built-in family rivalries to 
explore. Those family dinners are ripe with bragging 
rights. 
	 “Our household is very competitive,” Berry re-
marks. “I’ve been very, very lucky to come up in it.”
	 So who has more power? Who would win a Berry 
family home run derby? In their primes?
	 “I think I would beat him (Perry), but I don’t know,” 
said Jacob, with appropriate reverence for his father’s 
career and accomplishments. 
	 But more than the power and the shared hitting 
philosophies, Jacob appreciates that his father of-
fered a “shoulder to lean on. He’s been there at every 
turn” of his journey. 
	 Baseball is a funny game, where failure is much 
more prevalent than success. Berry appreciates that 
his father “comes from a spot where he understands 
it.” 
	 Berry added, “It’s a game of failure, and he obvi-
ously realizes that.”
	 Perry coached Jacob’s little league teams all the 
way through travel ball, and it was at that time that 
Jacob’s father built a foundation.

	 “(The) ins and outs of hitting. Even nowadays he 
gives me a lot of hitting advice,” said Jacob. “He 
taught me everything I know. There’s a lot of lessons 
I learned from the guy, but nothing more than the 
value of hard work and dedication.”
	 As the 24-year old switch hitter continues his 
climb, with an eye on Miami and the major leagues, 
he also maturely recognizes that nothing is accom-
plished in baseball without accountability, hard 
work and determination.
	 Being accountable – showing up and grinding 
to get better each day – is the mindset of success, 

which Jacob also applies to all aspects of his life, on 
and off the field. 
	 Jacob appreciates his father’s tough love and be-
lieves it made him a better ballplayer and person. 
	 “He was hard on me, and now I’m more grateful to 
God now than ever. I can’t thank the guy enough.”

	 Bragan Field at  VyStar  Ballpark, which opened in 2003, 
is one of the premier Minor League ballparks in North 
America.
	 The ballpark was the first completed project of the Bet-
ter Jacksonville Plan. Featuring an old-fashioned design, 
brick facade and a grass seating berm,VyStar Ballpark re-
minds fans of the days of yesteryear and preserves all of the 
wonderful tradition baseball has to offer. The vivid sight 
lines capture the action up-close while providing fans with 
comfortable seating and easy access to concessions and re-
strooms.
	 VyStar Ballpark features 12 luxury skyboxes, four 
skydecks, and a one-of-a-kind Tiki Terrace at the left field 
corner. It also has an HD videoboard and LED fence display 
in left field and two ribbbon displays along the baselines of 
the suite level 
	 In 2016, owner Ken Babby invested $1.8 million into the 
ballpark to add a new groups area directly behind the home 
bullpen, a Tiki Terrace near the left-field foul pole, renova-
tions to all 12 private suites and expansion of the suite-lev-
el, third-floor lounge to give all fans a climate-controlled 
space to overlook the playing field.

	  In conjunction with the City of Jacksonville and ASM 
Global, the Jumbo Shrimp announced in 2024 a $31.8 mil-
lion publicly-funded renovation plan to VyStar Ballpark as 
part of Project NEXT. The project added a new office struc-
ture and seating experience in right field, a new fan-friend-
ly main gate in center field and a new premium space area 
behind Homeplate. Project NEXT is the first major renova-
tion to the ballpark since its opening in 2003.
	 The ballpark features nearly 6,000 stadium-style chairs 
and had accommodated more than 11,000 fans. Ballpark is 
also completely wheelchair accessible, including the dug-
outs, camera wells and playing field.
	 The ballpark has hosted three Major League Baseball 
exhibitions (2006, 2010, 2015), four ACC Baseball Tourna-
ments (2006-09) and two Southern League All-Star games 
(2003, 2013). The 2013 Southern League All-Star game 
boasted a league-record 9,373 fans in attendance. 
	 Since 2007, VyStar Ballpark has hosted a game in the 
annual college baseball series between in-state rivals, Flor-
ida State and Florida. The annual installment brings capac-
ity crowds to VyStar Ballpark for their storied rivalry.

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BASEBALL BASICS: HOW TO KEEP SCORE

HOW TO KEEP SCORE

	 DIFFERENT FANS have different methods of keeping a 
scorecard, and many use their own notations. But here’s a 
simple method:
	 If the hitter grounds out to shortstop, for example, wri-
te in “6-3,” which shows the shortstop threw him out at 
first base. If the hitter flies out to left field, write a “7.”
	 If the batter gets a hit, write in the hit according to 
which base he reached. Each corner of the box represents 
a base, with the lower-right corner being first.
	 If he singles, put a “-” in the lower right. If he doubles, 
write a “=” in the upper right, and so on. For a walk, use 
“BB” in the lower right. As the runner advances, mark the 

appropriate symbol in the appropriate corner.
	 If a runner scores, put a circle at the bottom of the box, 
and inside the circle put the symbol of the play and/or the 
player that drove him in. For example, if the No. 5 hitter 
drives in two runs with a single, mark his single in the 
bottom right of his box and mark a circle with the number 
“5” in it in the boxes of the runners who score. (Some peo-
ple like to use uniform numbers here, so you can tell who 
did what, even after lineup changes.)
	 At the end of each inning, total the hits and runs for that 
inning only. At the end of the game you’ll be able to add 
the innings total to get the game score.

	 Joe Mack comes from a family of ballplayers. 
	 Growing up in Western New York, he was a 
multi-sport athlete playing basketball, volleyball 
and, of course, baseball at Williamsville East High 
school. In the beginning, Joe was simply following 
in the footsteps of his siblings. His older brother, 
Charles, played shortstop at Williamsville East 
High School and was drafted in the sixth round of 
the 2018 Major League Baseball draft. His sister, 
Christy, played collegiate softball as a shortstop 
for the University of Hartford. Their shared love for 
sports was inspired by their dad, Allan. Even now, 
Joe described Allan as a versatile athlete who took 
part in various activities like hockey, football, bas-
ketball and baseball. 
	 During Joe’s sophomore year on the high school 
baseball team, Mack batted .462 with four home 
runs and was named All-Western New York. Grow-
ing up in Buffalo made it difficult to practice year-
round due to the unfavorable weather conditions, 
but that didn’t stop the Mack family. Allan built 

them a fully functional batting cage in their garage 
and basement. This home setup was particularly 
useful when COVID hit in 2020 because Joe was 
able to use his time at home productively, getting 
reps and working on his mechanics. His devotion 
to practice and training translated seamlessly 
into his senior season. Despite his junior season 
getting canceled, he did play in the Perfect Game 
All-American Classic. In his senior year, he was the 
top-ranked baseball player in the state of New York 
by MaxPreps. MaxPreps also labeled him one of 
the best catching prospects in the 2021 MLB draft. 
Mack signed a letter of intent to play baseball at 
Clemson University but soon his plans changed.
	 Mack was selected with the 31st overall 
pick in the 2021 draft by the Miami Marlins. In 
his first three seasons in the pros, he slashed 
.217/.324/.303. After adjusting his plate approach 
in the 2024 season, Mack doubled his career total 
by homering 24 times, the fifth-highest among 
minor league catchers. In the 2024 season, he also

ings Golden Glove Award as the minors’ top defen-
sive catcher. 
	 Family is a key factor in his life; when asked who 
his biggest cheerleaders are, Joe responded, “my 
parents.” He went on to describe them as selfless 
supporters who got him where he needed to go for 
game days sacrificing their weekends to late nights 
at the ball fields. 
	 Mack looks up to his big brother, Charles. He said 
that growing up, he would copy Charles’ clothes and 
style and through the years that has not changed. 
	 “Everything he is, I want to be,” Mack said. “Not 
just in the sense of being an athlete but just the all-
around good person he is.”  
	 During the offseason, Mack often returns to his 
hometown of Buffalo to be with family and root on 
the Buffalo Bills. He is a ride-or-die Bills Mafia fan, 
referring to them as “the best fan base of all-time.” 
Another huge influence in Mack’s life is his identity 
in Christ. One way he expresses his religious beliefs is 
through his walk-up song. He approaches the plate 
to “The Name” by KB featuring Koryn Hawthorne. KB 
is a Christian artist known for his pop and rap take 
on Christian music. Beyond his walk-up song, a pre-

game prayer is also a big part of gameday routine. 
	 “I’m more than just a ball player,” Mack said. “I 
eat, sleep, and breathe just like everyone else and if 
there’s one thing they should know, it’s that my faith 
and trust is in Jesus Christ always.”
	 So, who is Joe Mack? He is a 22-year-old baseball 
player who catches and bats left for the Jacksonville 
Jumbo Shrimp. But that doesn’t nearly scrape the 
surface of who Mack is. He is a brother, son, Bills fan, 
teammate, friend, and a Christian. And according to 
his teammates, he is hard-working, kind, and a lead-
er in the dugout. The 2025 Jumbo Shrimp are reap-
ing the benefits of those intangibles he gathering 
following in the footsteps of his family in sports all 
those years ago.
