UPCOMING GAMES & PROBABLES

LAST TIME OUT: The Bradenton Marauders dropped Tuesday’s matchup and the series to the Fort Myers Mighty Mussels 6-4 at LECOM Park. Fort Myers scored 
three runs in the second before Shalin Polanco clubbed a game-tying home run in the bottom half of the frame. Axiel Plaz hit a go-ahead sacrifice fly in the 
third inning before the Mussels plated the game’s final three runs. Magdiel Cotto tossed two scoreless frames out of the ‘pen.

SEVEN HEAVEN: RHP Hung-Leng Chang is to scheduled to start on Wednesday night against Fort Myers. In his last start last Thursday in Clearwater, he 
became the first Marauders starter this season to work into the seventh inning. Derek Diamond was the last Marauders starter to throw seven innings with 
the right-hander acommplishing that feat on 7/18/23 against Fort Myers. 

WALKING AROUND: The Bradenton Marauders pitching staff tied their season-high mark by walking 12 batters on Wednesday night with all 12 coming within 
the first six innings of the contest. Bradenton also walked 12 Lakeland Flying Tigers on April 9 back at Joker Marchant Stadium. 

HOME SKID: The Marauders are aiming to avoid a three-game losing streak at LECOM Park on Wednesday night against the Fort Myers Mighty Mussels. 
Bradenton hasn’t lost three straight at home since this past April 18 - April 20 against the Daytona Tortugas.

LIGHT TOWER POWER: Axiel Plaz crushed two home runs, including a game-tying two-run blast in the eighth inning on Monday night to bring his season-
total to nine. Since his promotion on May 17, Plaz is tied for most home runs in Single-A with Andy Garriola (MB, CHC) and Michael Arroyo (MOD, SEA). Fellow 
Pirates Minor League catchers Nick Cimillo (GBO) has 13 and Shawn Ross (GBO) has 11 in that same time frame.  

NO BREAKS: The Bradenton Marauders are currently in the middle of their longest stretch of the 2024 season without a day off. After having an off-day on 
Monday, June 24, the Marauders will play 12-straight games against the Clearwater Threshers and the Fort Myers Mighty Mussels. The Marauders will then 
have back-to-back off days on July 7 and July 8.  

AMERICA’S BIRTHDAY: Monday is the start of a mini three-game home & home series with the Fort Myers Mighty Mussels. Fort Myers enters the week with 
1.5 game lead for first place in the second half of the Florida State League West Division. 

BACK BETTER THAN EVER: LHP Inmer Lobo tossed three more scoreless innings on Sunday afternoon in Clearwater. Lobo has given up one unearned run 
in 7.1 innings over his last four outings. 

HERE COMES THE POWER: The Marauders finished the month of May with 20 home runs in 26 games, the second-most in the FSL, with the Dunedin Blue 
Jays in first at 24. In June, Bradenton hit 31 home runs in 26 games, which was the most in the FSL and all of Single-A. Bradenton has homered 19 of their last 
22 games. The most home runs hit in a calendar month in franchise history is 34, achieved back in June of 2023. Bradenton needed to hit three on Sunday in 
Clearwater to tie the record. In July, Bradenton has hit three in their first two games. 

JAVVY’S MASHIN: In June, Javier Rivas slashed .341/.400/.646 with five doubles, a triple, six home runs, 13 RBIs, three walks, and 13 runs scored in 25 games. 
His seven home runs on the season are also a new career-high with his six in June tied for the most in Single-A. Rivas finished first in the Florida State League 
during the month of June in total bases (53), tied for first in home runs (six), second in batting (.341), slugging (.646) and OPS (1.046), tied for second in hits 
(28) and extra base hits (12) and sixth in OBP (.400). 

PROSPECTS, PROSPECTS, PROSPECTS: With the graduation of 2023 Marauder Paul Skenes from the prospect ranks, RHP Khristian Curtis entered the Top 
30 rankings at No. 30 last Tuesday night. The Bradenton Marauders now hold eight of the Pittsburgh Pirates’ Top 30 prospects according to MLB Pipeline, which 
is the most of any Minor League team in the Pirates system. RHP Mike Burrows, the No. 10 prospect is also rehabbing with Bradenton to bring the total to nine. 

CLOSE QUARTERS: Wednesday’s win against Clearwater marked the Marauders’ 27th one-run contest of the season. The Marauders own an 16-11 record in 
those games with 53 of their first 77 (68.8%) games having been decided by three runs or less.
