TOUGH LOSS LAST NIGHT: The Fresno Grizzlies (4-1) fell to the Inland Empire 66ers (1-4) 8-6 Wednesday
evening from Chukchansi Park. Fresno dropped their first game of the 2024 season, the last California
League team to do so. The Grizzlies are now 5-3 at home and 15-11 all-time against the 66ers. Fresno’s
lineup tallied six runs on 11 hits and nine walks. Aidan Longwell and Braylen Wimmer provided three hits
apiece at the top of the lineup. Wimmer reached base four times and poked the initial go-ahead RBI in the
sixth. Andy Perez whacked a three-run moonshot, also in the sixth, his first homer of the 2024 campaign.
Perez has hit safely in every game this season. Tevin Tucker recorded two hits and a run at the bottom of
the order for the Grizzlies.

INFO ABOUT INLAND EMPIRE: The Fresno Grizzlies and Inland Empire 66ers (Los Angeles Angels Single-A
affiliate) continue their six-game series tonight at Chukchansi Park. This is the first of two regular sea-
son series between the clubs in 2024 and the only meeting this year in Fresno. The 66ers are the current
affiliate of the Los Angeles Angels and have been a part of the Angels system since 2011. Prior to teaming
up with the Angels, the 66ers had ties to the Los Angeles Dodgers (1995-2000, 2007-2010) and Seattle
Mariners (1987-1994, 2001-2006) organizations. They were also the former Fresno Giants/Fresno Cardinals
franchise. The 66ers are named after the historic U.S. Route 66 that runs through San Bernardino. Prior to
the name change, the 66ers were known as the San Bernardino Stampede (1996-2002) and San Bernardi-
no Spirit (1987-1995). The mascot for Inland Empire is Bernie, who is one of the only talking mascots in

all of professional baseball. Bernie has been a part of the organization since 1999. The 66ers play at San
Manuel Stadium and are owned by Diamond Baseball Holdings (DBH) as of 2024.

LET EMENER EAT: Tonight, the Grizzlies hand the ball to LHP Austin Emener. The southpaw was selected
by the Rockies in the 16th round of the 2023 MLB Draft out of East Tennessee State. In one season with
the Buccaneers, Emener appeared in 15 games (eight starts), going 2-4 with one save and a 5.40 ERA. He
became the first pitcher in the nation to throw a four-strikeout inning during the season (reached on wild
pitch).

GETTING INTO THE EARLY NUMBERS: The Grizzlies pitching staff has struck out double-digit batters in
four of their first five games this season (10, 3x and 13). Overall, Fresno pitching has fanned 48 total batters.
The Grizzlies offense has scored 47 runs over five games this season (6, 8, 9, 11 and 13). Fresno has walked
27 times over their last three contests, giving them 40 base-on-balls this year.

JAKE IS DEFINITELY NOT ON THE “SNIDE”R: Outfielder Jake Snider has had an impressive start to the
season, going 5-for-15 (333 AVG/.615 OBP/.733 SLG/1.348 OPS) with one homer, one triple, one double, four
RBI, 12 runs, 10 walks and one stolen base. Snider’s triple on April 7th (Sunday) in San Jose was his 11th in a
Grizzlies uniform, putting him two triples shy of joining the Grizzlies Top 10 Career Records. Juan Melo and
Roger Kieschnick are tied for ninth all-time with 13 triples.

MULTIPLE OPENING DAY STARTS: OF EJ Andrews Jr, INF Luis Mendez and INF Andy Perez became the
53rd, 54th and 55th players in Grizzlies history to make multiple Opening Day starting lineups. The most
recent player prior to the trio above to join this list was OF Yanquiel Fernandez (2022-23). INF Todd Linden
currently sits atop the list with five Opening Day starts.
