Round Rock RHP Peyton Gray is scheduled as the
opener on Friday night. After allowing three earned
runs in 2.0 innings of work on May 6 at El Paso,
Gray has a 0.90 ERA (1 ER/10.0 IP) in his last six
relief appearances. The 30-year-old signed a minor
league deal with the Rangers in January.

Round Rock SS Alan Trejo finished 1-for-2 with a
home run, an RBI, three runs scored, two walks and
a strikeout yesterday.
