SAVE FOR A RAINY DAY: Sacramento won last night’s game, 7-4, securing at least a split on the series..they
totaled 11 hits on the night, hitting double-digit hits for the 33rd time this year...they are now 26-7 when record-
ing 10-plus hits...was their 25th game this season without recording a home run; they are now 8-17 in no-homer
games....the River Cats have knocked 44 doubles, three triples, and 18 home runs since May 20, totaling 65
extra-base-hits; the third most in Triple-A since that date, behind Albuquerque and St. Paul, each with 72...Scott
Bandura went 2-for-4 with two doubles, marked his first extra-base-hit since May 28 at Reno...was his fifth
multi-extra-base-hit game of the season, and first with the River Cats...he is batting .250 (26-for-64) with four
doubles, one home run, nine RBI, four walks, two stolen bases, and a .653 OPS in 16 games with Sacramento...
Nate Furman (0-for-4) did not hit, ending his 13-game hitting streak.
» Carson Whisenhunt was the starter and earned the win, his third consecutive winning decision...allowed
two runs on four hits, with one walk and 10 strikeouts in 6.0 quality innings...threw 99 pitches, just one short
of his Triple-A career high...10 punches tied his Triple-A career-high (done 2x previously in 2024)...he has
totaled 72 strikeouts on the season, putting him in sole possession of first place in Triple-A, and T-5th in all
of the minor leagues...he is the second PCL pitcher to record a 10 strikeout game this season (also, Josh
Stephan, May 5)...allowed his second home run of the season (also, April 22 vs. ABQ).
» Michael Fulmer earned his sixth save of the season...threw 1.0 scoreless inning, allowing one hit and fan-
ning three batters...his six saves are second most in the PCL, behind Albuquerque’s TJ Shook (7).

RIGHT AS RAIN: The River Cats won Friday’s game, 4-0, their fifth shutout victory of the season, and second
against Tacoma this season (also, April 19, 1-0)...the Cats have blanked Tacoma 12 total times in the teams’
history...Joe Whitman made his Triple-A debut tonight after being promoted to Sacramento on June 2, earning
the win...he threw 6.0 scoreless, quality innings, allowing just three hits and fanning four batters...was his fourth
6.0-inning game this season, and second scoreless 6.0 inning game...Osleivis Basabe went 2-for-4 with an RBI
double in the first, his 10th multi-hit game...has reached base safely in 21-straight games, 4th-longest active
streak in the PCL...he is batting .308 (24-for-78) with eight doubles, three home runs, 15 RBI, eight walks, four
stolen bases, a .526 slugging percentage and a .908 OPS in that span since May 1...all nine River Cats batters
recorded a hit for the fifth time this season.

WHAT UP I’M JARED: Jared Oliva began his major league rehab assignment on May 30...joined the River Cats
on rehab after being placed on the 10-day IL on April 15, and transferred to the 60-day IL on April 29 due to a left
wrist hamate fracture...on May 31, he went 1-for-3 with a leadoff double in the first...was the 14th leadoff extra-
base-hit of his career, and first since he hit a leadoff homer on May 3, 2019 with Double-A Altoona...marked his
first back-to-back games with an extra-base-hit since August 24 and 26 last season.
» Last night, Oliva went 1-for-4 with a two-run double in fifth to put the Kitties ahead 3-2...he is batting .300
(6-for-20) with three doubles, four RBI, three stolen bases, a .450 slugging percentage and a .736 OPS in six
games with Sacramento on MLB rehab.
