PLAYER OF THE MONTH On Tuesday, Franklin Arias was named the Eastern League 
Player of the Month for April. Throughout the month, Arias batted .375 with 27 hits and 
20 RBIs. He launched eight home runs, three of which tied or won a game in the ninth 
inning. Since at least 2005, Arias' .375 batting average is second only to 2014 Mookie 
Betts' .430 average among Sea Dogs with 20 or more games played in April. Arias' 
Eight April home runs and .764 slugging % are both franchise records. John Roskos 
previously held the home run mark with seven in April of 1997, and César Crespo set 
the previous slugging % record of .730 in April of 2000. 

PITCHER OF THE MONTH  RHP Anthony Eyanson, promoted to Portland on Tuesday, 
earned South Atlantic League Pitcher of the Month honors in April for his work opening 
the season with the Red Sox' High-A affiliate, the Greenville Drive. Eyanson recorded a 
0.54 ERA in four starts, allowing one run on six hits over 16.2 innings, with 27 strikeouts 
and no walks. No other pitcher in Minor League Baseball struck out as many as 27 
batters without issuing a walk in April. Hitters batted .109 against Eyanson throughout 
the month. He is scheduled to make his Double-A debut on Saturday.

OUT OF THE PARK! The Sea Dogs' 33 home runs on the season is the third most in 
the Eastern League behind Somerset (58) and Reading (45). Portland has ten multi-
home run games this season, and have scored 45% of their total runs via the long ball 
(55/125).

KEEPING THE STREAKS Miguel Bleis has a hit in his last three straight games, 
including an extra innings single last night after he entered in game two of the double 
header as a pinch runner for Ronald Rosario. Rosario has been hitting well as of late, 
with multihit games in his last two straight. Franklin Arias leads the team in on base 
streaks, having reached in his last six games in a row, including four straight walks. 
Arias has been intentionally walked twice in this series already. Ahbram Liendo has 
also reached base in four straight games.

EATING INNINGS Outfielder Caden Rose made his minor league pitching debut 
last night as he took the mound for all three extra innings in game two of last night's 
doubleheader. Rose allowed one earned run and collected two swinging strikeouts, an 
impressive feat for a player who has never pitched at the collegiate or minor league 
level.

Acting Manager - Kyle Sasala
Kyle Sasala enters his third season on the Portland staff after a highly 
successful tenure at Grove City College, where he served as Associ-
ate Head Coach from 2016 to 2023. During his time with the Wolver-
ines, Sasala played a key role in the program’s rise, highlighted by a 
school-record 30-win season in 2023 and a 16–4 conference mark. 
He also helped guide Grove City to a then-record 28 victories in 2019 
alongside head coach Matt Royer. Sasala later stepped in as interim 
head coach for the Eastern College Athletic Conference Division III 
Championship Tournament, leading the Wolverines to a runner-up 
finish.

Pitching Coach - Juan Rivera
Juan Rivera also returns to the Sea Dogs coaching staff as a pitching 
coach for his second season. In 2025, Rivera helped guide a Port-
land pitching staff that recorded 1,435 strikeouts, the second-most in 
the Eastern League, while posting a 3.65 team ERA, the fourth-best 
mark in the league. Rivera spent the previous three seasons as the 
Salem Red Sox’ pitching coach, where he led the staff to a 3.61 ERA, 
the fourth-best in Single-A. A graduate of Eastern Nazarene College, 
Rivera has been part of the Boston Red Sox organization since 2022, 
serving as a Development Coach with Salem before joining the Sea 
Dogs coaching staff.

Hitting Coach - Trevor Burmeister
Trevor Burmeister joins the Sea Dogs coaching staff as hitting coach 
after spending the previous five seasons in the Colorado Rockies orga-
nization. Burmeister began his coaching career immediately following 
his collegiate playing career at the University of Wisconsin–La Crosse, 
where he spent two seasons on the coaching staff. He then served one 
season at the University of Minnesota Duluth, where the offense ranked 
third nationally in NCAA Division II with a .352 team batting average 
and second in the nation with 102 home runs. Burmeister later returned 
to his alma mater, Madison College (NJCAA), spending three seasons 
under head coach Mike Davenport. During his time there, he was 
named the 2019 NJCAA Assistant Coach of the Year by the American 
Baseball Coaches Association and Baseball America.

Defensive Coach - Kyle Schmidt
Kyle Schmidt joins the Sea Dogs as defensive coach after spending 
two years with the Red Sox' Single-A affiliate, the Salem Red Sox.
Originally from Smithville, TX, Kyle attended the University of Richmond 
and became a starting catcher for the Spider Baseball Team. Following 
his 2019 season, Kyle was drafted in the 33rd Round of the 1st Year 
Player Draft by the Minnesota Twins. Kyle voluntarily retired after the 
2023 season and is currently a defensive coach in the Boston Red 
Sox organization. During his playing career, Kyle played at every Minor 
League level while also being involved in multiple Major League Spring 
Trainings.

Athletic Trainer - Kelsey Branstetter
Kelsey Branstetter joins the staff as Portland’s Athletic Trainer, her first 
year with the Sea Dogs and second season in the Red Sox organiza-
tion. She spent last season as the Athletic Trainer for the Greenville 
Drive (High-A) and served in the same role for Triple-A Louisville 
(Cincinnati Reds) from 2023-2024. Branstetter graduated from Middle 
Tennessee State University, where she played four years of soccer. 
Following her undergraduate studies, Branstetter obtained a master's 
degree from Wichita State University.

Strength and Conditioning Coach - Jonah Mondloch
Strength and Conditioning Coach Jonah Mondloch returns to the staff 
for his second season in Portland and his third year in the Red Sox 
organization. He previously served as an Assistant Rehab Strength and 
Conditioning Coach, where he supported the strength and conditioning 
programs for players returning to the field. In that role, he collaborat-
ed closely with Major League sports performance and on-field staff to 
ensure the highest level of care for injured athletes.
