TROY MEETS WORLD

After struggling in Jacksonville to close the 2022 season,
Troy Johnston has been scorching hot in his return to the
Bold City this year. In 30 games with the Jumbo Shrimp this
year, Johnston is 44-for-119 (.370/.437/.622/1.059) with 10
doubles, one triple, six home runs and 27 RBIs. Johnston
has reached base at least once in every game, registering 15
multi-hit contests. His 30-game on-base streak is the longest
by a Jacksonville hitter since at least 2010. Including his time
with Double-A Pensacola, Johnston has driven in 110 runs in
113 games this season, which ranks second in MiLB.

'PEN PALS

Over the last two-plus weeks, the Jumbo Shrimp have
boasted a dominant bullpen. In the 19 games the club

has played since August 8, Jacksonville relievers have
combined to surrender only 26 runs, 21 earned, on 56 hits
(7.7 H/9) in 65.1 innings for a 2.89 ERA. During this stretch,
Jumbo Shrimp relief pitchers have combined to strike

out 90 batters (12.4 K/9) against 40 walks (5.5 BB/9). The
Jacksonville relief corps has gone 13 consecutive innings
without yielding an earned run.

MEN OF STEAL

While Jacksonville ranks just 11th in the 20-team
International League in stolen bases with 111, the club has
been exceptional in their efficiency at swiping bags. The
Jumbo Shrimp have been successful on stealing a base at
82.8 percent of their attempts, a figure that ranks fifth in
Triple-A. Over their last 13 games dating back to August 14,
Jacksonville base runners have been successful on 12 of 14
stolen base attempts (85.7 percent).
