Round Rock fell by a final of 14-3
last night. El Paso broke a scoreless tie with five runs in the third, highlighted
by a two-run double from 3B Marcos Castafion and a three-run homer
by RF Jase Bowen. C Anthony Vilar added a solo shot in the fourth before
the Chihuahuas pulled away with five more in the fifth, including a two-run
homer from DH Nate Mondou and a two-run triple by CF Carlos Rodriguez.
El Paso added three in the sixth on a two-run homer from 1B Nick Solak and a
sacrifice fly by Rodriguez to make it 14-0. CF Gilberto Celestino homered in the
seventh and a two-run shot by DH Nick Pratto in the ninth made it 14-3.

Went O-for-5 with two strikeouts on Friday but is batting .407 (11-27) with 5
XBH, 8 RBI, 10 R and 6 SB in his last 5 G... his 109.6 mph groundout yesterday
was the second-hardest hit ball by an Express player this year... 3rd in the PCL
in stolen bases (16). He is on-pace to steal 49 bases which would shatter his
2022 career-high (38) and would tie OF Bubba Thompson (2022) for the most
by an Express player in the Triple-A era... the franchise record was set by OF
Willy Taveras in 2004 (55).

PRATTO POP

Finish 2-for-3, HR, 2 RBI, 2 H, R on Friday night... launched his fourth homer of
the season in the ninth inning... last nine games is slashing .353 (12-34)/.421/.647
2B, 3 HR, 8 RBI, 3 BB, 8 SO... started the month of May hitting just .091 (2-22)
through 6 G.

GILBERTO GOES YARD

OF Gilberto Celestino’s two-run homer yesterday was the furthest by an Express
player this season (445 feet) and was the furthest hit by an E-Train player at
Southwest University Park in the statcast era... previous longest home run was
from 1B Blaine Crim (438 feet) on July 30, 2023.... there have been 27 home
runs of 450 feet or longer at Southwest University Park in the statcast era (since
2022)... there have been seven at Dell Diamond.... the 27 homers of 450+ feet in
El Paso are fifth most of any PCL city with Isotopes Park holding the most (80).

FINDING FIVE

Round Rock is 16-6 when they score five or more runs and 2-25 when they score
four or fewer including 1-22 when scoring three runs or fewer... this month, they
have scored five or more runs in eight of 19 games and are 4-4.... Round Rock
needs to go 4-4 to avoid the fewest wins in a month in the Triple-A era when
they played a minimum of 27 games (8-20 in July of 2016).

THIS DAY IN NOLAN RYAN HISTORY - FRIDAY, MAY 23, 1975
34-year-old Red Sox starter Luis Tiant squared off against 28-year-old Angels right-hander Nolan Ryan
on an 87-degree Friday night at Fenway Park. As Clif Keane of The Boston Globe wrote the next day:
“This was one of those built-up pitching duels between two of the finest in the American League, Tiant
and Nolan Ryan, with the blazing fastball from Anaheim.” On this day, it was Tiant tossing a complete
game while allowing one earned run on eight hits with two walks and seven strikeouts. Ryan could only
make it through 6.0 innings, allowing five earned runs on five hits with four walks and seven strikeouts.
He surrendered three home runs: a solo shot to Bernie Carbo in the first, a two-run homer to Carl Yas-
trzemski in the fifth and a solo homer from Dwight Evans in the sixth. Tommy Harper doubled home the
only other run just before Evans’ home run. The three homers matched the total Ryan had allowed in his
previous nine starts. He had not allowed a home run in more than a month. Yastrzemski continued his
great track record against Ryan, hitting .379 (11-for-29) against him after this game. Carbo, on the other
hand, acknowledged his brutal track record against Ryan before the home run. “Going into the game, |
had faced Ryan 23 times in six years, and | had struck out 19 times.” While it might have felt that way,
Carbo was actually O-for-13 with four walks and only eight strikeouts entering the game. Fred Lynn also
homered, though it came against California reliever Chuck Dobson. Ryan dropped to 8-2 on the year
with a 2.26 ERA, while Tiant improved to 5-5 with a 3.46 ERA.

MANAGER KYLE MOORE

BULLPEN COACH JULIO VALDEZ

The 2026 season marks Round Rock Express Manager Kyle
Moore's first season with the E-Train. In 2025, Moore served
as the bench coach for Triple-A lowa of the Chicago Cubs
organization. He previously served as the skipper in the Baltimore
chain with Short-Season Aberdeen (2018), Low-A Delmarva
(2019), High-A Aberdeen (2021) and Double-A Bowie (2022-23)
- combining for a 321-286 (.529) record over five seasons. The
2019 Delmarva Shorebirds were named the 2019 MiLB Team of
the Year, finishing with a 90-48 record, the most wins across all
of MILB that season.

A catcher in his playing days, Moore signed with the Orioles
as an undrafted free agent in 2010. He played collegiately at
University of Alabama after winning three high school state titles
with Edgewood (Ala.) Academy. Moore transitioned to coaching
in 2012 as a strength and conditioning coach with Delmarva.

Valdez enters his seventh year In the organization and first |
as the Rangers’ Triple-A pitching coach after serving in the same
role with Double-A Frisco (2025), High-A Hickory (2024), Low-A
Down East (2023), Rookie-level ACL Rangers (2022), and DSL
Rangers (2020-21). During the canceled 2020 campaign, Valdez
worked with pitchers at the Dominican Republic complex and Fal
Developmental League in Arizona.

The Florida native played baseball at Alabama State Universit
from 2012-16. He attended Lake Howell (Fla.) High School, where
he posted a career 15-4 record and 2.20 ERA, and earned all-
conference honors as a junior and senior. Valdez transitioned to
an assistant coach role at Alabama State in 2017 before becoming
Director of Pitching at the Texas Pitching Institute in El Paso,
Texas. He spent two years at TPI before taking the same role at
Baseball Rebellion in Durham, N.C., before joining the Rangers.

PITCHING COACH DAVE BORKOWSKI

HITTING COACH MATT LAWSON

Former MLB pitcher Dave Borkowski (Boar-COW-ski)
enters his fourth season on Round Rock’s staff and 17th year
in coaching. He will serve as the Express’ pitching coach in
2026, reprising the role he held from 2023-24 after spending
the 2025 campaign as the club’s bullpen coach. Borkowski
spent five seasons as a minor league instructor in the Los
Angeles Dodgers’ farm system.

His tenure also includes an 11-year stint as a minor league
coach for the Houston Astros. Prior to joining the coaching
ranks, Borkowski enjoyed a 15-year professional playing
career that saw him post a 13-20 record and 5.87 ERA
across seven MLB seasons with the Detroit Tigers (1999-
2001), Baltimore Orioles (2004), and Houston (2006-08).
He was originally selected by Detroit in the 11th round of the

1005 MLB Draft out of Sterling Heights (Mich) High School,

Former Rangers farmhand Matt Lawson returns for a
fifth straight season as Round Rock’s hitting coach. Lawson}
previously served as an assistant coach, hitting instructor,
and recruiting coordinator at his alma mater, Missouri State|
University, from 2014-21. The Missouri native was selected
by the Rangers in the 14th round of the 2007 MLB Draft
and played seven professional seasons as an infielder in
the Texas (2007-10), Seattle (2010), and Cleveland (2011-
13) organizations. With Texas, he was named Short-A
Spokane’s team MVP as a rookie in 2007 and a league
All-Star for High-A Bakersfield (2009) and Double-A
Frisco (2010) before he was involved in the 2010 trade that
brought Cliff Lee to the Rangers.

He holds a degree in psychology and a graduate degree
in sports management.

BENCH COACH CHASE LAMBIN

DEVELOPMENT COACH KAWIKA EMSLEY-PA

Lambin enters his sixth year on the Express staff and will
reprise his role as bench coach for the fifth straight year
(beg. 2022). The 2026 campaign will mark Lambin’s 12th in
the Texas organization. He has previous stops as a hitting
coach for High-A Down East (2019), Low-A Hickory (2018),
Short-A Spokane (2017), and the Rookie-level Arizona
League Rangers (2016). He first joined the Rangers as a
member of the Spokane coaching staff in 2015.

Lambin was selected by the New York Mets in the
34th round of the 2002 June draft out of the University
of Louisiana at Lafayette and played in the Mets, Marlins,
Nationals, Twins, and Royals organizations. He also has
