County. At the time of their promotions, Furman and Kayfus were
eachtied forfirstin the MidwestLeague in batting with .338 averages.
Furman ranked sixth inthe Midwest League in OPS (.917), seventh in
runs scored (35) and 10™in OBP (.417). Kayfus was one of just two
Captains since 2005 to have a .335+ average, 50+ hits, 35+ RBI and
1.000+ OPS in a season (Jared Goedert, 2007). Kayfus was also one
of just two hitters in all of MiLB and MLB with .330+ AVG, 1.045+ OPS
and 27+ RBI in their first 33 games this season joining Heston
Kjerstad of the Norfolk Tides (Triple-A, BAL).

Must be the flow: Aaron Davenport has been incredible to start his
Double-A career. The right-hander is 4-1 with a 1.87 ERA and 47
strikeouts over 53.0 innings. Davenport ranks among the best in the
Eastern League in ERA (third), starts (tied second-10), winning
percentage (fourth-.800), WHIP (fifth-1.11) and average against
