UPCOMING GAMES & PROBABLES

LAST TIME OUT: RHP Khristian Curtis tied his career-high with nine strikeouts in six scoreless frames to lead Bradenton to a 4-1 victory 
over the Dunedin Blue Jays on Saturday night at TD Ballpark. Omar Alfonzo hit his second home run of the week in the top of the first inning 
while Esmerlyn Valdez connected on his eighth home run of the season in the eighth. Peyton Stumbo picked up his third save of the season 
after a scoreless ninth. 

A SPLIT VICTORY: After defeating the Dunedin Blue Jays on Saturday, the Bradenton Marauders aim for their first split series on the road this 
year with a win on Sunday. It’s the closest the Marauders have come since Bradenton won two of the first three contests in Tampa back in 
May before dropping the final three games of the series. The Marauders own the worst road winning percentage in Minor League Baseball 
at .207 (6-23 record). On the flip side, Bradenton’s 21 wins at home are the third-most in Single-A. Last season, the Marauders won or split 
in their final seven road series’ of the year and didn’t lose one after May 16 - 23. The Marauders owned an even 38-27 record at both home 
and on the road. 

WELCOME TO THE K ZONE: Over the past three games against the  Dunedin Blue Jays, the Marauders’ pitching staff racked up 40 strikeouts 
in 26.0 innings. Since last Tuesday,  Bradenton has accumulated 133 strikeouts in 92.0 IP, which is the second-most in Minor League Baseball, 
only trailing the Durham Bulls (Triple-A, TB) who have 136 in 101.0 innings. However, Bradenton’s 13.01 K/9 is the best in MiLB during this stretch. 

JAVVY’S MASHIN: Since June 4, Javier Rivas is slashing .500/.559/.933 with two doubles, a triple, three home runs, seven RBIs, one walk, 
and six runs scored in 10 games. Rivas is currently riding a season-long 11-game on-base streak with his hitting streak snapped at eight games 
on Friday night. The eight-game hit streak is tied for the longest by a Marauder this year with Braylon Bishop. 

A BLANK CANVAS: RHP Carlson Reed, RHP Luigi Hernandez, and RHP Mike Walsh combined for the Marauders’ seventh shutout win 
of the season on Friday night, which is now tied for the most in the Florida State League and fifth-most in MiLB this season. The Rome 
Emperors (High-A, ATL) lead the way with 10. Last season, Bradenton finished with seven shutouts in 130 games. The pitching staff this yeaer 
accomplishing that feat in only 60 games. The franchise record for most shutouts in a season is 18 set back in 2014, which featured future 
Major Leaguers in Chad Kuhl, Tyler Glasnow, and Shane Carle in the rotation. 

HERE COMES THE POWER: The Marauders finished the month of May with 20 home runs in 26 games, the second-most in the FSL, with 
the Dunedin Blue Jays in first at 24. This came after the Marauders had only 10 longballs in 22 games in April. So far in June, Bradenton has 
17 home runs in 14 games, which is the most in the FSL and tied for the most in all of Single-A with the Modesto Nuts (SEA). Bradenton had 
homered in seven straight games until failing to do so on Friday night. It was the longest stretch with a home run for Bradenton since they 
homered in 11 consecutive games last year from 6/8 - 6/20. 

PROSPECTS, PROSPECTS, PROSPECTS: With the addition of OF Enmanuel Terrero last Wednesday night, the Bradenton Marauders now 
hold seven of the Pittsburgh Pirates’ Top 30 prospects according to MLB Pipeline, which is the most of any Minor League team in the Pirates 
system. The Altoona Curve (Double-A) are the closest team holding six of the Top 30 with five of the Pirates top eight prospects there. LHP 
Michael Kennedy is the highest-rated player on the Marauders roster at No. 14. 

CLOSE QUARTERS: Wedneday’s loss in game two of a doubleheader in Dunedin marked the Marauders’ 23rd one-run contest of the season. 
The Marauders own an 12-11 record in those games with 40 of their first 62 (64.5%) games having been decided by three runs or less. Only 
three of their last  10 games have been decided by three-runs or less. 
 
GOT EM!:Michael Kennedy picked off Keaton Anthony in the second inning on Friday night for the Marauders’ 15th pickoff of the season. 
As of Sunday, the Marauders are currently sixth in MiLB, with the Quad Cities River Bandits (High-A, KC) leading the way with 21. Bradenton 
had 23 last season, which ranked the second-most in the FSL and 11th-most in MiLB.
