Tonight's Game: The Nashville Sounds and the Charlotte Knights play game five of a six-game series
tonight at First Horizon Park. Nashville has won three of the first four games, including a pair of walk-off
wins Thursday and last night. Tonight, right-hander Josh Lindblom starts for the Sounds against right-
hander Jimmy Lambert for the Knights.

Josh Lindblom: 34-year-old Josh Lindblom makes his seventh appearance (fifth start) for the Sounds
tonight. He has compiled a 2-0 record and a 0.47 ERA in 19.1 IP. In his last outing on June 20 at Gwinnett,
the right-hander pitched 4.1 shutout innings and scattered 3 hits and 1 walk to go along with 4 strikeouts.
Lindblom has eight appearances with Milwaukee where he was 0-0 with a 9.72 ERA prior to being des-
ignated for assignment on May 26. He was then sent outright to Nashville on May 28. Lindblom signed a
three-year deal with the Brewers on December 16, 2019.

Jimmy Lambert: 26-year-old Jimmy Lambert gets the ball for Charlotte tonight. The right-hander is 1-0
with a 4.26 ERA in eight starts with Charlotte in 2021. In 25.1 innings, he has allowed 14 runs on 19 hits
and 11 walks to go with 37 strikeouts. He last pitched on June 19 vs. Jacksonville and allowed 3 runs on 4
hits in 4.0 innings. Lambert got a no-decision in the start. He made his first Major League start on May 31
at Cleveland. He allowed three runs on seven hits in 3.2 innings of work. Lambert made his Major League
debut on July 25, 2020 vs. Minnesota, pitching a scoreless ninth inning with his first strikeout (Miguel
Sano). He was selected by the Chicago White Sox in the 5th round of the 2016 First-Year Player Draft.

Sounds vs. Lambert: The Sounds faced Jimmy Lambert on June 6 at Charlotte and fell, 3-2. Lambert went
4.2 innings and allowed 1 unearned run in the no-decision. The following active Sounds faced him that
day: Cooper Hummel: 0-1, BB; Christian Kelley: 0-1, BB, K; Tim Lopes: 1-1, BB, SB; Jamie Westbrook: 0-3,
2 K; Weston Wilson: 0-2, K.

High Quality: Last night’s starter Alec Bettinger turned in his first quality start of the season (6.0 IP, 6 H,
2R, 2 ER, 0 BB, 5K) and seventh by a Nashville pitcher in 2021. He joins Zack Godley (3), Aaron Ashby
(1), Bowden Francis (1) and Wade LeBlanc (1) with quality starts. Nashville is now 5-2 when their starter
goes at least 6.0 innings.

Now Walk It Off: Nashville has won consecutive games in walk-off style. Last night’s win was Nashville’s
fourth walk-off of the season, joining May 15 vs. Memphis (Weston Wilson’s walk-off single in the bottom
of the 10th), May 19 vs. Gwinnett (Zach Green’s walk-off two-run double in the bottom of the 10th) and
June 24 vs. Charlotte (Jamie Westbrook’s walk-off single in the bottom of the 9th),

COOOOOP: Sounds outfielder Cooper Hummel continues to swing a hot bat and extended his hitting
streak to six games last night. In Hummel’s 21 games with Nashville he is hitting .317 (20-for-63) with 17
runs, 3 doubles, 3 triples, 5 home runs, 8 RBI and 14 walks. His OPS of 1.140 is the fourth-highest in the
Triple-A East since being added to the Nashville roster.

Westbrook Finds A Way: Infielder/outfielder Jamie Westbrook has reached base safely in 15 consecutive
games. During the streak he has the highest average in the Triple-A East at .403 (25-for-62) with 11 runs,
7 doubles, 3 home runs, 17 RBI and 4 walks. His on-base percentage during the 15 games is .441.

Another Streak for Pérez: Pérez has hit safely in seven straight games for the second time this season. He
is batting .406 (13-for-32) with 2 doubles and 5 RBI during the streak. He has also recorded four consecu-
tive multi-hit games. Pérez is one of four Sounds to have two hit streaks of at least five games (Zach Green,
Corey Ray and Dustin Peterson).

How Sweet It Is: Manager Rick Sweet is at the helm for the Sounds in 2021, as he was in 2014 when he
led the club to a 77-67 record. Sweet has managed for all or parts of 30 seasons in the minor leagues and
has compiled a managerial record of 2,056-1,936. The 2,056 wins are 11th-most all-time among all minor
league managers. 10th on the list is Lefty O’Doul who won 2,094 games from 1935-57.

The Milwaukee Era: A new era of Nashville Sounds baseball began on February 12, 2021 when the club
announced its affiliation with the Milwaukee Brewers. The affiliation with Milwaukee came after the
Sounds signed a 10-year Professional Development License (PDL) with Major League Baseball as part
of the 20-team Triple-A East League. Within the Triple-A East League, the Sounds are a member of the
seven-team Southeast Division.
