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May 27: RubberDucks 6, Patriots 1: Kahlil Watson picked up four
hits and drove in three while Rodney Boone and Zach Jacobs
combined to allow just one run over eight innings with eight strikeouts.

Today’s starting pitchers: Tommy Mace is making his Eastern
League best 10th start of the season. The right-hander is coming off a
rain pushed start last week that saw him not pitch until game one on
Friday instead of Wednesday due to back-to-back rainouts (1.2IP,
2ER, 4BB, 2S0). Before last Friday, Mace had gone at least five
innings in all other starts including six innings allowing two runs while
striking out six against Somerset on May 9. Mace ranks among the
best in the EL in ERA (fifth), wins (first), innings (sixth) and average
against (fifth).

I’'m on fire: Cooper Ingle is red hot at the plate. Since his average
dropped to a season low .179 on April 17, the RubberDucks catcher
has picked up a hit in 24 of his 31 games played. Since the calendar
turned to May, Ingle has gotten even hotter at the plate batting
.357/.471/.657 with 12 doubles (most in the Eastern League), three
home runs (tied most on the RubberDucks), 17 RBI (second most in
EL and Ducks) and 16 walks (second most on the Ducks). Ingle has
now raised his average to .288 on the season, which is the highest by
an active Akron batter. His 42 hits this year are the most by an Akron
batter.

Better Days: Kahlil Watson is having a better second year in Akron.
The now outfielder is batting .273 (second best on active team) with
eight doubles, three triples (tied second most on team), three homers
and 22 RBI. He has five multi-hit games in 27 games played this
season including a career-high with four hits on May 27 in Somerset.

Good eye: The RubberDucks have walked 211 times through the first
46 games of the season, which is most in the Eastern League and
second most in Double-A. Dayan Frias (29) and Cooper Ingle (27)
are first and second on the RubberDucks and second and fourth
respectively in the Eastern League in free passes. The RubberDucks
worked eight walks in their win on Saturday. 10 Akron batters have
worked double digit walks so far this season, and three (Frias, Ingle
and Jake Fox) have drawn 20+ walks.

Born to Run: The Akron RubberDucks are stealing bases at an
impressive rate. Akron ranks seventh in Double-A and second in the
Eastern League with 63 stolen bases. Of the 12 Double-A teams with
60+ steals, the RubberDucks have been caught stealing the third
fewest (15 times). Alex Mooney is tied fourth in the EL with 15 steals.
Mooney, Dayan Frias and Tyresse Turner have each stolen 11 or
more bases this year. Six RubberDucks have stolen five or more
bases this season.

Local Hero: Shawn Rapp returns home to New Jersey with the
RubberDucks this week. The Akron reliever is a native of Livingston
and went to Delbarton School in Morristown. Before attending UNC,
he was ranked the number one left-handed pitcher and No. 18 player
in New Jersey by Perfect Game. He was a two-time captain at
Delbarton and led the team to a state title and state runner-up finish.
Rapp returns home sporting 1.69 ERA in five games out of the bullpen
for Akron in May.

Can’t start a fire without a spark: The RubberDucks are outscoring
opponents 64-19 in the first two innings and 37-9 in the first inning this
season. Akron is 25-7 when scoring first (most wins in the Eastern
League when scoring first). The RubberDucks batters have 70 hits the
first time through the order this year. New Akron leadoff man Cooper
Ingle is batting .344 when leading off an inning this season.

Outlaw Pete: Austin Peterson has been incredible this season for
the RubberDucks. The right-hander is 3-2 with an Eastern League
best 1.18 ERA. He has struck out at least four in eight of his nine
starts this season (the only start without at least four strikeouts was
rain shortened). Since being promoted to Akron in June last year,
Peterson has collected 10 wins at the Double-A level with an ERA of
2.24. He tossed seven shutout innings in his win on May 24.

Glory Days: The Akron RubberDucks are the first team in the
Guardians organization to reach 30+ wins. Akron has reached this
mark in large part thanks to the dominant pitching staff that has the
best ERA in the organization (2.99) which is also the second best in
the Eastern League and Double-A (only Erie’s 2.87 is lower). Akron’s
starting pitchers are a big reason for this success. Akron starters are
leading Double-A with a 2.18 ERA over 214.1 innings. Three of
Akron’s current five-man rotation rank top six in the Eastern League in
ERA entering Wednesday. Austin Peterson (1.18) first, Rodney
Boone (2.14) third and Tommy Mace (2.56) fifth.
