GOOD AS I BEEN TO ‘HOOS: The Pensacola Blue Wahoos wrap up their series against the Columbus Clingstones, Double-A affiliate of the 
Atlanta Braves, on Sunday afternoon...they have a chance to win back-to-back six-game series for the first time since July 22-August 3, 2025 
(4-2 at Knoxville, 5-1 vs. Biloxi).

THEIR NAME WAS COLUMBUS, AND I JUST SAID “GOOD LUCK”: The Blue Wahoos shut out the Clingstones 4-0 on Saturday night...Karson 
Milbrandt and Jack Sellinger allowed only four hits, and struck out a team season-high 17 batters...Milbrandt’s 12 strikeouts over 6.0 scoreless 
innings were a professional career high...Milbrandt now has 23.0 consecutive scoreless innings dating back to May 2...Cristian Hernández was 
3-for-4 with a solo homer...Fenwick Trimble was 2-for-4 with a double and an RBI...Ian Lewis Jr. added a two-run double...Sellinger earned his 
first Double-A save by recording the final nine outs.

DON’T SPEAK TOO SOON, FOR THE WHEEL’S STILL IN SPIN: The Blue Wahoos are tied with Biloxi for second place in the South Division of the 
Southern League, 1.5 games back of first-place Montgomery and 0.5 games ahead of Columbus...there are 25 games remaining in the first 
half schedule...the Biscuits hold the tiebreaker over the Blue Wahoos (6-3 head-to-head), the Blue Wahoos hold the edge over the Shuckers 
(7-5), and the Blue Wahoos are 3-2 against the Clingstones with 7 head-to-head games remaining before the end of the first half on June 21.

LIKE A ROLLING (CLING)STONE: The Blue Wahoos play Columbus for the first time this week...the two teams will meet again at Synovus Park 
June 9-14, and will play 24 times total in 2026...the Blue Wahoos were 18-12 against the Clingstones in 2025, including 9-3 in Pensacola.

WHEN I PAINT MY MASTERPIECE: Right-handed pitcher Karson Milbrandt, Pensacola’s top prospect per MLB Pipeline, earned Southern League 
Pitcher of the Week honors on Monday after striking out 11 batters over 6.0 scoreless, three-hit innings in Chattanooga on May 16...he backed 
it up with 6.0 more scoreless innings and 12 strikeouts on Saturday...Brandon White earned the award the previous week for his 6.2 scoreless 
innings on May 8 vs. Rocket City...Blue Wahoos pitchers have won back-to-back Pitcher of the Week honors for the second time in team history 
(LHP Thomas White and RHP Will Schomberg, 9/1/25 & 9/8/25)...they have never won three Pitcher of the Week awards in a row.

THE SLOW ONE NOW WILL LATER BE FAST: The Blue Wahoos climbed above the .500 mark at 21-20 on May 20, marking the first time they’ve 
been above .500 this season...after an 0-5 start, the Blue Wahoos have played to a 22-17 record that is the best in the Southern League...the 
Blue Wahoos finished exactly .500 in 2025 (69-69), and have not finished the season with a losing record since 2015.

BAT GARRET: Catcher Garret Forrester is serving as Pensacola’s primary catcher in the absence of the injured Ryan Ignoffo, and is making the 
most of his chance...he is batting .317 with a 1.115 OPS in 14 games this season, and is 5-for-11 with four RBI this week against Columbus.

AND MILLY THE KID: Karson Milbrandt’s 1.06 ERA is the best among all 120 MiLB clubs and his 63 strikeouts are tied for the most...he has 
completed 6.0 innings in five straight starts, and has an active 23.0-inning scoreless streak dating back to May 2 that is tied for the fourth-
longest in team history...Tony Cingrani (23.2 IP in 2012) holds the record for starters, and reliever Lee Hyde (31.0 IP in 2013) has the all-time 
franchise record. 

IN HIS CRISTIAN ERA: Infielder Cristian Hernández batted just .164 with a .452 OPS in April, but is batting .333 with a .942 OPS in May...he has 
hits in 9 of his last 10 games dating back to May 9, and has a .993 OPS during that stretch with four doubles and a home run.

THE FREEWHEELIN’ DILLON: Outfielder Dillon Lewis is tied for fourth in the Southern League in home runs with 10, including four hit last week 
in Chattanooga and one so far this week against Columbus...it’s the fastest to 10 home runs for any player in Blue Wahoos history...in 2016, 
Brandon Dixon hit his 10th home run of the season on June 5.

SAVED: Jack Sellinger became the seventh different Blue Wahoos pitcher to earn a save this season on Saturday night through only 44 
games...9 different pitchers earned a save for the Blue Wahoos in 2025...the team record is 111 different pitchers in 2017, 2019 and 2023.

LOVE AND THEFT: One season after stealing a franchise-record 200 bases, the Blue Wahoos are stealing at an even more aggressive pace in 
2026...they have stolen a Double-A best 111 bases in 142 tries (next Biloxi, 108).

LORD KNOWS I’VE PAID SOME DUES GETTIN’ THROUGH: Left-handed pitcher Robby Snelling (Blue Wahoos 2024-25) made his MLB debut on 
May 8 as the starting pitcher for the Marlins...he became the 156th former Blue Wahoos player to reach the big leagues since 2012, and sixth 
this season (RHP Matt Pushard - STL, RHP Josh Ekness - MIA, C Joe Mack - MIA, RHP William Kempner - MIA, LHP Dax Fulton - MIA).

DOWN IN THE ‘HOOV: The Blue Wahoos hit the road for a six-game series in Birmingham to face the Barons, Double-A affiliate of the White 
Sox, on Tuesday...they went 5-13 against the Barons in 2025 as Birmingham won their second consecutive Southern League title...the game on 
Wednesday, May 27 will be played at historic Rickwood Field, the oldest professional ballpark in America.

UMPIRE BURLESQUE: Today marks the final Blue Wahoos game for the four umpire crews that began the season in the Southern League...next 
week in Birmingham, the Blue Wahoos will be assigned a crew led by by Chad Patterson that spent the first two months of the season in the 
Texas League...during their next homestand, they’ll have a crew led by Stone Garver that began in the Eastern League.

STARTING PITCHER

TODAY’S START: Luis Moreno makes his second start and seventh overall appearance of the 
season Sunday against Columbus.

LAST TIME OUT: Moreno got hooked with a no-decision in his second start of the season in 
Chattanooga...he was in line for the win after pitching 5.0 innings of one run ball, allowing 
2 hits and 0 walks on 4 strikeouts...the bullpen would allow 4 runs in the final three innings 
resulting in a 5-3 loss.

AGAINST THE CLINGSTONES: This is Moreno’s first career appearance against the Clingstones.

BEFORE THE ‘HOOS: Moreno split each of the past three seasons between Double-A Binghamton 
and Triple-A Syracuse...in 2025, combined to go 10-2 with a 5.38 ERA in 40 appearances (7 
starts)...4.80 ERA at Double-A, 6.58 ERA at Triple-A...originally signed by Mets in June 2019 out 
of San Cristobal, Dominican Republic.

WELCOME ABOARD: Moreno signed free agent contract with Marlins in February after spending 
2019-2025 in Mets organization.

GET TO KNOW ‘EM: Born Luis Manuel Moreno, he is from San Cristobal, Domincan Republic.
