A SHUTOUT IN ALBUQUERQUE

The Express shutout the Isotopes by a final score
of 3-0 on Wednesday night. Round Rock 1B Justin
Foscue led off the top of the second with a 404-
foot homer to left and the Express led 1-O. CF
Dustin Harris opened the third with a single, stole
second and advanced to third on 3B Alan Trejo’s
base hit. LF Trevor Hauver singled on the next
pitch and Harris came home for a 2-0, E-Train
advantage. Leading off the top of the fifth, Harris
belted the first pitch into right-center. Albugquerque
RF Zac Veen retrieved the ball and attempted to
throw Harris out at third. The errant throw allowed
Harris to round third and slide home for Round
Rock’s first inside-the-park home run of the year.
The Express trio of RHP Trey Supak, RHP Joe
Barlow and RHP José Ruiz held the Isotopes
without a run on Wednesday. Barlow picked up
a hold as Ruiz finished off his third save of the
season to even the series at a game apiece. Round
Rock remains 5.0 games back of first place with
18 games remaining in the second half as Tacoma
collected a 7-2 win over the Reno Aces last night
at Cheney Stadium.

RHP Cory Abbott is slated for his 19th appearance
and 16th start. He is coming off his best month of
2025 where he went 2-1in six games and five starts
with a 4.44 ERA (13 ER/26.1 IP). He was the PCL
Pitcher of the Week August 11-17 when he tossed
5.1 scoreless frames with three hits, one walk and
three strikeouts in a win over Sacramento.

SHUTOUT SHOE

RHP Trey Supak tossed 7.0 scoreless frames last
night with only three hits and six strikeouts while
not issuing a walk. He earned the win in a 3-O
shutout. The E-Train became the first team to shut
out the Isotopes at home since Sugar Land on June
30, 2022 (254 games). He was the first starter to
toss 7.0 scoreless innings at Isotopes Park since El
Paso RHP Anderson Espinoza on August 19, 2023.
He has not allowed an earned run in his last three
starts and 18.0 innings on the bump.

MORE SUPAK

RHP Trey Supak was named PCL Pitcher of the
month for August on Thursday. He led the league
in ERA (1.71), hits allowed per nine innings (6.49),
WHIP (0.99) and batting average against (.200).
He was third in strikeout to walk ratio (3.29).

HARRIS HEATER

CF Dustin Harris went 2-for-4 with an inside-the-
park home run and a walk. He extended his hitting
streak to 16 games. It is Round Rock’s longest
streak since OF Elier Hernandez hit safely in 17
games from July 23 to August 12, 2023.

THE PITCHING ROCKS

Round Rock posted their seventh shutout of the
season on Wednesday night. Among PCL clubs, the
Express are tied with Sacramento for the second-
most shutouts this year.
