ABOUT LAST GAME - On the first Education Day morning game of the season, Fort Wayne tied this week’s series with a 7-4
victory over South Bend, as both teams plated four runs in the 4th inning. Reggie Preciado launched a home run against his former
organization, after being traded from San Diego to Chicago in the Yu Darvish deal of 2020. The TinCaps ripped the lead right back
in the 5th, however, on a two-run homer from Jake Cunningham, the first runs surrendered this season by lefty Jackson Brockett,
who made his Midwest League debut yesterday after his promotion from Low-A Myrtle Beach.

POWER TRENDS - The Cubs have 21 home runs on the season, surpassing last year’s April team total with 15 home runs in April
of 2025, and also setting the South Bend Cubs team record for the most home run in April (since 2015). The Midwest League
Championship team of 2022 had 19 April home runs. The Cubs team with the least? 2016, with just four.

UNO REVERSE - While the Cubs have their 21 home runs, South Bend pitching has surrendered 13 home runs this season, the
second fewest in the Midwest League. That’s also tied for the second fewest in High-A, and the fourth fewest in all of Minor League
Baseball. Despite this, South Bend has given up seven homers in its last nine games.

AND THEN THERE WERE NONE - The South Bend Cubs were the last remaining team in all of Minor League Baseball to not be
caught stealing on the basepaths this season before Cole Mathis was caught stealing second base by Alfredo Duno on Saturday.
South Bend was 37/37 on the campaign up until then, which included stealing a team record nine bags on April 16 vs Beloit, the
most ever by a South Bend Cubs team in a single game (since 2015).

LEAGUE LEADERS - Kane Kepley’s 24 runs scored leads the Midwest League, Kepley also leads the league in stolen bases with
14. He is tied for second with 22 walks. Kade Snell is tied for third in the league with 18 RBI.

#2500 SECURED - With their 13-1 victory on April 8 at Peoria, South Bend earned the 2500th win in franchise history, dating back
to 1988. It was the first career win for new South Bend manager Daniel Wasinger, as well as the first W of the season for South
Bend.

THE NEW FOUR WINDS FIELD - With stadium construction being the story of the last two off-seasons at Four Winds Field, a
48-million-dollar has been completed leading into the 2026 season. A new natural playing field was installed for the 2025 seasons.
In addition, last season’s renovations featured brand new stadium seats across the ballpark,, the Kids Fun Zone being moved to the
right field corner, and the brand new splash pad complete past the left-center field wall. ‘Phase Two’ of the construction project has
finished up with the installation of the new second deck, featuring new suites and party deck areas. As well as the South Bend Cubs
Event Building in the left field corner, which will be headlined by the newly constructed 11/11 Club presented by Bacardi. It will
feature an indoor climate controlled environment and outdoor second level balcony seating to accommodate 100 to 250 guests.

EXTRA INNINGS - South Bend was 2-8 in games going to extra innings last season. They have yet to play an extra innings game
this season.

2026 COACHING STAFF - Daniel Wasinger begins his first season as South Bend Cubs manager after serving as the team’s bench
coach in 2025. The former Arizona Diamondbacks farmhand catcher was originally drafted by the Chicago Cubs out of high school,
before getting selected by the DBacks out of college. He is joined by first year pitching coaches Henry Haack and JC Bonilla. As
well as third year hitting coach, and former Boston Red Sox infielder Nate Spears, and hitting coach Chris Pieters, a 2017 South
Bend Cub. Development Coach Max Anastasio also jumps into his first season in South Bend.
