BEES BUZZ TO A WIN

The E-Train fell 5-3 on Friday night. The Bees plated
a pair of runs on three hits in the first inning. CF
Nelson Rada and DH Chris Taylor got aboard with a
walk and a single, respectively. 1B Carter Kieboom
sent Rada home with a single up the middle and
2B Cavan Biggio was hit by a pitch with the bases
juiced, giving Salt Lake an early 2-0O advantage.
Salt Lake added another run in the second on
Kieboom’s second RBI single of the night. In the
bottom of the frame, Round Rock opened with
four consecutive hits, including RBI singles from
C Omar Narvaez and RF Billy McKinney. 3B Alex
De Goti tied the game on his sacrifice fly to right
field, bringing the score to 3-3 after two complete.
The Bees took a 4-3 lead in the seventh as 2B
Cavan Biggio grounded into a fielder’s choice that
sent Kieboom home from third. In the top of the
ninth, 3B Brandon Drury drew a bases-loaded walk
bringing Kieboom in to score. The Express drew
three walks in the bottom of the ninth to load the
bags but LHP Victor Gonzalez got out of the jam
for a 5-3 Bees victory.

LHP Michael Plassmeyer is set for his 26th
appearance and 15th start. The lefty has tossed 90.2
innings which is the most in a season since 2022
(128.1). Among pitchers with 90.0 innings or more
in the PCL this year, his 4.86 ERA (49 ER/90.2 IP) is
fourth while he is third in WHIP (1.37). The 28-year-
old was a fourth-round selection by Seattle in the
2018 MLB Draft from the University of Missouri.

HARRIS STAYS HOT

CF Dustin Harris now has a 12-game hitting streak
after going 2-for-3 on Friday night. Harris is
slashing .404/.456/.596/1.052 with eight doubles,
a triple, four RBI, ten runs scored, eight strikeouts,
five walks and five stolen bases during the streak
that began on August 15.

HAUVER HEATER

LF Trevor Hauver has a hit in each of his last eight
games, batting .370 (10-27) with a .500 OBP in
that span. Hauver has a hit in every game this
series with four RBI, four runs, three walks and six
strikeouts. Since August 16, 2024, he is first in the
PCL in on-base percentage (.420) and third in OPS
(.920) (min. 400 PA).

STOLEN BAGS

The Express are at 159 stolen bases for the year
and are two away from breaking the single-season
franchise record set in 2004 (160). OF Kellen
Strahm (32) leads the team in stolen bases with
Dustin Harris in second (31).

AN EYE ON THE STANDINGS

Round Rock is 4.0 games out of first place with
22 games remaining. Their next three series comes
against Salt Lake, at Albuguerque and back home
to face Sugar Land. Those three teams own a
combined second half record of 73-89. The Express
end the year at Sacramento (33-22).
