SKIPPER: Pedro Lopez enters his 21st year as a minor league manager and third 
guiding the Isotopes. He is the eighth manager in club history ... Spent 2021 as 
Albuquerque’s hitting coach and 2022 as its bench coach ... Notched his 1,000th career 
managerial victory June 4, 2023 at Salt Lake, 7-1 ... Managed in the Texas Rangers 
(2001-05, 2007) and New York Mets (2011-19) organizations while claiming the 2014 
Eastern League Championship with Double-A Binghamton. Lopez was drafted in the 
21st round by the San Diego Padres in the 1988 MLB Draft and spent 13 years in the 
minor leagues, reaching Triple-A on four occasions.

CHRIS MICHALAK: Begins his third season as Isotopes pitching coach ... Pitched for 
the Albuquerque Dukes in 2000, followed by stints with the Isotopes in 2004 and 2008 
... Started second-to-last game in Dukes history, giving up two runs in 6.0 innings during 
Game 4 of a PCL First Round playoff series at Memphis Sept. 9, 2000 ... Appeared in 
61 Major League games (24 starts) over five seasons with the Arizona Diamondbacks 
(1998), Toronto Blue Jays (2001) Texas Rangers (2001-02) and Cincinnati Reds (2006) 
... 12th round selection by the Athletics in 1993 ... Has been in the coaching ranks 
since 2009, including stops as the pitching coach for the Hagerstown Suns (2010-11), 
Potomac Nationals (2012-13) and Harrisburg Senators (2014-17). He was also the Minor 
League pitching coordinator for the Miami Marlins form 2018-20 and coached in the 
Washington Nationals organization from 2021-22. 

MICHAEL RYAN: Enters his second year with the Rockies organization as the Isotopes 
bench coach ... The former outfielder played in 33 games for the Isotopes and hit nine 
homers during the 2008 campaign. He and Michalak were teammates on that squad for 
four days in late July ... Entered the coaching ranks in 2012 as a coach for the Double-A 
Altoona Curve (Pirates). He then managed in the Pirates organization at three levels for 
seven seasons with stops at Single-A West Virginia (2013-14), High-A Bradenton (2015-

AARON MUNOZ: Takes over as Isotopes hitting coach after Jordan Pacheco was 
named one of two new hitting coaches for the Colorado Rockies on May 12 ... Began 
the 2025 season as the hitting coach for the ACL Rockies ... Spent nine seasons 
(2016-2024) as the Rockies bullpen catcher ... Was Isotopes bullpen catcher in 2015 ... 
Originally drafted by the Blue Jays in the 34th round of the MLB Draft ... Played parts of 
four seasons in the Minor Leagues (2011-14), making it to Double-A.
