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Aug. 27: Flying Squirrels 3, RubberDucks 2: Wuilfredo Antunez
homered and Guy Lipscomb added an RBI single, but Richmond
three-run second inning was enough to take game two.

Today'’s starting pitcher: Josh Hartle makes his second Double-A
start on Thursday. The left-hander is coming off a no-decision against
New Hampshire last week after allowing three runs over four innings
while striking out two. Those three runs were the first earned runs
allowed by Hartle since July 6. After allowing five runs on June 29
against West Michigan, Hartle has allowed just nine runs (seven
earned) in nine starts. Hartle enters Thursday night ranking second in
the Guardians organization in ERA (2.52), tied second in starts (23),

third in average against (.205) and WHIP (1.10), tied third in wins (10),

fifth in innings pitched (107.1), and seventh in strikeouts (102).

Playoff Picture: The RubberDucks enter Thursday third place in the
Eastern League Southwest Division second half race. Akron is two
games back and Harrisburg is a game back of Altoona with 16 games
left.

.313/.382/.438 in 12 games with the RubberDucks with four extra-
base hits, eight RBI and eight runs scored.

Please note that for print coverage, RubberDucks is spelled as one word with a capital “D.” In broadcast coverage, referring to
the team as ‘the ‘Ducks” is an acceptable variation of the team’s nickname.
