Prospecting: The Nuts have six of MLB Pipeline’s Top 30 A’s prospects: No. 7 prospect (Tommy White), No. 10 (Joshua Kuroda-
Grauer), No. 12 (Steven Echavarria), No. 17 (Ryan Lasko), No. 18 (Rodney Green, Jr.) and No. 28 (Nate Nankil).

League Overview: With Lansing’s loss and West Michigan rained out last night, the Lugnuts trail the Whitecaps for first place in 
the East Division by 3.5 games with 40 games played and 26 games remaining in the first half,. The winners of the East and West 
Division in each of the 66-game halves clinch postseason berths.

Streaks Snapped: Both T.J. Schofield-Sam and Tommy White were held hitless, ending Schofield-Sam’s 12-game hitting streak 
and White’s 17-game hitting streak. Schofield-Sam did draw a walk and was hit by a pitch to extend his on-base streak to 13 games.

At the Plate: The Lugnuts rank second in the Midwest League in batting average (.264), tied for first in base hits (348), second in 
doubles (80), second in on-base percentage (.361) and are the toughest team to strike out (272).

In the Field: The Nuts are the second best defensive group in the league, posting a .980 fielding percentage with only 27 errors 
committed in 1,406 chances. Only West Michigan (26 errors, 1,410 chances, .982) ranks higher. Lansing went error-free yesterday, 
committed only two errors in six games against South Bend, and committed only two errors in the prior series at the Whitecaps.

On the Mound: Lansing’s pitching corps is first in the league in holds (19), first in fewest HBPs (14), first in fewest balks (3) and 
tied for second in fewest walks (143).

DK at the Helm: The 19th manager in Lugnuts history is Darryl Kennedy, entering his second year in the A’s organization. Kennedy 
distinguished himself as a catcher at Manatee Community College before starring at the University of North Florida and was named 
an NCAA All-American in 1991 en route to North Florida’s Hall of Fame, inducted in 2017. Kennedy played in the Minor Leagues 
for seven seasons, including parts of four seasons in Triple-A. Following his 1997 retirement, he immediately began managing, 
leading the Gulf Coast League Rangers to the 1998 GCL Championship. Kennedy won a second title with the GCL Rangers in 
2000, moving on to stops in the Florida State League, Northwest League and Texas League through 2006. Upon joining the Roy-
als’ organization, Kennedy managed in the Appalachian League, Carolina League, Pioneer League, Arizona League and Texas 
League through 2020. He served as bench coach for the KBO’s Hanwha Eagles from 2021 through 2023 before joining the A’s as 
Double-A Midland’s assistant hitting coach in 2024.

2011: Bowling Green scored seven runs in the 2nd inning for a 7-2 lead, but the Lugnuts rallied past the Hot Rods, 13-9, with a 
20-hit attack (and going 10-for-24 with RiSP, plus 12 runners left on base). 1-2-3 hitters Markus Brisker, Carlos Perez and Kevin 
Nolan each collected three hits, and Nolan drove in four runs. This was the start of three straight overwhelming Lugnuts offensive 
performances against the Hot Rods at Cooley Law School Stadium.

2015: The Lugnuts wrapped up a four-game home sweep of South Bend with a 17-2 rout, the most runs scored by the Nuts in a 
game since they plated 18 on 8-26-13 vs. Dayton. Chase De Jong threw 8 2/3 innings (5 hits, 2 runs, 5 K’s, 0 walks), one out shy 
of his first complete game. The Nuts broke the game open with eight runs against MSU Spartan David Garner in the sixth inning. 
The Lugnuts had eight extra-base hits, seven of them doubles.
