
SAINTS CAN'T FINISH OFF TWIN BILL SWEEP WEDNESDAY: After leaning on a pair of two-run homers 
from Mickey Gasper and Mike Ford in a 5-1 victory in game one, the Saints fell behind courtesy of 
a pair of early Indianapolis longballs in game two, falling 2-4 in the nightcap to settle for a split 
of a pair of 7-inning games Wednesday night at CHS Field. Carson McCusker collected a hit and 
an RBI in each game, extending his hitting streak to a Saints-best eight straight games. The 6-8 
slugger out of Nevada has also driven in a run in three straight games to open the series against 
Indy. He went 2-for-6 with a double and 2 RBI and is off to a 3-for-11 start with 6 RBI on the 
homestand, including a Tuesday afternoon grand slam. The St. Paul bullpen covered 6.1 of the 
14 innings on the night and allowed just one run, good for a 1.42 ERA as Brady Feigl, Richard 
Lovelady, Jacob Bosiokovic, and Ryan Jensen all turned in scoreless appearances. Feigl got the 
win in his Saints debut with a pair of scoreless frames in the opener. Since sweeping their first 
doubleheader as a Triple-A franchise in June of 2021 at Louisville, the Saints have played 14 
doubleheaders without a sweep since then.

GIVE ME ALL THE RUNS: After Tuesday's season-high 16 runs scored and 7 plated between both 
games of the doubleheader on Wednesday, the Saints now rank 11th out of 20 International 
League teams in runs-per-game, averaging 4.8/game entering play on Thursday. The Saints rank  
seventh in team batting average (.255) and fourth in OPS (.764) in the International League 
so far this year. In their nine wins this season, the Saints have scored 62 runs (an average 
of 6.9/game) while in their 11 losses, they've scored just 23 (2.1/game). One of the Saints 
inconsistencies in run-scoring has been hitting with runners in scoring position. After a 9-for-18 
showing on Tuesday and going 4-for-10 in the DH on Wednesday, they now rank fourth in the 
International League with a .284 average (54-190) w/ RISP). In their nine wins this year, St. Paul 
are hitting .347 (41-118) situationally and just .181 (13-72) in their 11 losses.

McCUSKER MASHING: Saints outfielder Carson McCusker is crushing the ball to open the season 
and currently ranks 2nd in Triple-A in average exit velocity to start the year (see below). The 6-8 
slugger has hit all six of his homers in the past 13 games. He ranks t-3rd for the minor league 
lead in homers (see below) and he is tied for the most HR in the minor leagues since April 9, the 
date of his first homer. McCusker has two of the top-5 hardest hit balls by a St. Paul hitter this 
season and four of the top-10, including a 114.2 mph single on April 2 in Columbus that ranks 
t-9th in exit velocity in Saints history. While his top-end exit velos are impressive, he also ranks 
3rd the International League with a 63.9% hard-hit rate (min 40 PA), meaning over 60% of his 
batted balls are put in play at 95 mph or harder.

NOT SO FAST!: Saints catcher Jair Camargo is off to an excellent start to the year controlling the 
running game and currently ranks t-3rd in baseball (MLB and minor leagues) in total runners 
caught stealing so far this season (see below). The Colombian backstop has thrown out 54.5% of 
would-be base stealers so far (10-22) and has caught at least one runner stealing in eight of his 
11 games behind the plate.

WALKIN' DOWN THE LINE: St. Paul's 98 walks drawn as an offense currently ranks t-4th in the 
International League entering play Tuesday, but on a walks-per-game basis, they rank 2nd in the 
league averaging 4.9 bases on balls per game. The Saints' .362 team on-base percentage also 
leads the International League. The Saints have taken four or more bases on balls in 13-of-20 
contests so far this year. Emmanuel Rodriguez currently leads the Saints with 13 walks drawn on 
the season. The 22-year-old Dominican has now drawn 213 base on balls since 2023, his first 
season in A-ball, which is top-25 in the minor leagues over that span (currently 23rd). 

START ME UP: The Saints starting rotation has gotten off to a solid start to the year, spinning a 
3.38 ERA among starters that ranks 7th in the International League. If you throw out Andrew 
Morris' outing last Wednesday in Iowa (7 ER, 3.2 IP), the Saints starting staff have a 2.71 ERA 
(23 ER, 76.1 IP), which would rank 2nd in the Triple-A circuit. The rotation went off with a bang 
to start the season when David Festa, Zebby Matthews, and then Andrew Morris all went at least 
5.0 shutout in three consecutive starts, the first time in Saints history that three consecutive St. 
Paul starters have done so. (It's only the second time ever that Saints starters have not allowed 
a run in three consecutive games with the last coming from June 29-July 1, 2023 when Randy 
Dobnak and Blayne Enlow threw 5.0 shutout in back-to-back games before Dallas Kuechel went 
4.1 scoreless the following night, all against Gwinnett).

THE STARS OF TOMORROW, TODAY: The Saints' current roster features eight of Minnesota's Top-30 
prospects according to MLB.com and nine according to Baseball America while also touting four 
of Minnesota's top-10 prospects on the MLB Pipeline list. The Twins prospects in the rankings 
include OF Emmanuel Rodriguez (No 2. MLB.com, No. 2 BA), RHP Zebby Matthews (-/4), 
RHP Marco Raya (6/8), RHP Andrew Morris (9/10), RHP Cory Lewis (11/20), INF Payton Eeles 
(23/17-currently on 7-day IL), RHP Travis Adams (22/22), C Diego Cartaya (24/21), & C Jair 
Camargo (-/23). Rodriguez checks in at the No. 19 on the MLB Pipeline's top-100 prospects and 
No. 37 on Baseball America's list.

TWINS REPORT: The Minnesota Twins (9-15) have won back-to-back at home vs the White Sox 
since being swept in Atlanta. Last night, Trevor Larnach roped a solo homer in the sixth, his third 
of the year, to break a 3-3 tie in an eventual 6-3 win. David Festa went 4.0 innings and allowed 2 
ER before he was optioned back to St. Paul (he has a 1.38 ERA w/ 15 SO, 5 BB in 13.0 IP across 
three starts w/ MIN). Luke Keaschall stole two bases and has five swipes in his first five career 
games, tied for the most in MLB since 1901. Down on the farm, Double-A Wichita (10-7) have 
won four straight after a win in extras last night. Outfielder Kyler Fedko, a 12th round pick out 
of UConn by the Twins in 2021, has reached base in 13 consecutive games to start the year and 
is hitting .333 with a 1.162 OPS that leads all qualifying Minnesota farmhands. High-A Cedar 
Rapids (11-5) have won four in-a-row and Low-A Fort Myers (9-8) saw their three-game win streak 
come to an end last night. 20-year-old Dylan Questad, a 5th round HS pick out of Wisconsin in 
'23, has fanned 18-of-43 batters faced (41.9%) and has a 1.38 ERA in 13.0 IP for Fort Myers.

CAREER NOTES

LAST APPEARANCE: Pitched around traffic in his first two innings, including leaving 
the bases loaded with the help of an inning-ending double play in the second, 
before firing a clean 1-2-3 third to finish his day on Thursday in Iowa. Struck out 
two hitters on the four-seam fastball and one on the slider, inducing seven total 
swings-and-misses on the afternoon (led by three on the cutter).

YOUNG GUNS: After making St. Paul’s Opening Day roster following one appearance 
with the Saints to end last season, Raya is one of just six pitchers aged 22-years 
or younger to begin the 2025 season on a Triple-A roster. At 22 years, 7 months, 
and 21 days as of Opening Day, Raya is more than five years younger than the 
average pitcher at the Triple-A level this season. The youngest pitchers that 
opened this season at the Triple-A level are listed below:

A LONG WAIT: A fourth-round pick in 2020, Raya had to wait a while to make his 
professional debut. After entering the year as a 1st Team Preseason All-American, 
his senior season at United South High School in Laredo, Texas was limited to 
just 18.0 innings in which he struck out 36 batters. His final high school outing 
was a complete-game, one-hit shutout. However due to the COVID-19 shutdown, 
followed by a right rotator cuff strain, Raya threw his first  professional pitch on 
April 12, 2022, 670 days after hearing the Twins call his name in the Draft.

THAT’S MARK, WITH A K: Raya, who’s full legal name is Marco Antonio Raya, 
goes by Mark, despite not having a “K” in his legal name. He said you’d have 
to ask his dad as to why --- he’s listed as “Marco” everywhere on Major League 
Baseball’s websites.

GOOD GENES: Athletes run in the Raya family. Mark’s mother played college tennis, 
his father played baseball at Nixon, while his sister made it to regionals as a 
junior and senior at United South HS in hurdles. Raya’s borther also holds the 
Texas A&M International career strikeout record (127) despite only pitching two 
years for the Dustdevils in Division 2.
