FOUR-RUN FOURTH NOT ENOUGH IN 9-7 LOSS
Despite home runs from Andrew Pintar and Matthew
Etzel during a four-run fourth, the Jumbo Shrimp fell 9-7 in
Tuesday's series opener to the Bulls. Durham jumped out
to a 3-1 lead over the first three innings of the game before
Jacksonville grabbed control in the fourth. However, the
Bulls scored twice in the fifth to tie and then Blake Sabol's
solo shot in the sixth gave them a lead they would not
relinquish. Another Durham run in the seventh followed by
two in the eighth made it 9-5. The Jumbo Shrimp scored on
a pair of sacrifice flies in the ninth to get things to 9-7.

DEFENSE AGAINST THE DARK ARTS

Jacksonville has yielded the second-fewest runs (110) in
Triple-A while posting the level's third-best ERA (3.74).
While the club leads all Triple-A staffs in strikeouts (314),
the Jumbo Shrimp have also done a phenomenal job at
turning batted balls put into play into outs; Jacksonville
leads Triple-A by turning 73.5 percent of balls put into play
into outs. Only 12 clubs have recorded a rate of at least 70
percent this season.

STARTER FLUID

Jacksonwville starting pitchers have yielded two runs or
fewer in 17 of the last 21 games. During this stretch, Jumbo
Shrimp lid-lifters have ceded only 33 runs, 31 earned, on

62 hits (5.4 H/9) in 103.1 innings for a 2.70 ERA, totaling

44 walks (3.8 BB/9) against 110 strikeouts (9.6 K/9). On

the season, Jacksonville starters collectively lead Triple-A

in batting average against (.181) and WHIP (1.09) while
ranking second in ERA (3.25) and strikeouts (142), third in
innings pitched (130.0), fewest hits allowed (83) and GO/AO
(1.25) ad fourth in fewest runs allowed (49). Of the club's 28
games this season, Jumbo Shrimp starters have surrendered
more than three runs just three times.

HOUSE OF HORRORS

Since rejoining Triple-A in 2021, the team Jacksonville has
struggled the most against is by far the Durham Bulls. The
Jumbo Shrimp are just 44-68 (.393) against the Bulls. In
Durham, Jacksonville is just 21-34 (.382), getting outscored
by a 316-258 margin. The Jumbo Shrimp have won only
three of the nine series the clubs have played at the DBAP
since 2021.

FRIENDS CLOSE, ENEMIES CLOSER

Fifteen of Jacksonville's last 17 games, and 22 of their 28
(78.6 percent) on the season, have been decided by three
runs or fewer. The Jumbo Shrimp are now 10-12 (.455) thus
far in 2026 in these narrowly-decided matchups. In 2025,
the Jumbo Shrimp went 58-34 (.630) in games decided

by three runs or fewer, meaning 65.2 percent of their 89
victories came by those slim margins. The 2025 Jumbo
Shrimp tied Indianapolis for the most one-run victories
(29) in MiLB. Those 29 one-run wins were the most for a
Jacksonwville club since 2014 Suns won 35 such games.

KEMPIRE STATE OF MIND

Jacksonville outfielder Kemp Alderman got off to a slow
start to the season. Through his first 11 games, Alderman
was just 5-for-35 (.143/.318/.200/.518) with only one
triple, one RBI, eight walks, seven runs and 18 strikeouts
over 44 plate appearances (40.9 percent strikeout rate).
The Decatur, Miss., native has surged since then; Over

his last 14 games, Alderman is a scorching 17-for-52
(.327/.386/.615/1.001) at the plate with three doubles, four
home runs, nine RBIs, four walks and 10 runs scored. He
has fanned 18 times in 57 plate appearances, lowering his
strikeout rate to 31.6 percent during this span.

SPILLED INK

Jacksonville's bullpen came into their April 19 matchup vs.
Charlotte with a 1.41 ERA in their previous 15 games (64.0
IP, 27 H, 3.8 H/9, 11 R, 10 ER, 32 BB, 4.5 BB/9, 94 K, 13.2
K/9). However, over the past eight games, Jumbo Shrimp
relievers have surrendered 28 runs, 25 earned in just 28.2
innings for a 7.85 ERA. During this stretch, Jacksonville relief
pitchers have combined to yield 36 hits (11.3 H/9) while
walking 13 (4.1 BB/9) against 40 strikeouts (12.6 K/9).

SHRIMP BITES

Jacksonville has not bested Durham in a six-game series
since taking four of six from April 2-7, 2024 in the Bull City...
The Jumbo Shrimp are 17-for-46 (.370) with runners in
scoring position over the last five games. They were hitting
.179 in those situations over the first 23 contests of the
year... Jacksonville is 12-12 in April, meaning, with one more
loss over the next two days, the club would suffer its first
non-winning April since going 10-15 in April 2019.

-In 2019, Fulton underwent Tommy John Surgery, which caused him to miss his
senior year at Mustang High School (Okla.). The Marlins picked him in the second
round, 40th overall, and signed him away from his commitment to the University of
Oklahoma for $2.4 million - a record for a prep pitcher who missed his entire senior
season with injury.

-Fulton has undergone two Tommy John Surgeries, the latter of which caused him to
miss the entirety of the 2024 season.

-Had he gone to the University of Oklahoma, Fulton has said he was planning to
major in pre-law.

-In his spare time, Fulton enjoys playing the guitar. While with Double-A Pensacola,
he roomed with right-handed pitcher Evan Fitterer, who also plays the guitar.

-Fulton was promoted to Jacksonville from Double-A Pensacola on August 26. At the
time of his promotion, Fulton was 12th in the Southern League in strikeouts (96) and
tied for 16th in games started (18).

-With Pensacola, Fulton held opposing left-handed hitters to a .221/.340/.352/.692
batting line in 127 plate appearances. Right-handed batters slashed
.271/.363/.367/.130 in 222 plate appearances.

-Over his first 10 starts with the Blue Wahoos, Fulton went 3-4 with a 3.60 ERA (45.0
IP, 43 H, 24 R, 18 ER, 3 HR, 26 BB, 49 K, .240 BAA). Howver, over his final nine outings,
eight of them starts with Pensacola, he was 2-6 with a 7.23 ERA (42.1 IP, 43 H, 35R, 34
