Powerful Planez: Alexfri Planez is on a recent power surge. The
Ducks outfielder has five home runs in his last 14 games including two
first inning homers. Over his last 10 games, Planez is batting
.333/.378/.619 with three doubles and seven RBI. His 14 hits and 26
total bases in his last 10 games are the most on Akron. He went on a
nine-game hitting streak from June 1-12, picking up 16 hits in those
nine games.

The RubberDucks love Lampe: Joe Lampe has been one of the
RubberDucks best hitters recently. During the road trip in Portland,
Lampe collected nine hits, four RBI and four stolen bases. After
leading the team in several offensive categories in May, Lampe is
batting .351 with six RBI so far in 37 June at-bats.
