“FUN IS GOOD" FACTOIDS

LAST TIME OUT: The St. Paul Saints bullpen combined to toss 6.0 scoreless innings while the bats backed the effort, outhitting the
Omaha Storm Chasers 16-4 in a 9-5 victory on Friday night at CHS Field. Under rainy conditions, Ryan Gallagher walked a career-
high five batters, all of which came around to score, and was nearly chased in the first inning when he exceed 30 pitches. In the
bottom of the first, Hendry Mendez laced an RBI single to center to cut into the deficit. Matt Wallner made it 3-2 Omaha with a base
hit two batters later. The Saints tied it up in the second before both teams traded a pair of runs each in the third. Ricardo Olivar's
first Triple-A hit, a flair shot to center, tied the game at 5-5 in the bottom half. Marco Raya shut the Storm Chasers down for the next
three innings while fanning three and allowing just one hit without a walk. In the sixth, Fedko and Aaron Sabato drew consecutive
bases loaded walks to take the lead. Drew Smith and Grant Hartwig shut down Omaha the rest of the way.

SIR HENDRY: Saints outfielder Hendry Mendez has homered in back-to-back games for the second time in his pro career, last
doing so on May 15-16, 2025 with Double-A Reading. Since being called up to Triple-A St. Paul on May 5, he has reached base in
14 consecutive games, the second player in the Saints' franchise history for a player making their debut at the level (see below).
The Twins' No. 12 ranked prospect per MLB.com has an active 23 game reached base streak going back to April 21 including his
time this year with Double-A Wichita.

LEADING OFF WITH A BANG: After most recently adding an inning-opening blast to their ledger on Thursday, the Saints lead
baseball with 24 homers to lead off innings this year. Kaelen Culpepper (5), Orlando Arcia (4), Aaron Sabato (3), Alex Jackson
(2), and Emmanuel Rodriguez (2) have all touched off for at least two home runs to lead off an inning each this year.

FEDKO, DON'T YA KNOW: Saints outfielder Kyler Fedko produced his second four extra-base hit game this year on Wednesday,
going 4-for-5 with 2 HR & 2 doubles. It marks Fedko's first game with four or more extra bases since his 3-homer, triple game on
April 12 @Toledo, a performance in which Fedko tied the Saints' franchise record by notching 15 total bases. Fedko is one of two
players in either MLB or MiLB with multiple games of 4+ XBH this season (there have been a total of 16 such performances,
including none so far in MLB). Fedko currently ranks 4th in the International League in slugging% (.599) and 9th in OPS (.975) on
the season. Starting with his three-homer game in Toledo, the Pittsburgh-area native is slashing, .339/.433/.725, ranking 3rd in the
IL in OPS (1.158, min 100 PA) in 29 games over that stretch.

DOMO ARIGATO, MR. SABATO: Saints first baseman Aaron Sabato has homered three times in the last six games and eight
times in his previous 15 games (he is tied for the MiLB lead in homers since May 5, matched only by Wilmington's Devin Fitz-
Gerald with 8 apiece). After riding the bench in 12 of the first 16 games of the season for St. Paul, Sabato has started 27 of 32
games since April 16. In that stretch, the former UNC Tarheel is hitting .337 (32-for-95) with all ten of his homers this year and is
producing an 1.190 OPS that ranks 2nd among all Triple-A hitters with at least 100 PA in that run. Although he is not yet a

"qualified" hitter, Sabato ranks 2nd among all IL hitters with at least 80 PA in slugging% (.694) and ranks 3rd in OPS (1.066) overall g

on the season.

SAINTLY SLUGGERS: After blasting a ridiculous 24 home runs in a seven-game span from May 2-9, the Saints have hit 13 round-
trippers in their last 10 games since. Over their last 18 contests (circa May 2), the Saints rank t-3rd in MLB/MiLB in homers (37),
lead all of baseball in team OPS (.990) and SLG% (.575), and are t-2nd in runs scored (144, 8.0/gm). The Saints have homered in
28 of their past 35 games and have not gone back-to-back games without a homer since April 10-11 in Toledo. The Saints currently
tout eight hitters with at least five homers on the season, but only as recently as Wednesday saw their first two hitters (Fedko &

Sabato) reached double-digits (there are currently 32 hitters with at least 10 homers in MiLB entering Saturday).

YOU'RE HOT & YOU'RE COLD...: Although the Saints have dropped four of their last six games after Friday, St. Paul are still 16-8

over their past 24 games since April 25, tied for the 3rd-best record in Triple-A in that span (Rochester are 17-7). During the run, the
Saints have outscored their opponents 172-123 (+49) after they were a -38 (112-150) over their first 24 games to start the season in
which they went 9-15. Over their last 24 games, St. Paul rank 2nd in the Int'| League in team AVG, OPS, and runs scored (all trailing
Charlotte). Although their staff ERA in that run ranks 9th, their SO:BB ratio of 2.48 is 4th in the Int'| League.
