PROBABLE STARTERS

JACK ON THE HILL: Jack Cebert retired 12 straight batters to finish his 8th career 
Double-A start last Thursday at NH. In the outing, Cebert allowed two runs off four hits, 
fanning six batters without a walk across 5.2 IP. Cebert’s 5.2 IP matched a Double-A 
career-high he set on May 15 vs. BNG. Across his last five outings, Cebert has struck out 
29 batters, while walking just four in 24.0 IP.
PUNCHOUT PATS: Somerset pitchers Xavier Rivas (4 K), Michael Arias (4 K), Trent 
Sellers (4 K), Hayden Merda (2 K), Chris Kean (2 K) and Tony Rossi (3 K) combined for 19 K 
on Wednesday night. The 19 strikeouts marked a franchise-record for a nine-inning game 
and fell one-shy of Somerset’s franchise-record 20 K on 8/25/22 vs. NH (10 innings).
SOMERSET SHOVING: Somerset's pitching staff enters today with 808 K to lead 
Double-A and rank 7th in MiLB. Since June 9, Somerset's staff ERA of 3.74 leads 
Double-A and ranks 8th among full season MiLB teams. On Wednesday, the Patriots’ 
pitching staff allowed two or fewer earned runs for the fifth time in the last seven games. 
In that span, the Patriots have struck out 73 batters while allowing just 22 walks.
BRIDGEWATER BOMBERS: The Patriots' 5-3 win Wednesday included two homers, 
the second straight game the Patriots have mashed multiple homers. It’s the first time the 
Patriots have hit two-plus homers in consecutive games since June 7 at HBG and June 
9 vs. BNG. Somerset's 118 HR this year lead all Double-A teams and rank 4th in MiLB 
out of 120 teams. The Patriots have hit multiple homers in 34 of 77 (44.2%) games this 
season, including an MLB and MiLB record (since 2005) 12 straight games with multiple 
HR from 4/26-5/8. The Patriots hit multiple homers in 35/138 games (25.4%) in 2025.
THE SCOOP ON COOP: It was announced on Tuesday that Somerset Patriots manager 
James Cooper will represent the Patriots and the Yankees as the third base coach for 
the American League at the MLB All-Star Futures Game in Philadelphia on July 12th. 
Currently in his fifth season with the Yankees and his fourth as a manager, Cooper was 
the 2023 FCL Manager of the Year in his first year managing at the minor league level. He 
also managed the Arizona Fall League's Mesa Solar Sox in 2023.
JAMMIN' JACE: On Wednesday, Jace Avina hit his 16th HR of the year in the first 
inning, surpassing his previous career-high of 15 HR in 2022 as a member of the Brewers 
organization. His 16 HR lead all active Patriots and are T-3rd in the Yankees organization. 
Since coming off the IL on 6/17, he is 14-for-45 (.311) with 2 HR, 9 RBI, 4 XBH and 5 BB.
ACTION JACKSON: In Wednesday’s win, Jackson Castillo registered his second 
consecutive multi-hit game to extend his hit streak to four games and on-base streak to 
nine games. During Castillo’s on-base streak, he’s 13-for-33, slashing .394/.447/.667 with 
two HR, seven RBI and five XBH. In his 57th game of the season Tuesday, Castillo clubbed 
his 7th HR of the year to match the total number of homers he hit last year in exactly 
half the amount of games (114 games). Across his last 20 games dating back to June 9 
vs. BNG, Castillo is batting .304 with six HR, 19 RBI and 10 XBH. Castillo’s 19 RBI in that 
span lead the Eastern League, while his six HR are tied for fourth.
MAMBA MENTALITY: In Wednesday’s win, Coby Morales notched his first career 
Double-A triple to lead off the third inning. It marked Morales’ first triple since 6/4/25 
at ABD. Morales has notched an XBH in six of his last seven games. He’s rocked eight 
XBH in that span, including five in his last three games. Across his last seven games, he’s 
raised his season-long OPS from .834 to .880.
DJ KEEPS CLUBBING: On Wednesday, DJ Gladney smacked a two-run go-ahead homer 
in the seventh inning for his 14th long ball of the season. Gladney’s home run marked his 
eighth go-ahead homer to lead all active Patriots. Gladney’s 14 homers since May 2 rank 
second in the Eastern League and fourth in Double-A.
FIRST INNING FIREWORKS: Jace Avina hammered a first-inning two-run homer in 
Wednesday’s win over Hartford. The HR gave Somerset an Eastern League-leading 60 
first inning runs this season, which rank second in Double-A (CC - 62).
HOME SWEET HOME: Somerset plays Game 3 of a season-long 12-game homestand 
after finishing its season-long 12-game road trip on Sunday. The Patriots are 18-24 away 
from home this year, while they are 23-12 at home. Somerset's 11-game over .500 mark 
at home rank 2nd in the Eastern League (Richmond - 20).
CARDIAC PATS: Wednesday’s 5-3 win over HFD marked the 12th time Somerset has 
played a game decided by two or fewer runs in its last 18 contests. Somerset played in 
its eighth one-run game out of the last 16 during the first leg of Saturday’s doubleheader 
split. Dating back to May 29, 13 of the Patriots' last 29 games have been decided by one 
run. Somerset’s 29 one-run games this season rank 2nd in the Eastern League.

JAMES COOPER: Manager (1st year)
James Cooper enters his first season as manager of the Somerset Patriots, his fifth overall year in the Yankees organization and his fourth consecutive as a minor league manager. He spent the 2025 
season as the manager of the High-A Hudson Valley Renegades, after serving as manager of the Single-A Tampa Tarpons in 2024 and beginning his minor league managerial career with the FCL 
Yankees in 2023. Under Cooper’s leadership in 2025, Hudson Valley finished with a franchise-record 79 wins (79-50), being eliminated from playoff contention on the final day of the regular season. 
During the season, the Renegades finished second in AVG (.235), H (970), OBP (.336), SLG (.363), OPS (.699), third in R (598) and HR (547). In 2024 at the helm for Tampa, the Tarpons led the FSL in 
SB, while ranking second in AVG, H and 2B, and fourth in OPS. During Cooper’s first assignment with the Yankees organization in 2022, he served as defensive coach for the FCL Yankees, where he 
helped the team with the 2022 FCL Championship. The following season, Cooper made his managerial debut with the FCL Yankees and was named the Florida Complex League Manager of the Year in 
2023, when his team led the FCL in runs, hits, triples, RBIs, AVG, OBP, SLG and OPS.

MIKE FRANSOSO: Hitting Coach (2nd year)
Mike Fransoso enters his second season as a coach in Somerset and within the Yankees organization. Under Fransoso’s leadership during the 2025 season, the Patriots’ offense ranked among the 
Eastern League leaders with 129 HR (2nd), a .691 OPS (4th) and 600 R (5th). Fransoso played for the Somerset Patriots (2018-2019) during the team’s run as an independent team and also the Pitts-
burgh Pirates organization (2013-2015). He previously coached in the Seattle Mariners organization (2021-2024), serving as the hitting coach and interim manager for the Double-A Arkansas Travelers 
in 2024, when he helped manage the team to a Southern League Championship.

DEMETRE KOKORIS: Pitching  Coach (1st year)
Demetre Kokoris enters his first season in Somerset and second with the Yankees. He served as the pitching coach in Hudson Valley in 2025 and guided the team to a league-best 2.82 ERA and 20 
shutouts. Prior to joining the Yankees, Kokoris, coached in the Texas Rangers (2022-2024) and Toronto Blue Jays (2019-2021) organizations. He spent the 2023 and 2024 seasons as the bullpen coach 
for the Triple-A Round Rock Express, and was the pitching coach for the Single-A Down East Wood Ducks in 2022. Prior to joining the Rangers, he was the pitching coach for the Short-Season Class-A 
Vancouver Canadians (2019-20) and was a rehab pitching coach (2021) with the Blue Jays. Before entering the professional coaching ranks, Kokoris was a college pitching coach at Chemeketa 
Community College, Point Loma Nazarene University, and Santa Barbara City College. He has also served as the pitching coach for the Greek National Team since 2021.

UZIEL VILORIA: Defensive Coach (2nd year)
Uziel Viloria enters his second consecutive season as a defensive coach in Somerset and his second season with the Yankees organization. Under his leadership in 2025, the Patriots posted a fran-
chise record .983 fielding percentage.Viloria began his coaching career in 2024 as a coach in the Phillies organization. During his playing career, Viloria signed with the Phillies as an international free 
agent in 2019 and went on to play 112 games in four seasons as an infielder in the organization (2019-2023), reaching High-A Jersey Shore in 2022 and 2023.

Sox (2023), Hamilton completed his first year in coaching as the defensive coach for High-A Hudson Valley in 2025.  During his final season playing in 2024, Hamilton saw time in 39 games for the 
Rocket City Trash Pandas, the Double-A affiliate of the Los Angeles Angels. He was drafted by Minnesota in the 23rd round of the 2016 MLB Draft out of Oregon State University, where he was an 
All-Pac-12 performer for the Beavers. Despite not catching in college, Hamilton made 323 of his 574 professional appearances as a catcher, and he played at least one game at all nine positions.

with 17 K, 2 BB and a 0.60 WHIP. In his final High-A game on 4/23, Cebert piggybacked Gerrit Cole on an MLB rehab start, throwing 4.0 perfect innings to close out a 10-2 Renegades win. 

Transferred to Double-A Somerset on 4/27/26.

2025

Began his professional career with High-A Hudson Valley on 8/20/25 where he finished the season pitching in five games, all out of the bullpen. He struck out 11 of the 25 total batters he 

faced in 6.1 IP with the Renegades. He allowed just two runs off two solo homers, ending his High-A stint with a 2.84 ERA, .167 BAA, 0.79 WHIP and 15.63 K/9. Assigned to the Renegades 

on 8/20, Cebert became the first pitcher to make it to High-A in the same year they were drafted since 2022 (Eric Reyzelman, Matt Keating, Will Brian, Kristófer Bow and Shane Gray).

College

Spent three seasons with South Florida from 2022-2024, before transferring to Texas Tech for 2025 season. As a senior with the Red Raiders, Cebert started just two of his 19 games 

pitched, going at least five innings in relief four times. He posted a 7-3 record, 3.45 ERA and 54 K in 60.0 IP. Leading the team with seven wins, he became the first Red Raider reliever to 

reach that mark since 2017 en route to 2025 All-Big 12 Second Team Recognition. At Texas Tech, Cebert was teammates with Yankees’ 2025 eighth round (No. 254) selection Mac Heuer. 

Prior to Texas Tech, Cebert made 32 starts on the mound across 52 appearances with USF, finishing his time with the Bulls with a 13-13 record, 5.73 ERA and 161 K in 190.0 IP. He won 

2024 AAC Preseason All-Conference and 2023 All-AAC Second Team honors at USF.

Personal Notes

Full name is Jack Lawrence Cebert. Raised in Tampa, Florida and attended Calvary Christian High School in Clearwater, Florida, less than 15 miles from George M. Steinbrenner Field. 

Was the winning pitcher in Calvary’s 2019 state championship game victory and threw a perfect game as a senior in 2021. His father, Dale Cebert, was a pitcher and outfielder at Central 

Oklahoma from 1985-1988.

Career Notes
