What Can We Say, The Man Loves Whitecaps Pitching: Outfielder Junior Pérez opened the season with just four hits in his first 53 at-
bats – but those hits came in four consecutive games against the West Michigan Whitecaps in April. Entering this series, Pérez was hitting 
.082 (5-for-61), but he has once again hit safely in four straight games against the Caps, with three home runs in his last seven at-bats. In 
all, Junior is hitting .310 (9-for-29) against the Whitecaps and .022 (1-for-46) vs. the rest of the league.

Margins of Result: The Lugnuts’ 14 wins this year have been decided by 1, 3, 2, 3, 2, 7, 1, 1, 5, 1, 2, 1, 1, and 2 runs (Thursday). The Nuts’ 16 
losses this year have been decided by 5, 6, 8, 1, 1, 2, 3, 6, 4, 2, 3, 3, 11, 9, 6 and 5 (last night). In other words, Lansing is 10-4 in games decided 
by two runs or less (6-2 in one-run games, 4-2 in two-run games), 2-3 in three-run games, and 2-9 in games decided by at least four runs.

On the Wings of an Ángeles: Infielder Euribiel Ángeles went 1-for-4 with a double yesterday, his sixth double in his last eight games. 
Ángeles is hitting .313 (10-for-32) this month with a .500 slugging percentage after struggling to a .200 avg. / .320 slugging April

Streaking... Patiently: Catcher Daniel Susac went 0-for-2 with two walks yesterday, reaching base for the 13th straight game. Susac has 
walked seven times in his last seven games after walking only five times in all of April. He is currently slashing .303/.425/.515 in May.

Juan-derful: Reliever Jorge Juan leads all Midwest League pitchers (minimum 12 innings) in K/9-IP ratio (17.58) and K rate (45.2%). Juan 
has whiffed 28 batters this year in just 14 1/3 innings while allowing just one earned run. His 0.63 ERA places him fifth in the league.

Excelling in Texas: P Jack Cushing dominated last night for Double-A Midland, allowing one run in six innings in the hitter-friendly confines 
of Amarillo’s Hodgetown in the RockHounds’ 6-1 victory. Midland is 18-13 this year, the best record for any team in the A’s organization.

First-Round Pedigrees: The Lugnuts’ roster boasts the A’s last two first-round selections. 20-year-old Max Muncy was the 25th overall 
selection in the 2021 draft and enters the season ranked the A’s No. 1 shortstop prospect by MLB Pipeline. 21-year-old Daniel Susac was 
taken 19th overall in 2022 and is the A’s No. 2 catching prospect behind 1B/C Tyler Soderstrom.

Draft Day:  Signed for $40,000 as the 578th pick in the 2021 draft... signing scout: Rich Sparks, the 2006 
Dick Bogard Scout of the Year, who scouts Indiana/Kentucky/Michigan/Ohio and also signed Braves catcher 
Sean Murphy, Lugnuts starter Jack Perkins and former Lugnuts Marty Bechina, Jeff Criswell, Max Schuemann 
and Jack Weisenburger... third Michigan Wolverine drafted in 2021, following southpaw Steven Hajjar (2nd 
round, Minnesota) and shortstop Benjamin Sems (15th round, Colorado).

What’s in a Name?  Besides Seth Beer, pitcher Clarence Beers saw action in one game in relief in 1948 for 
St. Louis... middle name of Ausweger is Blake’s mother’s maiden name.

Hometown:  Manhattan Beach is in southwestern Los Angeles County, bordering the Pacific Ocean, with 
a beach stretching over two miles... motto: “Sun, Sand, Sea”... city name was decided by coin flip, with 
landowners George Peck and John Merrill arguing between the names Shore Acres and Manhattan; they 
flipped to decide the name, and Manhattan won... the postmaster added “Beach” to the end to differentiate it.

Glory Days:  Attended Loyola High School (the “Cubs”), a private all-boys Roman Catholic prep school in 
Los Angeles that first opened in 1865... Loyola also produced Royals broadcaster Ryan Lefebvre, volleyball 
great Sinjin Smith, linebacker Anthony Barr, and New York Giants outfielder Fred Snodgrass, who played with 
Christy Mathewson on John McGraw’s powerful Giants teams... Beers distinguished himself at Loyola, named 
a 2017 Perfect Game First Team All-State, First Team All-Region and Third Team All-American.

Hail to the Victors:  Pitched four years at Michigan... in College of Literature, Science and the Arts... as a 
freshman, made two appearances: 1/3 IP vs. Army, 3 BB, 1 K, 4 R, and 0 IP vs. Western Michigan, 2 BB, 1 
HBP, 3 R... finished with 135.00 ERA... sophomore year was better: 6.04 ERA, 14 G, 2 GS, 1 sv., 22 1/3, 24 
H, 1 HR, 10 BB, 15 K, 5 HBP, 7 WP... as a junior, was at his best, though season was pandemic-shortened: 
3.13 ERA, 4 GS, 23 IP, 15 H, 0 HR, 5 BB, 21 K, 6 WP... as a senior: 8.42 ERA, 13 G, 5 GS, 25 2/3 IP, 30 H, 2 
HR, 20 BB, 21 K, 7 WP... notable Wolverines: Ted Simmons, Charlie Gehringer, Barry Larkin, George Sisler, 
Bill Freehan, JJ Putz, Mike Matheny, Chris Sabo, Ryan LaMarre and Jake Cronenworth.

Pro Ball – Better Late Than Never:  Debuted on the very last day of the 2021 season, getting the start in the Arizona Complex League on September 18th... allowed one run 
(James Triantos HR) on two hits in one inning, striking out one; A’s lost, 5-4, in a walk-off.

2022 - Stockton:  Started the third game of the year for the Ports, April 10 at Fresno (4 2/3, 7 H, 5 R, 2 BB, 4 K, 2 HR)... followed up with a gem: 6 IP, 3 H, 0 R, 1 BB, 5 K vs.
