TODAY’'S GAME: The Memphis Redbirds continue a six-game homestand against the
Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp (Triple-A, Miami Marlins) on Friday night at AutoZone Park. Left-
handed pitcher Pete Hansen is scheduled to start for Memphis opposite left-handed pitcher
Bradley Blalock for Jacksonville.

YESTERDAY’S RECAP: The Memphis Redbirds continued a six-game homestand with a 7-6
extra-inning loss to the Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp (Triple-A, Miami Marlins) on Thursday
afternoon at AutoZone Park. Memphis led 5-1 entering the top of the eighth inning and 5-3
at the start of the ninth. The loss marks the loss when leading at either point in a game this
season. The Redbirds entered Thursday 19-0 with the lead in both instances. The Memphis
offense smacked three home runs in the loss. Catcher Leo Bernal smacked his fourth home
run of the season to tie the game at one in the bottom of the second. Right fielder Joshua Baez
drilled a 430-foot two-run shot to put the Redbirds in front in the third. Left fielder Nelson
Velazquez added a solo blast in the sixth inning. Starting pitcher Hunter Dobbins posted his
deepest start of the season on Thursday. The right-handed pitcher allowed one run on six hits,
walked one and struck out two. Scott Blewett posted the only scoreless relief effort with 1.1
innings pitched. With the loss, Memphis risked dropping below the Gwinnett Stripers in the
International League standings with Gwinnett scheduled to host the Durham Bulls on Thursday
night. The Redbirds have spent every day of the 2026 season in at least a tie for first place.

FIRST TO 25 IN MiLB: Last Sunday afternoon’s 8-1 victory at Toledo gave Memphis its 25th
win of the season. The Redbirds became the first team in Minor League Baseball to the mark,
getting to the number at the same time as the Richmond Flying Squirrels (Double-A, San
Francisco) and Eugene Emeralds (High-A, San Francisco) and joined the New York Yankees,
Atlanta Braves and Chicago Cubs as the only professional clubs with at least 25 wins. Memphis
was the first team in professional baseball to 10 wins in 2026 and first MiLB to 20 wins this
year.

NOT A DAY OUTTA FIRST: Thanks to a franchise-best 7-0 start to the 2026 season and steady
play since, the Memphis Redbirds have yet to spend a day of the season outside of at least
a share of first place in the International League. Memphis enters Saturday tied for the lead
in the Internaitonal League standings with the Gwinnett Stripers (Triple-A, Atlanta Braves).
Memphis has not won any International League (or Triple-A East) title since leaving the Pacific
Coast League ahead of the 2021 season. The last Redbirds league title came in 2018.

2023 Rule 5 pick from Boston spent his first full season in the Majors and appeared in a professional season high in games (62) and
innings pitched (66.2)

Became the first Rule 5 Selection to play an entire season with St. Louis since RHP Matt Bowman (2015).

His 62 appearances led 2023 Major League Rule 5 Draft Picks and were the most by any Cardinals Rule 5 Draft Pick in the season
immediately following his selection.

His 62 appearances for St. Louis in 2024 were the most by a Cardinals rookie since Giovanny Gallegos (66 in 2016).

Made Major League debut on April 3, 2024 at San Diego, striking out the side in the 9th inning. Became the 38th pitcher in MLB history
and the 2nd Cardinal (Braden Looper, March 31, 1998 vs. Dodgers) to strike out three in 1.0 inning pitched in an MLB debut.
According to Baseball Savant, threw his Slider 48.1% of the time in 2024 (573 of 1,191 pitches), most of any pitch. Ranked among
