LAST TIME OUT: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies came-from-behind to de-
feat the Somerset Patriots, 6-3, in the series opener on Tuesday at Mirabito
Stadium, highlighted by Drake Osborn's go-ahead grand slam in the
eighth inning. It marked Osborn's first Double-A home run. Luis Moreno
allowed on earned run over five frames and Justin Jarvis earned the win,
while allowing just one baserunner over four scoreless innings in relief.
Ryan Clifford doubled and walked to extend his on-base streak to 12
games and Matt Rudick singled to extend his on-base streak to 12 games.

GRAND OLE OSBORN: With Binghamton trailing Somerset 3-2 in the eighth
inning on Tuesday, catcher Drake Osborn blasted a go-ahead grand slam
to put the Ponies up 6-3 and eventually win the game. It marked Osborn's
first Double-A home run and his second of the season, with the first com-
ing on April 13 for High-A Brooklyn. Osborn went 28 games across two
levels without hitting a home run before last night's grand moment. It was
Binghamton's first grand slam of the season and also the first grand slam
of Osborn's career. It was Binghamton's first grand slam since JT Schwartz
hit one at New Hampshire on August 25, 2023. Osborn tied his season high
with four runs batted in, matching his total from May 23 at Reading, and he
now leads the team with two four-RBl games.

CLIFFORD CRUSH: Mets No. 4 prospect and MLB Pipeline's No. 75 overall pros-
pect Ryan Clifford hit a double that had an exit velocity of 111 miles per
hour and also walked on Tuesday to extend his on-base streak to 12 games.
He has reached base safely in 17 of his last 18 games and over his 12-game
on-base streak, which dates back to May 27, Clifford has a .438 on-base
percentage, 1.104 OPS, four homers, nine runs batted in, and 14 walks
with just nine strikeouts. He has drawn at least one walk in 10 of his last

12 games and in 16 of his 23 games at the Double-A level. In eight games
in the month of June, Clifford has a .441 OBP, 1.201 OPS, four homers,
seven runs batted in, 11 walks, and just five strikeouts. Clifford has drawn
50 walks across High-A Brooklyn and Double-A Binghamton, which is the
second-most in Minor League Baseball and one behind MLB Pipeline's #1
prospect Jackson Holliday.

RUDY: Outfielder Matt Rudick is currently riding a season-long 12-game on-
base streak. Over that span, Rudick is slashing .273/.359/.364/.722 with 12
hits, seven walks, three runs batted in and six runs scored. Rudick currently
ranks tied for second in the Eastern League with 32 walks and 15th in the
league with a .376 on-base percentage.

POTENT PATRIDTS: The Somerset Patriots current roster features eight of the
New York Yankees' top 30 prospects, per MLB Pipeline: #2 Spencer Jones
(#67), #10 Brock Selvidge, #20 Agustin Ramirez, #21 Zach Messinger,
#22 Trystan Vrieling, #24 Jack Neely, #27 Danny Watson, and #29 Ben
Cowles. Somerset and Binghamton faced each other 23 times in 2023,
with 21 meetings coming in the regular season. Somerset won the season
series, 13-8, but Binghamton swept the best-of-three Eastern League Divi-
sion Series for its first postseason series victory since 2014. The Ponies won
Game One 9-2 at Mirabito Stadium and Game Two 2-0 at TD Bank Ballpark.
