UPCOMING GAMES AND PITCHING PROBABLES

Binghamton 4, Reading 1: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies chalked up their second series win of the year, 
five games to one over the Reading Fightin Phils. Binghamton lost the series opener but then won five 
straight including two extra-inning walk-off wins. D'Andre Smith delivered a walk-off single on Thursday 
night and Chris Suero hit a walk-off three run home run on Friday night. Both came in the 10th inning. 
Binghamton's bullpen allowed just one run over the final four games as the offense clubbed seven home 
runs in the series. The last series win for the Rumble Ponies came on April 12 at Mirabito Stadium against 
Somerset. 
Who's Rumbling: Vincent Perozo has five multi-hit games and four straight multi-hit games after his 
performance on Sunday (2-for-4, R, HR). JT Schwartz  went 12-for-36 (.333) 2 2B, 4HR, 10RBI, 4BB, 9SO on 
the home stand. Kevin Villavicencio is 5-for-16 (.313 AVG), 2B, BB, 2SO, 2B, BB, 2SO in his first four games.  
Wyatt Young went 11-for-32 (.344 AVG) 2B, 2RBI, 4BB, 3SB, 7SO. 
Power Surge: Binghamton has mashed 18 homers over their last 15 games, which ranks 5th in the 
Eastern League. Binghamton began a power surge in the previous two-week road trip (@ Somerset and 
@ Richmond), unloading 17 home runs and nine in the series against Richmond.  The Rumble Ponies hit 
27 homers in May which was T-8th in the Eastern League after hitting 14 in April which was last in the 
league. Over the last 15 games JT Schwartz has six home runs and Vincent Perozo and Nick Lorusso 
have four each, and Jacob Reimer has three.
JT SMOOTH: 1B JT Schwartz mashed his sixth home run of the year on Wednesday and drove in a ca-
reer-high seven runs and tallied his third-grand slam of his career, his first since August 25, 2023, at New 
Hampshire. On the home stand Schwartz went 12-for-36 (.333) 2 2B, 4HR, 10RBI, 4BB, 9SO on the and has 
now hit all six of his home runs over his last 15 games, since May 19 @ Richmond. Schwartz smashed five 
home runs in 84 games with Double-A Binghamton last season and has surpassed that number with six 
home runs in 33 games this season.
Slugging Suero: C Chris Suero the Mets' No. 14 prospect hit a walk-off three run homer on Friday night, 
and played a part in three walk-offs on this home stand. He hit the walk-off single against Portland on 
May 29, and scored the winning run on May 30. Suero is second on the team with eight home runs and 
second with 24 RBIs. In the Eastern League he ranks T-4th in walks with 35 and T-8th with 17 stolen bases 
which ranks first for Binghamton. 
Lo Knows: INF Nick Lorusso deposited his team-leading ninth home run of the season on Saturday 
night. On Binghamton's last road trip Lorusso went 14-for-46, (.304 AVG) 6 HR, 9 RBI, and three multi-hit 
games. Lorusso has now blasted four home runs over his last 15 games. The 25-year held a 13-game on-
base streak, until May 19 night which still leads all players for Binghamton and his nine-game hit streak, 
which was snapped on May 14 which was also the longest for any Pony this year. Lorusso is now T-18th 
in the Eastern League with nine home runs with six in May which ranked 11th. This season he is slashing 
.216/.280/.432/.712 with 9 HR and 24 RBI.  
Reimer Reason: INF Jacob Reimer, the Mets' No. 4 prospect hit a two-run home run in the first inning 
on Friday for his fifth of the year. He has 3 HR, 10 RBI, 12 R,  5 2B, 11 BB, and 6 SB over his last 15 games. 
Reimer recorded a career-high three stolen bases on May 28, along with his seventh multi-hit game over 
now his last 22 contests and his eighth multi-hit game of the season. Reimer is T-11th in the Eastern 
League with 13 doubles and ranks 14th th with 29 walks. The 22-year-old ranks as MLB Pipeline's No. 2 
third baseman prospect in baseball.
The Rumble Pen: Binghamton's bullpen is 19-11 on the season after Jordan Geber (2-6) recored the win 
on Friday. They hold a 3.90 ERA across 254.9 innings and have combined for 321 strikeouts, while the 
starters are 4-23, with a 5.34 ERA. Over the last 87.1 innings the bullpen has allowed 39 earned runs and 
one over the last four games. Douglas Orellana has allowed one run over his last four appearances 
which have spanned 6.2 innings and leads the team in wins. Felipe De La Cruz leads the bullpen with 
a 1.37 ERA has not allowed a run over his last six appearances of 6.1 total innings, Dan Hammer (3-0) 
has not allowed  a hit or run over his last three appearances which have spanned 4.1 innings, and Brian 
Metoyer has not allowed an earned run over his last three appearances after throwing 2.0 scoreless 
innings on Friday night with three strikeouts.

-Collins spent the last eight seasons (2018-25) with the Houston Astros, as a bullpen catcher in 2018 and serving as the 
Astros' major league catching coach for the last seven seasons (2019-25), including the 2022 World Series championship.
-Collins worked in the San Diego Padres organization as a manager for the DSL Padres (2012), AZL Padres (2013, 2016-17), 
High-A Fort Wayne (2014), and Single-A Lake Elsinore (2015) for six seasons between 2012-17. 
-He also managed the Canberra Cavalry in the Australian Baseball League in 2012-14, right after his playing career ended. 
He led the Cavalry to the Claxton Shield as national champions for the first time.
-Collins debuted as a player in the minor leagues in 2001 at the age of 16 with the AZL Angels. He spent 10 seasons in the 
minor leagues with the Angels and Padres, and reached as high as Triple-A in 2009 and 2010. Collins also played in the 
ABL and was an All-Star catcher.
-Collins has coached for Team Australia in the World Baseball Classic in 2026, 2017, and 2013. He played for Team Australia 
in the WBC in 2009 and 2006. Born July 18, 1984 in Canberra, Australia. On May 3, 2024, he became a United States citizen.
