
Tonight the Lansing Lugnuts, High-A affiliate of the Athletics, and Great Lakes Loons, High-A affiliate of the Los Angeles Dodgers, play the fifth in a six-game series; Great 
Lakes is 3-1 thus far in the 24-game season series and is 171-167 against the Lugnuts all-time.

Last Night: Loons 4, Lugnuts 0. Nico Perez and Jose Meza each knocked two-run homers to back a combined one-hit, 10-walk shutout, and the heavy rain stayed away 
long enough for the Loons to win a third game out of the first four in the series. The Nuts’ only base hit came from Casey Yamauchi, an infield single to the pitcher two bat-
ters into the ballgame.

On Deck: The Lugnuts and Loons wrap up the series with a Sunday matinee. The Nuts then return to Michigan’s state capital for a six-game homestand vs. Cedar Rapids.

Tight at the Top: With the Loons’ win yesterday and a West Michigan walk-off win over Dayton, Great Lakes’ lead atop the MWL 
East Division grew to two games. The first half will come to a close on June 18; Lansing has 11 games remaining while Great Lakes 
has 13 games remaining.

Four Score: In every game of this series, a team has scored exactly four runs... and in three of the four, four runs was enough to 
win. (Wednesday’s 6-4 Great Lakes win is the only exception.) Credit the pitching, because the Loons (.183) and the Lugnuts (.125) 
are the only two Midwest League offenses batting below .200 this week, while Great Lakes (2.00) and Lansing (3.27) have the only 
sub-4.00 ERAs in the MWL this week.

Prospecting: The Nuts’ roster has four players on MLB Pipeline’s Top 30 rankings of Athletics prospects: No. 8 (Devin Taylor), No. 
16 (Steven Echavarria), No. 19 (Zane Taylor) and No. 24 (Nate Nankil). Baseball America’s recent re-ranking of A’s prospects puts 
Devin Taylor at No. 10, Echavarria at No. 16, Zane Taylor at No. 18 and Nathan Dettmer at No. 21.

The Next Big League Nut: The A’s promoted right-hander Kade Morris (2024 Lugnut) to the Major Leagues on Tuesday and will 
start him tonight in Houston; he becomes the 205th all-time Lugnut to reach the Majors and the fifth this season (Daniel Susac, 
Eduardo Rivera, Henry Bolte, Gage Jump).

Depth Perception: Lugnuts starting pitchers have worked 270 innings this season, which ranks 1st in the Midwest League and 5th 
among all Minor League Baseball teams, while the Nuts’ 4.9 average innings pitched (let’s just round up to 5.0) is the highest in MiLB. 
The Loons’ parent club, the Dodgers, lead the Majors, averaging 5 2/3 innings per start. With Taylor going one out shy of eight innings 
Thursday night, Lansing starters have now worked at least six innings in a game on 14 different occasions: Steven Echavarria 3, 
Nathan Dettmer 3, Zane Taylor 3, Tzu-Chen Sha 2, Samuel Dutton 2, Jackson Finley 1.

Roll Call: Lansing has used 38 different players this season, including 21 pitchers (excluding position player pitching Gunner Gould-
smith’s scoreless inning) and 17 position players. Only Devin Taylor has taken part in all 55 games, a mark that leads all of High-A.

Speaking of Devin Taylor: The Indiana Hoosier leads the Midwest League with six outfield assists and ranks 2nd in Minor League 
Baseball in seeing pitches outside the zone (479 in 243 PAs, an average of 1.97 balls per plate appearance). Taylor has received 
1068 pitches overall (4.395/PA), leading all of Single-A, High-A and Double-A.

Two for the Price of One: The Lugnuts have turned 65 double plays (in 55 games), which leads Minor League Baseball (2nd - OKC 
Comets - 63 in 60 games) and Major League Baseball (1st - SF Giants, 65 in 65 games).
