ANTUNEZ TUNED IN: RF Wuilfredo Antunez hit his 3rd home run 
of the season in Game 1 of Saturday’s doubleheader. The Rio 
Tucaní, Venezuela native now has 13 XBH (8 2B, 2 3B, 3 HR) in 
his first 32 games played this season. 
 
DEFEND THE ‘SHIP: This season, the Captains are looking to win 
back-to-back Midwest League Championships. Lake County will 
look to record the 7th instance of a franchise winning 
consecutive MWL titles. 
 
 

TRENDS & NOTABLES 
 
KNAPCZYK’S ON FIRE: INF Christian Knapczyk has become one of the 
Midwest League’s premier hitters to begin his High-A career. The 2023 5th-
round pick out of Louisville ranks top-5 in the Midwest League in: H 
(46, 2nd), AVG (.324, 3rd), OPS (.932, 3rd), OBP (.432, 4th), and TB (71, T-
5th), while ranking 7th in SLG (.500). So far this month, Knapczyk ranks T-
2nd in the MWL in H (27) and 4th in AVG (.360) in 20 games played. 
 
ALFONSIN’S AWESOME OFFENSE: OF Alfonsin Rosario, MLB Pipeline’s 
No. 25 Cleveland prospect, has had an impressive start to his High-A career. 
The 20-year-old leads the Midwest League in SLG (.567) and HR (8, tied), 
while ranking top-10 in OPS (.928, 4th) and TB (68, T-8th), and just outside of the 
top-10 in AVG (.292, 11th). Rosario was the only Single-A player with 15+ HR, 
70+ RBI, and 20+ SB last year with Single-A Myrtle Beach (CHC). 

 
JOSE’S EXTRA BASES: After winning the 2024 Midwest League Championship 
with Lake County, INF Jose Devers has excelled early to begin the 2025 
campaign. The Samana, DR native leads the Midwest League with 21 XBH 
and 15 2B, while ranking T-8th in TB (68) and just outside of the top-10 in HR (5, 
T-13th). After hitting 7 HR in 102 games with the Captains last year, Devers 
already has 5 HR in his first 42 games this season. 

 
RALPHY’S POWERFUL BAT: 1B/LF Ralphy Velazquez, MLB Pipeline’s 
No. 6 Cleveland prospect has displayed a strong bat at the plate this 
season. The 19-year-old ranks T-7th in the Midwest League with 6 HR, 
while ranking T-8th in RBI (27) and XBH (16). 
 
SANTOS SAILING IN ON HISTORY: On Jan. 30, it was announced that 
Manager Omir Santos would return for his 3rd season as Lake County’s 
skipper. He is now the longest-tenured manager in Captains history, 
and 1 of just 2 to win a championship for Lake County (Ted Kubiak, 2010). 
With a 166-137 (.548) record at the helm, Santos is 5 victories away 
from becoming the winningest manager in Captains history.

In the bottom of the 5th inning, with 2 on, nobody out, and 
Lake County trailing 3-1, the eventual 2024 American 
League All-Star starter hit a go-ahead 3-run home run to 
cap off a 4-run bottom of the 5th inning. 
 
After the Captains surrendered 3 runs in the top of the 6th 
inning, Lake County C Cooper Ingle, the eventual 2024 
Midwest League MVP, blasted a grand slam in bottom of the 
7th, which ultimately proved to be the difference in an 8-6 win. 
 
LHP Matt “Tugboat” Wilkinson (ND), an eventual 2024 
Midwest League All-Star, also made his High-A debut, 
throwing 8 K to 0 BB in 5 innings of work in his 1st start as a 
Captain.

BIO 
Mokoro (wears #43) enters her first season as Lake County’s Bat Dog, and first season 
with the Guardians organization. The 1-year-old Chocolate Labrador Retriever is owned 
and trained by Victoria Brody. Brody is a professional dog trainer who started Mission 
Empawthy, LLC, a local dog training company which focuses on specializing in psychiatric 
service dogs for those whose disabilities aren’t always visible. Mokoro will retrieve bats 
and balls for the Captains alongside Brody at all Thursday home games this 
season! 
 
Mokoro is named after a type of dugout canoe found in Botswana. These vessels, which 
usually carry 1-2 passengers, are commonly used to navigate the Okavango Delta for both 
transport and game viewing safaris. While mekoro (plural form of “mokoro”) used to 
primarily be made from Jackalberry, Mangosteen, and Sausage trees, they are now mainly 
made from fiberglass.

LAST TIME OUT: LHP Caden Favors (ND) recorded his 1st career professional quality start in an 
eventual 4-2 Captains win over Lansing back on Tuesday, May 20. The southpaw pitched a career-
high 6 innings, allowing just 2 hits, 1 earned run, and 2 walks, while throwing 5 strikeouts in 83 pitches 
(57 strikes). Favors’ lone run allowed was courtesy of a fielder’s choice in the top of the 2nd inning. 
This outing marked the 1st quality start by a Lake County pitcher this season. 
 
DRAFTED BY THE GUARDIANS: Favors was selected by the Guardians in the 6th round of the 2024 
MLB Draft, and was the 5th of 16 pitchers drafted by Cleveland last year. 
 
PRO DEBUT IN 2024: Nearly a month after being drafted by the Guardians, Favors was assigned to 
Single-A Lynchburg on Aug. 12, 2024, and spent the rest of the season with the Hillcats. The 
southpaw made 4 appearances (1 start) for Lynchburg, tallying a 3.09 ERA and 13 strikeouts to just 2 
walks in a combined 11.2 innings of work. Favors made 1 start for the Hillcats last year. On Aug. 
28 at home versus the Carolina Mudcats (Single-A, MIL), he pitched 2.2 innings, allowing 4 hits, 
3 earned runs, and 1 walk, while throwing 4 strikeouts in a then-career-high 53 pitches (then-
career-high 32 strikes). He ultimately recorded the loss in a 7-3 defeat. 
 
SUPERIOR SHOCKER: Favors had a remarkable senior season for Wichita State in 2024 as the 
team’s ace, earning 1st Team All-AAC and 2nd Team All-Region honors. In 17 appearances (16 starts), 
the left-hander went 9-4 with a 3.21 ERA, 107 strikeouts, 20 walks, and 2 complete games in 106.2 
innings of work, which ranked 7th in the nation. He also ranked 18th in the nation with a 5.35-to-1 
strikeout-to-walk ratio, led the AAC with an average of 1.69 walks per 9 innings, and ranked 2nd 
in the AAC with 107 strikeouts, while being the only AAC pitcher with multiple complete games in 
2024. Favors became the first Shockers pitcher with 100 strikeouts in a season since 2011, and 
logged the most innings pitched in a season by a Wichita State pitcher since 2010. 
 
JUCO BEGINNINGS: Prior to his 3 seasons at Wichita State, Favors began his college career at 
Seminole State College (JUCO) in Seminole, Oklahoma. He made 13 appearances (5 starts) for the 
Trojans, going 2-3 with an 8.62 ERA, 33 strikeouts, and 20 walks in 31.1 innings of work. Some 
notable MLB players to play for Seminole State are: 3-time All-Star closer, 2003 NL Cy Young 
Award winner, and 2007 World Series Champion Eric Gagné, 2012 NL Silver Slugger and Gold 
Glove Award winner Adam LaRoche, 2017 World Series Champion Evan Gattis, and José 
Tolentino, the father of 2022-23 Captain Milán Tolentino.  
  
HIGH SCHOOL SUCCESS: Favors had a strong high school career at Carl Albert HS (OK). The left-
hander helped lead the Titans to a state runner-up finish as a junior in 2019, while serving as a varsity 
captain and earning Class 5A All-Star honors as a senior in 2020. Perfect Game rated Favors as the 
No. 4 LHP and No. 27 overall recruit in the state of Oklahoma for the Class of 2020.
